Mayor Winder called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.  He read aloud the amendments to the FY 2012 budget and asked for comments or questions.  There were none.  It was moved by Lyn, seconded by Chris to accept these amendments, passed unanimously.

He then passed out copies of the FY 2013 budget and asked that everyone look it over carefully.  He asked for board comments and there were none.  He then asked for comments from the guests.  Nathell asked about the amount available for capital projects.  Lana stated that she had got the figures from our auditor/accountant, Mr. Mike Ulrich. It was not a separate account, but a figure that we could reasonably use on any capital improvements.  
Ideas mentioned for some future capital improvements were lights on the ball field, sand volleyball court, pavilion expansion, and Nathell mentioned, road improvements.  

There were no closing comments and the budget was brought to a vote.  Brian moved to accept the FY2013 budget as presented, and Chris seconded.  The board approved unanimously.

The board then moved on to regular town board business.  Clerk Lana Peart read the bills for the month.  The bills were moved to be approved by Brian, seconded by Lyn, and the board agreed unanimously.  
The minutes from last month’s meeting were read and moved to be approved by Chris, seconded by Brian, approved unanimously. 
Bridgett Pugmire was then given the opportunity to address the board.  She expressed her concern over the speed at which motorists travel Canyon Street, especially ATVs and in the summer months.  She was suggesting that the town buy some portable speed bumps to slow the traffic down.  
She was asked if she had contacted the sheriff’s department about the enforcement of the 25mph speed limit.  She had not been in contact with them.  It was agreed upon that, during the summer months, most law enforcement was in the North end of the county. 

Chris told of her experience with speed bumps and traffic going off the sides of the road to miss them and even driving on lawns and driveways to get around them. Claudia addressed the issue of liability if an ATV hit one of the bumps and wrecked.  

Canyon is both a city and county thoroughfare.  Children at play signs have been tried in the past with no good results.  It was agreed by the board that this is an enforcement issue that the road should be patrolled, and those that break the speed limit should be ticketed.  It was agreed to at least look into the prices on some of the portable units.  

Bridget was also concerned about the condition of some of the trees on main street suffering because of the drought.  Mayor said he would have our maintenance department check on the trees and provide water if they were not being watered from another source.  

She also brought up the issue of summer employees and said that she and others she had talked to thought it was not good policy to hire someone who did not live in the town.  She asked for the policy on driving vehicles and ages for someone to be hired.  Mayor assured her that the employee in question was the only applicant for the temporary position of seasonal help.  He believes that by allowing Bryan to have 3 helpers enables the kids to attend other summer activities and split the work load.  None of the workers are full time, and all are kept busy or asked not to come to work.  The original job was not posted because, at the beginning of summer, it was believed to be filled by a returning employee.  He opted out at the last minute leaving only one other applicant, a boy from out of town.  After an interview, the Mayor hired him and asked that he start immediately.  

The board then moved on to old business. Bridget and the Hoffman’s left the meeting.  Brian had not got a final word on the dumpster.  
Planning and Zoning commission will meet next month with the town board to review the new ordinance changes.  

The sprinkler at the arena had been fixed by a private donation.
Concerning new business:  

RECREATION:  The softball and t-ball programs have been very well supported this year with 98 participants and many more staying late to play 13 and over softball.  

There are plans being made to have a 1 and 3 mile walk, bike, or run event on Saturday, July7 with an open breakfast to follow.    It will be called the mosquito dash and have prizes for category winners.  Registration will begin soon.  
ROADS :  We are still planning on making improvements to Third East this summer and crack sealing the other roads.  No work has started as yet.  
WATER:  Brian is unable to attend the fall conference in August, but Bryan Thomson will most likely be attending.  We need to do our lead and copper and nitrites test this month.  
P&Z :  Cindy Gooch has mentioned that our subdivision and nuisance ordinance still need to be addressed.  This would mean an additional $3800 to finish.  The board decided to wait on this since we had spent so much time and money on ordinance updates recently.  

Lee Jones will be asked to pay a fee similar to a Lane Lease for his horses on city property across from Gator’s.  

The Mayor then addressed the board about his impending move to from the town.  His resignation will be effective July 18.  It has been a difficult decision to move from Randolph and resign his post, but he believes it is best for his family at this time.  The motion to accept his resignation was moved by Lyn with Brian seconding, unanimous approval.  
Lyn Weston was moved to be approved as the interim mayor by Brian, seconded by Chris, with unanimous approval.  The board will then go through the selection process.  Notices will be posted to accept written applications for the position of Mayor for a period of two weeks.  The board will meet in a public meeting on June 27, 7:30 pm, to consider these applications and make an official appointment of a replacement for Mayor Winder to finish out his elected term, until November of 2013.  Notices will go out immediately on the website, in the newspaper, and posted around town.

The board then expressed their thanks to Mayor Winder for his service over the past years and their confidence in Mayor Weston.  

Chris moved to close the meeting at 7:10 and Brian seconded, the board gave unanimous approval.
