Administration of Oath of Office to Youth City Council
Recorder Braithwaite gave the Oath of Office to Brianna Starks for the Youth City Council.

Discuss and Approve New Swimming Pool Manager – Council Member Brian Jensen

Council Member Brian Jensen informed the Council, he, the Mayor and three members of the Swimming Pool Committee had done interviews last Thursday for the Swimming Pool Manager position.  He noted it was a very difficult decision to make as there were some very qualified applicants.  He stated they had chosen Robert Sorensen for the position.

Council Member B. Jensen made the motion to approve Robert Sorensen as the new Swimming Pool Manager.  Council Member Buchanan seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, B. Jensen, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell.  

City Clean-up – April 25-May 2 – Council Member Trevor Powell

Council Member addressed the clean-up scheduled for Monday, April 25 through Monday, May 2, 2011.  There will be two dumpsters placed, one on the east side of town by Jaron Jensen’s home and one on the west side on the corner south of Council Member Larry Jensen’s home.  Mayor Nay would like to have this advertised on the radio and in the newspapers to let the public know.  Council Member Powell will check with the local organizations and church’s to let them know it would be a great time to do service projects.
Discuss White’s Sanitation Fee Increase
Recorder Braithwaite informed the Council the fees White’s Sanitation billed the City would be going up .25 cents.  The Council felt this should be fine for now, but would monitor this closely, especially with the increasing fuel costs that could continue being passes on to the City.
Discuss Utah League of Cities and Towns upcoming Convention April 13-15, St. George

The agenda was discussed by the Mayor and Council.  They will all check their schedules and determine if there are any topics they are interested in and get back on the March 23rd Council Meeting.
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Discuss 4th of July Celebration – Council Member Larry Jensen

Council Member Larry Jensen reported the 4th of July committee had met and determined the celebration would be on Friday July 1, and Saturday July 2, 2011.  He would like this on the website.  They had also decided the auction benefits would go toward the American Legion monument at the Gunnison park.

The concert was still a work in progress, and Council Member L. Jensen will let the Council know when he has more information.

Mayor Nay suggested the newspapers mention in their articles that volunteers would be welcome to help whether you live in Gunnison or not.  This would give the opportunity for those who grew up in Gunnison, but have moved away, to help with the celebration.

Administration of Oath of Office to Youth City Council

Recorder Braithwaite administered the Oath of Office to Bailey Thatcher and Dalton Burr for the Youth City Council.
Review Gunnison City Website

Recorder Braithwaite proceeded to review the newly designed Gunnison City website with the Mayor and Council Members.  This was done on the overhead projector for the audience to view.  The design was near completion and hoped to be online by next Wednesday.  Each item was reviewed with suggestions and comments noted.  Recorder Braithwaite gave credit to Trevon Hansen from Mayfield for helping input the information, and was thankful for the great job he has done.  He will continue  to help until the end of the school year.  Recorder Braithwaite will be sure the additional changes are made or added as suggested.  Recorder Braithwaite reminded everyone there will be changes come up continually as needed which can be changed continually as needed as user friendly as the site is.
Council Member Powell made the motion to accept the new Gunnison City Website with the additional changes and have it online by Wednesday, March 15, 2011.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, B. Jensen, Pickett and Powell.  Council Member L. Jensen did not vote as he was absent from the room for a moment.

Approve Minutes from Work Meeting on Wednesday February 16, 2011, and City Council Meeting Wednesday February 16, 2011 Open Session and Closed Session

Mayor Nay would like the wording added from the Department of Environmental Quality stated “as built” as was discussed in the meeting.  Mayor Nay also reviewed the bottom of page 1 pertaining to the approval letter, and felt it should state approval letter to go ahead with the public notice.  Mayor Nay also questioned the DEQ discussing the 10 year plan stating the City could move forward in a more comfortable way as far as the health issues.  Mayor Nay also wanted the minutes to state DEQ did not have the “as builts” yet which was the reason the CAP was extended as was stated by DEQ.  Recorder Braithwaite will review the recording to state the words more clearly as directed. 
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the City Council Meeting minutes from Wednesday February 16, 2011 Open Session and Closed Session with the changes made as discussed by the Mayor.  Council Member B. Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, B. Jensen, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell.

Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the Work Meeting Minutes from Wednesday February 16, 2011.  Council Member L. Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 
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vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, B. Jensen, L. Jensen and Powell.  Council Member Pickett abstained as he was absent from that meeting.
Present and Review New Zoning and Land Use Ordinances – Council Member Brian Jensen
Council Member Brian Jensen presented the new Land Use Ordinances on the overhead projector.  He then instructed those in attendance how to use the document utilizing the search  engine available at the top of the program to find what item you would want to research.   He explained this was also available on the new City website for the public to view and search.  This search engine would save a lot of reading for this large document that was recently put into effect by the City Council on January 1, 2011 for those who need to know any of the land use ordinances.  Council Member B. Jensen then reviewed the City GIS computer program with those in attendance.  He explained how this system had all of the zoning, water lines, sewer pipes and valve placements on.  He explained how instrumental this system is to the City and for what reasons.
Present Plan for Infrastructure Upgrades – Culinary Water System – Supervisor Donald Childs and Council Member Steve Buchanan

Council Member Buchanan explained the line from the City water tank by Christenson’s to the old Top Stop corner is an old line, and is afraid it will crack when replacing valves on the old line.  He would like to get a quote to see what it would cost to replace this line.  Mayor Nay questioned the ability to replace valves along the way at the same time.  The quote received was for 14” pipe at $16.00 per foot with an estimation of 8,000 feet.  This quote was for $128,000 for the pipe only, it did not include installation.  Council Member Buchanan and Supervisor Donald Childs will get the exact measurements for the pipe, and will get another quote. 

Council Member Buchanan informed the Council and Mayor he had contacted Pickett’s to begin spraying the weeds on the sides of the roads while the weeds are small.  He also noted he would be having some crack sealing done.  It is done by the ton and a ton will do about six blocks.  He would like to get four or five ton to get several blocks done.  Supervisor Reber would like to get some crack sealing done at the cemetery.  Council Member Buchanan stated this could be done.  He would also like to get a load of gravel put down by Jorgen Jensen’s new home.  He noted the road was really sinking where the pipe had been repaired.  Mayor Nay would like the leak repaired by Jeff Anderson’s and Diane Funk’s.  Supervisor Reber informed the Council and Mayor this is pressurized irrigation water, and the City does not maintain the lines that far south.  Mayor Nay expressed her concern it will sink the road if not repaired.  She would like a formal letter sent to the Gunnison Irrigation Company stating the need to be repair this before the water is put in the lines.   
The discussion ensued regarding the expected high water level to occur this year, and what could be done to prevent flooding. Precautions were discussed.

Council Member Buchanan asked for the approval of the Council Members to continue leasing the 100 shares of water.  The Mayor and Council gave their continued support and approval for this as it brings income to the City.

Mayor Nay stated she would like to make the connection/possible backflow problem to the CUCF as the first priority.  Supervisor Reber recommended a valve be placed on the line to the CUCF and then shut the valve.   Mayor Nay also questioned the ability of monitoring the pressurized irrigation water used by the CUCF.  This would require the placement of a meter on the line.  Council Member Buchanan recommended the culinary water be taken care of first then take care of the PI down the line.  He would like to get some bids on what a meter would cost.
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Review, Discuss and Approve Various Points of Strategic Economic Development Plan, ie Total Vision Exercise

Mayor Nay would like each Council Member to fill out the Total Vision paper she handed to each member.   It is a SWOT analysis, and would be very useful as the BYU MBA program will be using Gunnison City as their model, and she would like to turn these papers back to them.  This is to help define a mission statement and great objectives that will help the City move forward economically.  Mayor Nay also handed a newspaper article to each Council Member regarding a Tooele eatery.  She then identified some of the basic objectives discussed at the Work Meeting prior to the Council meeting and welcomed any further comments and ideas.  Mayor Nay brought up the idea of having “Dairy Days” in Gunnison City to the Council, and thought it would be a great idea to have it the same day as the Clarion Jewish celebration on September 10, 2011.  

Mayor Nay stated there was a plan being formulated to have a celebration when Top Stop is torn down to celebrate the end.  She will let us know when more information is available.

Discuss and Approve New Swimming Pool Manager – Council Member Brian Jensen

Council Member Brian Jensen mentioned he needed to get the approval for another Swimming Pool employee that was interviewed Thursday.  
Council Member B. Jensen made the motion to approve Jaclyn Stephens as a Swimming Pool employee.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, B. Jensen, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell.
Future Items to be Listed on Agenda

Swimming Pool:  Council Member B. Jensen stated there would be a Swimming Pool Committee meeting next week to meet with the new Pool Manager, Robert Sorensen.  Mayor Nay suggested a grand opening on Saturday, April 9, 2011 to coincide with the Spring Runoff.  Council Member Powell recommended the name of January Sorensen to be given to Supervisor Sorensen for consideration of helping with swimming lessons as her experience would be very helpful in this area.

4th of July: Council Member L. Jensen stated he would have more information and hopefully a group for the entertainment along with an update on Sean Nelson for the celebration.

Streets:  Council Member Buchanan recommended the City clean the streets two to three times a year all the way down past Freedom Ford.  He would like to see UDOT come through and sweep up the sand they dump through the storms.  Supervisor Childs had reported to Council Member Buchanan UDOT would be coming within the next couple weeks to clean the culverts under the road. Council Member B. Jensen would like to see the grates cleaned from the church down past Sally Neal’s down past the Taylor’s.  Mayor Nay would like to see the grate cleaned on Main Street by the theater.  Recorder Braithwaite will inform Supervisor Childs of these things needing to be done and will get a price to get the road swept.
Spring Clean Up:  Council Member Powell will touch base in the April meeting regarding the spring clean up dates and advertisement needing to be done. 

Next Council Meeting:  Mayor Nay requested the time be changed on the next Council meeting on March 23, 2011 since there is a Lion’s party that evening that will involve three Council Members.  It was decided to schedule the next meeting for noon on Wednesday, March 23, 2011.
Special Service District:  Council Member Pickett and Mayor Nay were excited to present their ideas of forming a Special Service District.  Council Member Pickett  and Mayor Nay felt this would unify all of the 
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Communities  in the valley and would provide the vehicle to get the Recreation Director and the Fire Department and all of those things that we do as a valley under one roof.  This would allow the valley to run many of these things correctly.  They would continue working on the steps that would need to be done to make this happen and update the Council at the future meetings.  Mayor Nay stated they would go to the County, they are bondable, and we would be able to use the legal services of the County so there shouldn’t be a lot of expense up front to form.  
Council Member B. Jensen made the motion to adjourn.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, 
B. Jensen, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell.
