Discuss and Approve New Land Use Ordinance to Allow Monument and Pylon Signs in R&C-1

Council Member Brian Jensen stated this had been discussed in Planning and Zoning, and recommended the City Council make this an attachment rather than change the Ordinance.  The Planning and Zoning made the recommendation to allow for monument and pylon signs in the zoning area of R&C-1, but still meet the  specifications in the Land Use Ordinance for the other zones.
Council Member B. Jensen made the motion to allow for monument and pylon signs in the zoning area of R&C-1 as an attachment to the Land Use Ordinance.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan,      B. Jensen, Pickett and Powell.  
Discuss and Approve New Home Impact Fees – Jeremy Taylor

Mayor Nay addressed Jeremy Taylor thankful to hear he was progressing with his new home.  Jeremy questioned where the Council stood with the hookups pertaining to the sewer impact fees.  He stated the property on 300 South (on the South side) where he will be building already has a pressurized irrigation connection, and he has culinary on the existing property that he is using.  He did question if he moved the sewer hookup where the City would stand.   Mayor Nay noted he had already paid into the system with his previous house and should not have to pay into the system again so it would just be a matter of the cost of hooking it all up.  Council Member Buchanan agreed with this stating the impact fee had been paid and should be transferred from the other house to the new house.  Jeremy stated he would be digging to test the property before building.

Central Utah Correctional Facility – Steve Turley, Director UDC, Warden Dennis Sorensen, and Alan James, Director UCI

Mayor Nay thanked the representatives of the Correctional Facility for coming.  She also encouraged quarterly meetings stating the importance of having a good understanding between the Correctional Facility and Gunnison City especially with some of the items evolving, and the impact the facility has on the community.  Mayor Nay commented the City had a couple of concerns they would like to discuss.  The first concern being the help the City has received from the Correctional Facility at the Gunnison Cemetery.  She noted how helpful this has been and how the City appreciates the help, and was concerned if this would be able to continue.  
12:17 p.m. Council Member Larry Jensen arrived
Steve Turley, Director of UDC, declared there had been no discussion to cancel this.  Warden Dennis Sorensen stated his intention was to continue on with the outside grounds crew and saw no reason to cancel 
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this service. Warden Sorensen agreed if there were any issues to work through on this the City should contact him.  The second concern being the dust generated from the horses. Alan James, Director UCI, proceeded to explain the horse program dating back to 2005.  He explained in 2005, they approached the BLM to see if they would be interested in working with them in a horse program.  A program was put 
together from this meeting, as the Correctional Facility holds the horses for the BLM, and is considered a short-term facility for the BLM.  There is a training program where they get them ready for adoption.  This is much more cost effective for the Correctional Facility to work with the horses than the BLM.  This is a state of the art program.  There are between 13 to 18 inmates that work with the horses, along with a certified trainer to work with the inmates and the horses.  The Correctional Facility helps with the feed cost and maintenance of the animals such as trimming hooves and inoculations.  He stated there have been some problems with domestic animals being set free with the wild horses.  The BLM has been asked to manage the wild horse/burrow population.  He then acknowledged  there were about 1200 horses at the facility at this time, and this could fluctuate between 700 to 1200 horses. He also noted when a horse dies, they are taken to the landfill.  He also stated they do have their CAFO (Concentrated  Animal Feeding Operation) permit which protects ground water release into the waterways.  Mayor Nay stated this permit is required if over 499 horses.  Alan continued to address the dust issue stating they do have a water truck to help keep the dust level down,  and he would like the City to let the Warden know of any problems.  Mayor Nay requested they work harder at keeping the dust level down on holidays and especially the 10 day period encompassing  Memorial Day.  Mayor Nay questioned the study she had seen in the newspaper making it known the State Correctional Facility was making it known they were planning on expanding in Gunnison and reminded the representatives of the impact this would make on a small town.  Steve Turley, Director UDC, addressed this statement letting it be known there were no funds to expand right now.  He stated there are plans to expand, and when they are ready to do this they will let the City know.  Mayor Nay expressed her concerns regarding the Governor’s group that was to study this, she did not see any representatives from the southern area, it was all about Draper and the prison people, and seemed to be more developer minded than otherwise.  Mr. Turley noted that was the Governor’s level.  Mayor Nay explained when the Correctional Facility was originally presented to the community, it was presented, planned and accepted  as a 2,000 bed facility, and felt they would need to go through the same process again  for any expansions to be fair to the people.  She also stated her concerns for the City’s infrastructure, our water system, etc. expansion would need to be considered as part of their projections, and would need to go a partnership on a water source and water tank.  She felt this would cost around one million for a water tank, one million for a water source, and half a million to put it all together, and would need this to be a part of the discussion.  

Council Member Pickett questioned whether the water used for the horses was culinary or irrigation.  Mr. James stated it was culinary.  Council Member Buchanan stated this had been a good partnership over the years  between the City and the Correctional Facility, and felt there had been a lot of opportunities for employment throughout our area, and thanked them for their help at the Cemetery.  Mr. Turley repeated his previous statement there were no plans to discontinue the help at the Cemetery.  Mayor Nay reminded at the beginning of the Correctional Facility, the State had promised more local use of vendors, etc. and requested the State let the City know when things become open to bid, so the City could see more use of local vendors.  Mayor Nay believed Kevin Christensen (Sanpete Economic Development Director), would be a great help with this to educate the local vendors on the State bidding process.  
12:30 p.m. Parks Supervisor Matt Reber arrived

Mr. James commented the hay purchased for the horses was also put out to bid, and it was his understanding they get a good percentage of it within the county.  Mayor Nay thanked the Correctional Facility representatives for attending and appreciated their combined efforts.

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Discuss Proposed Chalk Hill Telecommunications Tower, Terracon

Mayor Nay and the Council Members discussed the placement of the proposed Chalk Hill Telecommunications Tower on the north end of Chalk Hill commenting that would be the best side for it.  Council Member B. Jensen wanted to know if it would be lighted to make it airplane friendly.  Council Member Powell questioned what it would be used for-to broadcast or enhance.  Recorder Braithwaite will contact Terracon to find out the answers to these questions.
Discuss and Approve Installation of Venting System-Communication Room and Kitchen Back Storage
The two rooms requiring installation of  venting systems were discussed.  Both rooms have equipment that produce heat and have no way of venting the heat out.  This system and its problems were explained by Supervisor Reber. The Council and Mayor Nay reviewed the two bids received from local businesses deciding upon Hill’s Heating and Air Conditioning for $1,500 and $165 to install a filter rack for the mechanical room fresh air vent.  
Council Member L. Jensen made the motion to approve the Hill’s Heating and Air Conditioning for Option 1 for $1,500 and Option 2 for installation of a filter rack for the mechanical room fresh air vent for $165.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, B. Jensen, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell.

Present Plan for Infrastructure Upgrades – Culinary Water System – Council Member Steve Buchanan

 Council Member Buchanan explained David Madsen and Supervisor Childs had looked at the distance from the tank to 200 East, and determined it was approximately 8,000 feet of  transite pipe that would need to be replaced with a plastic pipe.  He reviewed the bids received from Scholzen for $128,640, Peterson Plumbing Supply for $127,840, and  Mountainland at the highest for $139,680.  He stated it would cost $5.00 per foot to lay it, and had a bid from David Madsen for $40,000 to lay it.  He noted it looked like there was enough money to complete this project.  He stated these prices did not include valves, however,  some valves would need to be replaced, and David Madsen had stated he would help in determining along with Supervisor Childs what valves would need to be replaced and put into the next fiscal year’s budget.  Council Member Buchanan stated most of the valves would be $3,000-$5,000.   Mayor Nay stated some of this had been put in the budget for this year for these kind of projects.
Mayor Nay addressed Supervisor Reber regarding the backflow problem at the Correctional Facility stating this needed to be taken care of.
Council Member Buchanan would like to get the pipe done during the spring rather than the summer.

Council Member Buchanan made the motion to  replace the old transite line with 8,000 feet of 14” PVC pipe and award the bid to Peterson Plumbing for $127,840 and to Madsen Excavating for doing the installation of the project for a total of $40,000 with the accompanying valves.  Council Member B. Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye being Council Member Buchanan, B. Jensen, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell.
Discuss Attendance to Utah League of Cities and Towns upcoming Convention April 13-15, St. George

Mayor Nay recommended the City try to save some money by waiting to attend the next training.  However, she did state if anyone felt strongly about going or any specific topic on the agenda and would like to attend, they should go.  It was unanimously agreed upon between the Council and Mayor to cancel the rooms and postpone training until the fall convention.

Swimming Pool Update, Discuss and Approve- Council Member Brian Jensen

Council Member B. Jensen informed the Council the Swimming Pool Committee had met last week.  He commented about the progress they had made with some great ideas and the excitement the Committee had to move forward with the pool.  He also noted the Committee would like to wait to hold a spring kick-off until after the Spring Runoff so as to do their own separate thing from the Spring Runoff as was originally 
hoped for.  He then proceeded to explain they would like to work on family passes, and with the schools to provide day passes to reward students.  He informed the Council there were two Eagle Scouts projects that would hopefully be doing some clean up at the pool.  He then stated the water softener arrived yesterday so it would need to be hooked up.  Council Member Powell would like the clean up project to be advertised so he could bring in more kids to help for service hours.  

Approve Minutes from Work Meeting on Wednesday, March 9, 2011, and City Council Meeting Wednesday, March 9, 2011

Council Member Powell made the motion to accept the minutes from the Work Meeting on Wednesday, March 9, 2011.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members B. Jensen, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell with Council Member Buchanan abstaining since he was not in attendance to that meeting.

Council Member Powell made the motion to accept the minutes from the City Council Meeting Wednesday, March 9, 2011.  Council Member Buchanan seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, B. Jensen, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell. 
Future Items to be Listed on Agenda
Streets:  Following the discussion regarding road widths in Planning and Zoning and developing a standard measurement Council Member B. Jensen would like to discuss this at the next Council meeting.  
Cemetery:  Council Member B. Jensen would like to get with Supervisor Reber to make sure the City is on track as far as preparations for Memorial weekend.  Mayor Nay would like to get the work done ahead of time this year.  Council Member Buchanan commented he had the road to the cemetery crack sealed, and it looked really good.  Mayor Nay would like to have some chips put on the west berm this year.
4th of July:  Council Member L. Jensen had spoken with Sean Nielson’s mother, Claudia,  to see if Sean would be able to ride in this year’s celebration.  She stated they would get back with Council Member 
L. Jensen within the week to let him know.  Mayor Nay commented the Veterans had a meeting last night to get their plans together for their Veterans Memorial.  She stated she had a designer helping with the plans to present at their next meeting, and this would be a valley wide Veterans project.

Main Street:  Council Member Pickett would like to discuss the grant money available for the businesses and the facades.  He would have more information on this at the next meeting.  He mentioned Don Hartley, the State Architectural Engineer (the Main Street Guru), would be in town April 11th and 12th looking at the local businesses with the business owners to give his suggestions, ideas, costs, etc. for improving their businesses.  
Weeds:  Council Member Pickett stated the Pickett’s would like to wait a little longer to spray the weeds as it would be more effective to let the weeds grow a little more and sprout before spraying.  This will be taken to the property lines, but not to the grass or shrubs, and will be done by a certified sprayer.

Creek Water:  Council Member Buchanan mentioned the  roadway to the creek had been closed with the barricades being put up.  He noted there were still several people playing in the water and going through 
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the closed road.   Mayor Nay would like more signs ordered stating “Do Not Enter When Flooded.”Council Member Powell stated he had added some bus stops for the elementary students on 300 South while the road is closed so they didn’t need to walk to the highway back to 300 South which would put them over a mile and a half.  Mayor Nay mentioned David Madsen had been doing some work on the bank which it has been determined in St. George and Bloomington that if they create a straight funnel for the biggest energy of the water there is less debris that ends up in the bridge and through the City.  It also helps keep it from going on the South side of the river on the East side.  She felt this was a good project to get done.  Mayor 
Nay would like to discuss the original information of how the permit to be on the river was obtained with FEMA and the US Army Corps on the next agenda due to the misrepresentations of what the bridge does to the other areas.
Youth City Council:  Council Member Powell informed the Youth City Council would be pairing up with the Jaycees to help with the local Easter egg hunt.

Council Member Powell made the motion to move out of open session into closed session pursuant to the Provisions of Section 52-4-5(1)(a) of the Open Meeting Law for the purpose of (i) discussion of the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual, and (c) strategy sessions to discuss pending or reasonable imminent litigation.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion. The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, 
B. Jensen, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell.
