
Gunnison City Council Meeting Minutes

Discuss Water Projects, Water Well and Planned Upgrades and Maintenance – Supervisor Donald Childs and Discussion Regarding Aeration of Peacock Springs to Maximize Use
Mayor Nay made sure each Council Member was aware of the problems incurred during the week with the well.  She explained Supervisor Childs had found it necessary to use water from the Peacock well this week due to the breakdown.  Supervisor Childs brought pictures of the internal make up of the well which showed the deterioration of all of the pipes, bowls, casing, and etc.  He explained it was all set up to get this replaced on Friday.

 Mayor Nay explained the well had currently been used 24/7’s, and questioned the availability of maximizing Peacock by taking out the sulfur smell/ Mayor Nay felt the City could save some money and power by utilizing Peacock.  Peacock Spring produces 350 gallons per minute in the winter and anywhere from 750 to 1100 gallons per minute in the summer, and has been as high as 2,200 gallons per minute in the 1983 floods.  Mayor Nay continued the discussion with the research she had done on aeration to remove the sulfur smell from Peacock.  Supervisor Childs recommended the City get in touch with the Rural Water Association to let them help determine what would be the best route to take in this matter.   Mayor Nay would like to review the electrical bill for the well at the next Council meeting including the payments from the Central Utah Correctional Facility for pumping services.  
Council Member Buchanan noted he had looked into some upgrades on the Water Main, and had spoken with David Madsen about going down Main Street.  He stated he did find out the pipe going down Main Street is at least 75 years old.  Supervisor Childs informed the Council he did have enough new meters on stock to replace all of the businesses on Main Street when they replace the pipe.  He also noted the pipe from the tank to 200 East is a 14” pipe, the pipe from 200 East to Main Street is a 12” pipe, the pipe down Main Street to 300 South being an 8” cast iron pipe, South of 300 South everything is 10” pipe.  Council Member Buchanan reported he thought the pipe under Main Street was a 14” pipe, and they could slide the new 12” pipe in, however that would not work with the 8” pipe that actually exists.  Discussion ensued regarding replacement of the pipe, sidewalks, and valves.
Council Member Buchanan explained the City would be providing mosquito abatement throughout the summer, and would like notices put in the local newspapers during the next few months for citizens to please call City Hall with any concerns or problems or if they need to know the exact time the spraying will occur.  Council Member B. Jensen noted the spray/fog used for the mosquito abatement was derived from a flower and was not harmful.  He also noted the time to spray  is affected by the weather, wind and moisture so it is hard to know exactly when the spraying will occur until right before.
Council Member B. Jensen then updated the Mayor and Council Members on the current snow pack.  He stated 12 mile has been as high as 1,000 and is down to 800 and 6 mile was at 200 and is currently up to 400 today.  The Snow Tail reports show Pickle Keg is down to 4” of snow, at Mammoth Cottonwood it is 
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down to 8” of snow and Sealy Creek is down to about 28” of snow which is above Ephraim.  He noted they are currently letting 300 out of the reservoir, but they are starting to fill it.  He felt we would continue to see what we are seeing and possibly more, but the threat and fear of flooding is greatly subsided.  Supervisor Reber noted the water was 4” from going over the dike last night.
Proposed Approval of New Swimming Pool Employees – Council Member Brian Jensen

Council Member B. Jensen brought forth the names given to him by Pool Manager Robert Sorensen for hiring.  Each one of proposed names have passed the lifeguard class Manager Sorensen recently held.
The names proposed for approval are Jeremy Coburn, Garrett Miller, Nathan Lyons, Kayla Peterson, Breanna Starks, Dalton Quick and Chansey Caldwell.
Council Member Brian Jensen made the motion to approve the names of Jeremy Coburn, Garrett Miller, Nathan Lyons, Kayla Peterson, Breanna Starks, Dalton Quick and Chansey Caldwell at $7.35 per hour.  Council Member Buchanan seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, B. Jensen, L. Jensen and Pickett.

Proposed Approval Swimming Pool Capital Projects

Council Member B. Jensen  announced they had done more research on the proposed capital projects at the pool, but were not quite ready yet.  They know where they are at with the ADA lift and the doors, but still need the information on the countertops.  The heating system will need to be studied then worked on in the next coming couple of years.  Council Member L. Jensen is looking into the carpet.  Recorder Braithwaite reported the swimming lessons had started with things going well so far with those, and would like to work on the advertising for the lessons.
4th of July Celebration – Council Member Larry Jensen

Council Member L. Jensen announced the Grand Marshals had been chosen for the 4th of July celebration, and the information for the FMX and concert would be written up within the next day or two for advertising.  The Fireworks would be free, the prices proposed for the FMX and concert were:

Free for 5 and under, 6-12 yr old $5.00 and adults $8.00 for the presale.  At the gate, the ticket prices would be 6-12 yr. old $6.00 with adults being $10.00.  He noted the football team would help with the ticket sales as well as help with some of the concessions the night of July 1st.  Recorder Braithwaite will get the candy ordered for the concession stand and the glowsticks for the football team to sell.  The FMX would take place on the north end of the end zone with the stage for the concert facing the west bleachers.  Council Member will get the generator lined up.  The ticket outlets would be Gunnison Bank, Gunnison City Hall, Rasmussen’s and Valley Furniture.  
Proposed Approval of Resolution 2011-3, Amending Irrigation Water Service Operating and Maintenance Fees

The Mayor and Council reviewed the proposed Resolution 2011-3 acknowledging parts 1, 2 and 3 already exist in the previous Resolution 2009-2, with part 4 being the amendment /addition to the previous Resolution.  Mayor Nay specified the importance of having the fees cover the maintenance cost of the system.  Council Member B. Jensen expressed his concern and those previous Council Members he has spoken to, and suggested the water and pressurized irrigation accounts be combined with the fees left as they are currently.  The pros and cons of combining were discussed, and Council Member B. Jensen would like to know if the balloon payment at the end of the bonds was more attached to the water or irrigation, and has this been expensed by each account.  Council Member Buchanan would like to keep the accounts separate as they have been through all of the years.  Mayor Nay stated the bond referred to was the 2006 Water Revenue Bonds which the inception was  in 2006 and due in 2035.  The payments next year being $33,860 with the following year being $34,000, and at the very peak $54,540 with the payment in 5 years being $39,470.  It is a 1% interest rate, but has been done in a very interesting way of distributing the 
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payment schedule .  Council Member B. Jensen would like to look at the whole picture and average it out now so that the money does not increase every year and actually stays constant.  Council Member Buchanan stated he felt the increase of approximately $1,500 per year in the payment was the fact of them taking into account there would be increased connections to pay for the increase in the payment, so if the growth is not there, it would cost the City a lot more.   Mayor Nay noted the City has 568 connections at this time.  He also stated the $3.00 additional charge on the water bills would help cover the $1,500 additional payment to the bond payment each  year if there are not the increased connections planned for in the payment schedule.  Discussion ensued regarding the water increase.  It was determined to table this until the next meeting to give time for further review.  
Proposed Approval of Façade Initiative Grant Application and Paperwork

Mayor Nay handed each Council Member a copy of the proposed Façade Initiative 2011 Overview, Contract, Building Design Objectives and Grant Application.  Mayor Nay then proceeded to review each article.  She also stated if the application doesn’t quite fit what the City is looking at, but determine it still has value, it may be re-determined it qualifies for more of a 30/70 match rather than the  50/50.  This would give the City the ability to work through those issues if the City runs out of the money budgeted for this initiative if there are some that deserve for the 50/50 versus the others.  If this were to happen, the applicant and the City would have that information prior to going to do that work and agree upon that if it is anything less than a 50/50.   Mayor Nay will change the wording on the paperwork for facades to state facades or store front enhancements, and asked for recommendations or suggestions from the Council Members.  Mayor Nay informed the Council Don Hartley, the State Historic Architect, has agreed to come down and meet with any owner of a building and make suggestions for their signage or for any anticipated upgrades the businesses would like to make.  The Contract was then reviewed and had been previously been reviewed by Miles Millard, the City Attorney which he saw no problems in the document.
Council Member Pickett made the motion to approve the Façade Initiative Grant Application and the paperwork that has been presented.  Council Member Buchanan seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, B. Jensen,
L. Jensen and Pickett.

Mayor Nay then acknowledged Bailey Hamblin in the audience who is the current Miss Gunnison.  Bailey and her mother, Dawna Hamblin,  addressed the Mayor and Council Members to thank them for all of their support they have shown for Miss Gunnison and the money donated towards the Miss Gunnison float.  The Mayor and Council reviewed some of the responsibilities expected of Miss Gunnison and her royalty.
The budget hearing was then discussed.  This is scheduled to take place on Wednesday, June 22, 2011 at 6:00 p.m.

Future Items to be Listed on Agenda
Road Signs:  Council Member B. Jensen mentioned the Yield sign at Sally Neal’s house does not exist or at least you cannot read it.  Council Member Buchanan noted the sign a block south is the same way, and cannot be read.  Supervisor Child’s stated he has more signs and will get them changed.  He also questioned if the signage had been put up correctly by Boyd Donaldson’s.  Council Member Buchanan addressed this stating the Stop signs had been put up as was determined best to keep the flow of traffic moving.  He also noted the street sign was down by Jack Nielson’s home.  Supervisor Child’s will get the sign pub back up.
Animal Control:  Council Member L. Jensen noted there had been some dog problems the past few weeks in the City, and he had spoken with Animal Control Officer Reber in which Officer Reber stated his concern for the wording in the new Ordinance and the conflicts he felt it created.  Council Member 
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B. Jensen stated this had been reviewed and there were no conflicts.  The wording was pretty straight forward.  If someone makes a complaint, Officer Reber has the authority to take care of it.  Council 
Member B. Jensen affirmed this had been discussed and reviewed with Bruce Parker of Planning and Development Services who stated his recommendations for this new Ordinance  to stay the way it is written.  Mayor Nay acknowledged she was aware of a current problem, and had referred it to the Planning and Zoning Committee then the Council can move upon their recommendations.
Façade Initiative:  Council Member Pickett wanted the Council to know the Façade Initiative was offered to all of the businesses on Main Street, and not just some of them.  Mayor Nay remembered there was a business that wanted to do a frontage enhancement, and felt it would be best to add store frontage enhancement and frontage enhancement to the Façade Initiative paperwork.  Mayor Nay has a meeting set up with Kevin Christensen from Sanpete County and the business owners who have turned in applications for Monday at 10:00 a.m. and  one for Tuesday at 10:00 a.m.  Mayor Nay invited any of the Council Members who would like to be involved with this process to help at any time.  Mayor Nay stated they would talk to everyone individually so they would know what is workable and what is not.
Recreation:  Council Member Pickett commented there wasn’t much going right now with the Recreation, just a little problem with the lights at the High School which he will work on.

Council Member Buchanan made the motion to approve the City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday, May 18, 2011, Open and Closed with the recommended corrections.  Council Member

L. Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, B. Jensen, L. Jensen and Pickett.  

Recorder Braithwaite mentioned to the Mayor and Council she had a phone call regarding rental of a pavilion at the Gunnison City Park with a question of having a band at the congregation.  None of the Council Members had encountered this question before and felt it would be best to research the new Ordinance and look at the County Mass Meeting Ordinance.  Council Member Pickett will help research this as he is over Parks. Mayor Nay and Chief Jensen will also help determine the answer for having a band at the Park for this rental.
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Mayor Nay had been approached by the  Food Bank for a donation.  She would like to revisit this in two weeks as it was not on the agenda for tonight’s meeting, and would allow the Council Members to time to address their concerns.

Mayor Nay had also had a visit with a citizen who was very interested in cleaning up the horse arena to use it.  Paul Bown was interested in donating the dirt and if the City did a two to one formula with the dirt and the concrete sand for about 9 loads it would probably handle the improvement without being too costly.  Mayor Nay would like to try to get the tractor running at the horse arena, and would like to revisit this at a future meeting.

It was announced the CIB final approval will be tomorrow down at Brian Head if any Council Members would like to attend.   Mayor Nay will be attending to answer the questions regarding the legal liability issue about the environmental concerns on the Top Stop property.  Supposedly Eric Johnson with Blaisdell & Church, PC,  took care of those. She stated there is a CERCLA Law that means that if you take over a property, and you get a loan and that is your security, you are not held accountable or liable for anything that happens there or environmental concerns because of that.  It is a law that allows property that has been compromised to be used again which is exactly what the City needs here.  So that is what the City is using in that place, and if they don’t want to use that land to secure the loan, the Mayor needs the approval from the Council Members to say she can use another piece of land to secure the loan.  However, Mayor Nay stated she did not see it as a problem.  
Proposed Approval Bills and Adjustments

Mayor Nay and the Council Members signed the bills and adjustments.

Mayor Nay also informed the Mayors and Commissioners meeting would be held tomorrow night at the Gunnison City Hall.  Mayor Nay proceeded to review the letter in the Council Members packets from the residents on 500 South regarding the problems with traffic, kids, sidewalks, etc.  The sidewalks were submitted on the Safe to Schools Application that the City was turned down on.  Rocky Mountain Power stated the reason was they would have to move too many utilities that would have to be displaced which didn’t make a lot of sense for various reasons.  Mayor Nay would like to go after the grant again using this letter from the residents to show the concern of the citizens for more sidewalks.  This would be an 80/20/ grant which in-kind can be used.  This would be good to put into the 2 to 3 year plan.  The grant deadline for submission would be November 2011.  The citizens were also concerned about the smells.  This has been discussed before.  Council Member L. Jensen expressed his concern if the Correctional Facility had been flushing their system as they were supposed to.  It is soon time for the representatives of the Correctional Facility to come to Council again.  Recorder Braithwaite will schedule them for an August meeting.  Mayor Nay then announced the State of Utah had cut down the Utah Arts Department by about 50% of their grant program.  Gunnison City was awarded the Arts and Education Grant, however because of the cuts, will only receive $2,000 rather than the $10,000 as planned with encouragement to apply another year.
Council Member Pickett made the motion to move from open session into closed session pursuant to the Provisions of Section 52-4-5(1)(a) of the Open Meeting Law for the purpose of (i) discussion of the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual, and (c) strategy sessions to discuss pending or reasonable imminent litigation.
