Discuss Attendance to Utah League of Cities and Towns upcoming Convention September 14-16, 2011, SLC
Mayor Nay reviewed the agenda for the Utah League of Cities and Towns Convention that will be held September 14-16, 2011 in Salt Lake City.  She expressed her desire to attend and encouraged the Council Members to let Recorder Braithwaite of their ability to attend so the reservations could be made.
Proposed Approval City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday, August 17, 2011, Open and Closed Session

Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday, August 17, 2011, Open and Closed.  Council Member L. Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 3-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, L. Jensen and Powell.

Discuss and Proposed Approval of Modification of Water Line Replacement Project that would make adjustments to the Original Plan in Order to Include the Replacement of our Oldest City Water Line, the Cast Iron Pipe Running from 300 North Main to 300 South Main-Council Member Steven Buchanan
Mayor Nay announced to the Council she had done some checking on storing the PVC pipes the City had purchased for the water line replacement.  She handed each Council Member a technical bulletin with storage information.  She noted it was recommended to cover it with a light colored tarp so as to allow for adequate ventilation so the heat will not build up, and under these conditions the pipe should be able to be stored outside.   She also had a response from Engineer Paul Laird who stated the pipe does not readily degrade when exposed due to natural UV inhibitors present in the materials.  Council Member Buchanan stated he was more concerned with the connections/gaskets holding up through the storage period.  It was determined they should be fine since part of the pipe would be used shortly.  Discussion ensued regarding the placement of the new line.  Mayor Nay informed the Council of some of the details pertaining to the CIB  application for a grant to assist with the current water project.  Mayor Nay also stated she has a meeting with Nathan Lee from UDOT this afternoon regarding the storm drainage study on Main Street.  Council Member Buchanan will get Madsen Construction going on the project. 
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the modification of the water lines in two phases with Phase I starting on the East side of Main Street continuing up Center Street to 200 East to the south side of Hwy 89 beginning immediately.  Phase II, with the City’s funding in place contingent upon the CIB grant, will include replacing the water line from 300 North to 300 South along the west side of Main Street.  Council Member Buchanan seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell.
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Future Items to be Listed on Agenda

GVHS Baseball Field Lights:  Council Member Powell stated Principal Larsen would like the issue taken care of regarding the light bill at the GVHS baseball fields.  The bill needs to be taken care of and resolved before the upcoming season gets here and another large bill.  Council Member Pickett noted the Recreation Board will be meeting on the 29th at 7:00 p.m. and would invite Principal Larsen to discuss this issue.
Recreation:  Council Member Pickett would like to look at decreasing the $3,000 payment for the care of the baseball fields at GVHS to $2,000 with the difference going towards the little league football due to an excessive increase of students signing up to play, and a shortage of uniforms and helmets.  The Council agreed it would be best for the Recreation Board decide how to allocate the money since it had already been voted on and had been put into the budget.  
Service Projects:  Council Member Pickett and Council Member Powell mentioned the Bishops in their wards were looking for ideas for large service projects for their wards.  They would welcome any ideas the City had for projects.

Dragon:  Mayor Nay reported the clean up for the Dragon on the River Walk would be put out for bid in the newspaper for the next two weeks.   Funding for this project was discussed further.

Hospital Board Member:  Council Member Buchanan stated he had reviewed the letter from Brian C. Murray, the Gunnison Valley Hospital District Board Secretary and Interim Hospital Administrator.  This letter explained the protocol for replacing the Gunnison City Hospital Board Member whose term is about to expire, or how to retain the current Board Member.  Council Member Buchanan would like this put on the next agenda to reappoint the current Board Member, Sara Donaldson.  The Council concurred with this.
Curb:  Council Member Buchanan informed the Council the curb had been poured on 300 South that had been previously discussed.
City Hall:  Mayor Nay reviewed the punch list that was left to repair on the City Hall.  Council Member 

L. Jensen explained the repairmen would be here tomorrow at 10 a.m. to work on the exterior doors.  He would also like someone to look at the asphalt located in the east parking lot that is sinking, and there is still the issue of the water problem in the basement.

Façade Initiative:  Mayor Nay announced she had 14 applicants to date to participate in the Façade Initiative.  The Council stated they felt this was a great improvement for Main Street.
