Address Public Comments

Council Member Buchanan opened the City Council Meeting as Mayor Nay had not yet arrived.  He thanked the scouts for attending the meeting and as there were no public comments at this time, moved on to #2 on the agenda.

Discuss and Possible Approval of Snow Removal Equipment and Sidewalk Snow Removal Bids

Council Member Pickett stated the City sander had broken down, and after discussing this with Supervisor Childs and Council Member Brian Jensen, they had determined it would probably be in the best interest of the city to purchase a new-used one rather than repair it.  They also felt the city could utilize Supervisor Child’s old ¾ ton truck, get a spreader that would fit the truck, and get a plow that would work with that truck.  This had been researched and felt the $1,600 for a spreader they had found at Holland Equipment Company in Salt Lake was a very good price.  Council Member Pickett noted he thought there were 2 plows the city had been using with the 10-wheeler that could be sold.  Council Member B. Jensen stated the 10-wheeler was still in working condition, and could be used to haul dirt and gravel.
Council Member Pickett made the motion to approve the purchase of a used spreader and snow plow as listed on the estimate from Holland Equipment Company (plow, spreader and attachments) for $6,926.39 excluding the 6.85% sales tax of this total at the time of purchase.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, B. Jensen, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell.

Proposed Approval of New Library Board Member – Council Member Brian Jensen

Council Member B. Jensen informed the Council the Library Board had recently met needing to fill a vacancy in the Library Board. He announced the Library Board had voted unanimously for Paul Childs to fill this spot.  
Discuss Pool Committee Opening – Council Member Brian Jensen

Council Member B. Jensen informed the Council the Pool Committee currently has a vacancy also.  He requested names for submission from the Council, but would like to run this through the Pool Committee to fill the vacant spot.

Recorder Braithwaite reminded the Council Members of the bids for sidewalk snow removal.  The city had received only one bid.  
7:15 p.m. Mayor Nay arrived
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The bid was from Shannon McArthur at $150.00 per round. The round would be done before 
7 a.m. the mornings of the snow storms.  The route would be the same as the prior year, including the Riverwalk, and would extend to the Fieldstone Academy block on Main Street.  Each additional round that would need to be done around City Hall would be an additional $25.00 and would need to be done after 6:00 p.m. when Shannon gets off work.  He would be on call, but would have to be notified by a member of the City Council or staff to know when more rounds needed to be done due to City Hall rentals.  Council Member B. Jensen questioned what the new equipment could cover, and the availability of utilizing the maintenance employees on staff rather than bid this out at this time.  The Council determined it would be best to table this item until more information could be gathered.

Canvass 2011 General Election 
Recorder Braithwaite reported there were 919 registered voters in Gunnison City.  There were 5 ballots that need to be counted.   There were 371 voters that voted at the polling place, 14 absentee votes with 20 absentee ballots sent out.  This gave a total of 390 votes totaling 42% voter turnout.  Council Member Powell read off  the provisional ballots.  With Blake Donaldson receiving 2 votes, Elise Bown 3 votes, Brian Jensen 2 votes, Melissa L. Judy 3 votes, Kent Larsen 4 votes and Jordan Stewart 1 vote, this brings the total of the General Election to Elise Bown 169, Blake Donaldson 203, Brian Jensen 217, Melissa L. Judy 208, Kent R. Larsen 184 and Jordan Stewart 129 with Blake Donaldson, Brian Jensen and Melissa L. Judy winning the open Council seats.  That finalizes the General Election for 2011.
Proposed Approval of Placing Ad in Gunnison Valley Telephone Directory

Mayor Nay explained the Gunnison phone book this will be in.  Council Member B. Jensen explained this phone book is only done every other year.

Council Member Powell made the motion to approve a  ½ page ad in the Gunnison Phone Book for $250.00  Council Member B. Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, B. Jensen, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell.

Six County Regional Recognition Award, December 7, 2011 – Mayor Lori Nay
Mayor Nay announced to the Council the city had received a letter from the Six County Association of Governments to inform them of their selection to receive this year’s Six County Regional Recognition Award.  Mayor Nay continued to read the letter which stated “the Six County Association of Governments and Six County Economic Development District recognizes and appreciates your consorted effort to renovate, beautify, and develop Gunnison City’s Main Street”.  She noted there would be a formal dinner meeting to receive the award on Wednesday, December 7, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. in Richfield.  The Council will let Mayor Nay know who can attend so she can make the arrangements.  The Council unanimously agreed to move the City Council meeting scheduled for Wednesday, December 7, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. to Wednesday, December 7, 2011 at noon.

Proposed Approval City Council Meeting Minutes for Tuesday, November 1, 2011,  Open and Closed Sessions

Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the City Council Meeting Minutes for Tuesday, November 1, 2011, Open and Closed Sessions.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Buchanan, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell with Council Member B. Jensen abstaining as he had left the meeting early.
Review Upcoming Civic Activities and Preparations for Holiday Season

Council Member L. Jensen reviewed the upcoming activities for the holiday season.  There will be a matinee at the Casino Star Theatre beginning at 3:00 p.m. with the light parade to begin at 6:00 p.m.  The
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route would be the same as the 4th of July parade running from 300 South to 300 North and also around the park.  Santa would like to ride on the fire truck, and would be at the Lion’s pavilion after with hot chocolate for everyone and candy for the children.  There will be 50 gallon drums around the park with fires in them to keep everyone warm while they enjoy the performances of  local talented artists.  He also noted the city Christmas decorations would be put up Friday.   The bonus basket has also been started at the local businesses.   This will be called the Gunnison Giveback Giveaway.   To encourage citizens to shop locally, the businesses have donated prizes to be given weekly with grand prizes to be given at the end.  Mayor Nay explained this giveaway to all those in attendance.

Proposed Approval Bills and Adjustment

The bills and adjustments were approved and signed by the Mayor and Council Members

Jr. Jazz:  Council Member Pickett stated there still weren’t any volunteers to run the Jr. Jazz program this year.  He will follow up with this hoping to keep the Jr. Jazz program running.  Mayor Nay reviewed the reasons it would be so great for all of the communities to come together to put a recreation program together, whether it was brought together with sales tax or in another way.  Citizen Nickie Stewart expressed her concerns with the matter, sharing the information she had.
Youth City Council:  Council Member Powell had recruited some students for Youth City Council, and would be ready to put that on the agenda the first of the year.  He also had them helping with the Miss Gunnison float for the light parade.

City Christmas Party:   Recorder Braithwaite reminded the Mayor and Council Members of the City Christmas Party at the City Hall on Wednesday, November 30, 2011 at 6:00 p.m.

CIB:  Mayor Nay reminded the Council the CIB meeting would be December 1, 2011.  She explained the Division of Water Quality has to review the application and make their recommendation.  So far their recommendation was for a full grant.  Mayor Nay would like to know who can attend.  
Main Street Project:  Mayor Nay noted 5 months had passed while waiting for UDOT to give their approval for anything.  They did finally respond, however, they informed the Mayor they would like to change the Main Street in Gunnison to 5 lanes rather than 4 lanes within the next 10-15 years.  Mayor Nay would like to write a formal letter to UDOT with all of the Council Members signatures encouraging them to rethink this scenario as this change would add to the problem of speed on Main Street, would take away our  parking and felt it would be a safety issue. These are all of the things we value on our Main Street.  The design issues on the Main Street project also need to be approved by UDOT on different things, and Mayor Nay is hoping to have the new design available by the next Council meeting.   
7:55 p.m. Council Member Buchanan left
Mayor Nay would like to start both projects right after the 4th of July celebration.  Mayor Nay stated the theme of the plaza would be “What do you like about Gunnison?”  She then explained how the citizens could be involved in this project along with the Legacy Wall project.  Discussion ensued regarding the Legacy Wall.  
Mayor Nay and the Council addressed questions and statements from each scout in attendance.    

Chief Halliday noted the new police truck had been purchased and the other police car had been repaired.
Council Member Powell made the motion to move out of Open session into Closed session pursuant to the Provisions of Section 52-4-5(1)(a) of the Open Meeting Law for the purpose of (i) discussion of the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual; and (c) 
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strategy sessions to discuss pending or reasonable imminent litigation.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members  B. Jensen, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell.

8:05 p.m. Closed Session.  All of the citizens left.
Council Member B. Jensen made the motion to move out of Closed session and adjourn.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members B. Jensen, L. Jensen, Pickett and Powell

Recorder Braithwaite will send letters to the local trucking companies to make them aware of the light parade on Saturday, November 26th and remind them to adhere to the local speed limit laws.
