Gunnison Valley Hospital Report – Board Members Sarah Donaldson and Shawn Crane

Sarah Donaldson reported the Board Members had been for some training at their retreat in April.  They had some excellent speakers, and felt good about the conference.  She also announced Neil Mellor had  resigned from the Board, and Fayette had assigned LaMar Bartholomew to take his place.  Neil was also Chairman of the Board, so that position fell to Sarah.  She welcomed any questions or concerns to come to her or any of the Board Members.

Approve Part-Time Police Officer – Chief Trent Halliday

Police Chief Halliday recommended Jayson Albee for a part-time police officer position for Gunnison City.  Jayson currently works full time for the county, and was recommended by Sheriff Nielson.

Council Member Judy made the motion to approve Jayson Albee as a part-time police officer for Gunnison City at the standard city rate for part-time policeman.  Council Member Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 3-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen and Judy.

Award Bid for Main Street Water Project – Darin Robinson, Garrick Willden, Jones & DeMille Engineering and
Storm Drainage Study Results and Updated Plan and
City Master Plan Review of Capital Improvements

Garrick with Jones & DeMille Engineering reviewed and explained the bids showing the original bid along with the reduction to 2 blocks.  The revised total being $236,419 for the 2 blocks (Center Street to 200 South) which includes 3 laterals (Center, 100 South and 200 South).   These laterals are for the water lines running East and West through the travel lanes.   Mayor Nay explained it made sense to do the drainage on the 2 blocks, and dig one hole putting both the drainage and culinary pipes in.  This should create some cost savings.  Mayor Nay noted Terry Brotherson’s bid fit within the City budget.  Garrick recommended Terry Larsen’s bid be rejected, and accept Terry Brotherson’s bid due to reasons previously discussed.  This would allow the amounts to be negotiated as some of the numbers were decreased by decreasing the project.  This would allow for a 30” trunk line to be put in from Center Street to 200 South.  UDOT has claimed approximately 44% of the responsibility for the storm drainage leaving 56% for Gunnison City.

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Darin noted the next CIB meeting would be June 14, 2012.  Ideally, it would be best to know how much UDOT will be putting in prior to going to CIB.  Council Member Jensen itemized the 3 different projects on the bulletin board (Streetscape, Water Project and Storm Drainage)  including the breakdown of all monetary amounts included with annual bond payments. The projects include Project #1: the storm drainage totaling $660,000 with 56% responsibility for the City making that amount $369,000 with a credit of $103,800 already funded by grants.  This leaves $265,200 at 0% interest for 30 years =$8,800 annual payment or $12,600 annual payment at 2.5% interest.   Mayor Nay stated this would include the 300 South component.   Without the 300 South component it would be 56% of $500,000=$280,000 minus the credit of $103,800 totaling $176,200 which would be an annual payment of $8,352 at 2.5% interest or $5,873 at 0% interest. Mayor Nay announced all of the enhancement money from UDOT had not been spent this year, and she would be meeting with Nathan Lee from UDOT to try to procure some of that money.  This could total $400,000 to help purchase the cobras on Main Street.  Project #2 would include the Main Street Streetscape.  This would total $800,000 which included $100,000 grant from UDOT, $350,000 grant from CIB and $350,000 loan from CIB at 0% interest which would be an annual payment of $11,600.  
 Project #3 would be the Water.  This would be about $2.5 million figuring the possibility of 50% grant and 50% loan of 1.25 million at 1.75% that would create an annual payment of $53,586.48.   The Mayor reminded the Council Members of the $685,000 in grant money that the City will be receiving for the projects. This includes $235,000 from CIB for the water project with no annual payment, $350,000 grant from CIB for the streetscape with an annual payment of $11,600 for the loan portion of the CIB money and $100,000 from UDOT for the electrical/lights portion of the streetscape.  Lengthy discussion ensued regarding funding, bond payments, wants and needs for the City.  Garrick noted the streetscape project will be advertised on the May 23, 2012 with the bid opening on June 12, 2012.

It was noted UDOT would not postpone their slurry seal project at this time, but would allow the City to make a cut through prior to the 2 year time frame given originally.

Council Member Pickett made the motion to award the bid toTerry Brotherson Excavating for the Main Street Water Project on the condition that the bid items be reduced and negotiations be made on mobilization traffic control and explatory excavation,  noting there is good cause for not awarding the project to the lowest bid belonging to Terry Larsen.  Council Member Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.  

Garrick and Darin with Jones & DeMille both noted Terry Brotherson is aware of the deadline on this project, and this should not be a problem.  They also explained they have been working with the County on the Emergency Watershed Project which Gunnison has seen some benefit from this upstream of 100 East.   They have worked through the damage survey report with NRCS and the County identifying and agreeing on other areas including those areas by the sewer lagoons along with channel debris removal from 200 West to the Chalk Cliffs needs to be cleared out.  The Hwy 89 bridge debris removal will be expanded  past the original 100 feet upstream and 100 feet downstream that had been done along with the channel between 200 West and Hwy 89 sediment removal.  Darin welcomed any suggestions for any more areas that may have been missed in this process that needed to be done.

Discuss Rural Water Review and Recommendations, Review Possible Water Rate Adjustment

Council Member Donaldson reviewed the 8 different rate fee scenarios received from Rural Water on possible water rate adjustments.  Discussion ensued regarding the rates and levels.  Mayor Nay would like to have a special work meeting on Tuesday, May 29, 2012 at noon for further recommendations and finalize the proposed numbers.  It was determined a Public Hearing would be held on Wednesday, June 6, 2012 at the regularly scheduled Council meeting for public comment on this possible rate increase. 
Council Member Donaldson commented he was very impressed with all of the engineering firms he and Supervisor Childs had interviewed for the RFP’s that had been sent out.  He would like to meet with all of the Council to help award the contract.  This will also be discussed on the May 29th meeting.
Review FEMA Flood Map Change Application

This item will be tabled until a future meeting.  Mayor Nay did state there had been citizens who had received notices from their mortgage companies stating they must purchase flood insurance who were not even in Zone A.  They will need to get a copy of the map from the City to make sure which zone they are actually in and get a copy to their mortgage  company determining whether they really need insurance or not.
Discuss Groundbreaking Celebration and Top Stop Demolition

This item will be tabled to a future meeting.

Proposed Approval Bills and Adjustments

The Mayor and Council approved and signed the bills and adjustments.

Recorder Braithwaite expressed the concern of getting the carpet professionally shampooed in Heritage Hall.  It is getting stained through all of the rentals.  The Council unanimously approved to get the carpet professionally cleaned.
Council Member Powell made the motion to move out of Open Session into Closed Session pursuant to the Provisions of Section 52-4-5(1)(a) of the Open Meeting Law for the purpose of (i) discussion of the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual; and (c) strategy sessions to discuss pending or reasonably imminent litigation.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy and Powell.
