August Recycling Benefits for Uintah

These recycling efforts conserved the following resources:

166 Mature Trees were Saved

41 Cubic Yards of Landfill Airspace

47,538 Kw-Hrs of Electricity from Recycling

23 Barrels of Oil
Representing enough energy to heat and cool more than 4 homes for one year!

Avoided 533 Metric Tons (MTCO2E) of GHG Emissions

69,300 Gallons of Water

In August we recycled 11 tons of 

aluminum, cardboard/paper, scrap 

metals, plastics, and wood pallets  

Representing enough saved timber resources to produce more than 

2,058,700 sheets of newspaper!

Representing enough airspace to fulfill the municipal waste disposal 

needs for 52 people for one year!

Representing enough fresh water to meet the daily fresh water 

needs of more than 924 people!
