Can help our community use prevention science research to enhance how our community, schools, families and youth groups operate to prevent youth behavior problems and promote healthy development.

In August 2010, Paula Price, the Prevention Coordinator for Weber Human Services, spearheaded the Communities that Care effort in the Bonneville 
c
