UINTAH YOUTH CITY COUNCIL ADVISORS

ROLE OF YOUTH CITY COUNCIL (YCC) ADVISORS:

1. The YCC advisors will attend YCC meetings and become involved, in an advisory role only, in all YCC activities.  

2. The advisor may be appointed from the full-time career employees of the city staff or may be a community volunteer.  

3. The advisor must by over 21 years old, and reside in Uintah City.

4. Applicants can apply to serve for consecutive years.
SELECTION PROCESS FOR ADVISORS FOR THE YOUTH CITY COUNCIL

1. Have all of the applicants who are interested in participating in the YCC program fill out an application. Anyone interested in participating in the YCC will fill out an application

2. Establish a panel consisting of the two or more City Council members who will interview each applicant. A panel consisting of two or more City Council members will interview each applicant.

a. Prepare a few sample questions for the panel so they can help determine the quality of each applicant. Applicants will receive a few sample questions which will help determine the quality of each applicant.

b. Ask the same questions to each applicant so a fair interview will take place.  Each applicant will be asked the same questions so a fair interview will take place.

c. Schedule a time for the panel to meet with the applicants. A time will be schedule for each applicant to meet with the panel.

d. Keep the interview brief and pleasant. Interviews will be kept brief and pleasant.

e. As the panel interviews each applicant, they will be given a score of 1 to 10 for each question, (1) as the lowest score and (10) being the highest available individual score. 

f. Voting sheets are gathered for each applicant and the voting scores are averaged. 

g. After the results are tabulated, the two applicants with the highest score are the successful candidates. 
h. Arrange for the new YCC advisors to take the "Oath of Office.”
i. Submit application and supporting documentation, and voting documentation to the City Recorder.

TERMS

1. Terms for all YCC advisors will be concurrent with the school year.  (Actual term being from August through July.)
