UPDATES: 

FEBRUARY 2012:  By summer 2012, there will be a new bridge and trail constructed that will be close 

enough for joggers, walkers, bikers, and equestrians in the City to enjoy. You will be able to access the 

new segment of the trail by crossing the bridge over the river and following Cottonwood Drive. 

Currently, a portion of the path exists and is located on the right, just a few yards before you reach the 

toll bridge down along the river. The trail from Cottonwood Drive will be improved but not paved. There 

are some final items that stand in the way of beginning construction on this new segment. The Riverdale 

trail is located on the opposite side of the river, there is a plan to construct a bridge to make the 

connection. The connecting bridge will be close to the Riverside Golf course. To find out about all the
