IN THE BEGINNING - BASIC PIECING TECHNIQUES 

In this beginning quilt class you will learn all you need to know in order to get started. You 

will learn rotary cutting tips, how to use rulers, how to accurately get that1/4” seam, how 

pressing correctly makes a difference and machine quilting. After piecing the blocks to-

gether, you will also learn how to add borders. We will be using the Yellow Brick Road 

pattern from Atkinson Designs.

In this class, you will learn how to free-motion machine quilt. You will work on controlling 

the speed of the machine and matching it with fluid movement of the fabric.  There are 

several basic quilting shapes that we will work on and adding on to each one to create 

more intricate designs.  In this class you will gain the confidence and skills you need to 

conquer free-motion machine quilting!

Registration: 
In order to register for a class & reserve your space, you will need to pay the class and kit fee, if any, at the time of regis-
tration.  You may register for a class over the phone by using a Credit Card. 
 
Cancellations: 
Refunds are only available when your cancellation is made at least 7 days before the class starts.  Cancellations made 
with less than 7 days notice will receive a credit for store merchandise only.  No refunds or credits can be given on the 
day a class has begun.  No exceptions.  If All Stitched Up cancels a class, students will be given their choice of a refund, 
a substitution of another class or credit for store merchandise. 
 
Supplies: 
All classes require a sewing machine in good working order.  If you have not had your machine serviced in the last year, 
please make arrangements to bring it in before class for cleaning, oiling and tension adjustments.  If you have had it ser-
viced but use it infrequently, lubricate it, change your needle and purchase quality threads.  A limited number of ma-
chines are available for classroom use and must be reserved in advance.  Please call the store to check on availability. 
 
A supply list will be provided with the receipt for each class when the registration fee is paid.  Basic sewing supplies for 
classes include scissors, pins, seam ripper, pencil and paper.  Check supply list for specific notions needed for each 
class.  Supplies required for classes are available for purchase in our store.  Students receive 10% off store merchan-
dise during registration and classes.  If you already have a required item, you are welcome to bring it with you.  HOWEV-
ER, all fabrics used for the project should be purchased at All Stitched Up  for all classes. 
 
PLEASE NOTE:  Class periods are for imparting information to you, the student, and hands-on practice.  Everyone 
works at different rates and with different levels of understanding.  Some people may finish their projects in class and 
some may not.  
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
