The HOA would
LOVE to set you up with your own dumpster for
your individual neighborhoods!

. Here's how iTworks:

1) Determine the dates that you would like to have the
dumpster in your neighborhood (usually set for a week,
Monday to Monday).

2) Call the HOA office to schedule your dumpster with the
following information:

a. Name of subdivisions or district that the dumpster will be serving.
b. Location in neighborhood for dumpster to be placed.

c. Cell number of at least 3 homeowners* in the neighborhood
who will manage, and monitor the dumpster and happenings.
*Any problems will be handled by these designated homeowners.
They will also be responsible for “getting the word out” about
their individual dumpster dates.

d. Early removal of the dumpster due to any complaints, abuse
or other issues will be at the discretion of the Ranches HOA.

3) Limited to (1) dumpster clean-up per community area.

The idea is for each neighborhood to have a temporary dumpster available to
them in a good location. These dumpsters are to be used by the homeowners
within those specific subdivisions (no outside dumping!)
