11. Reports from Officers – Town Manager Update Peter Brixius talked about the park transfer closing at 2:00 on Thursday the 29th. Will have checks for loan and grant to park & rec district. Water treatment plant, finishing filter 1 should be done in a 1 ½ week and mid-march finish phase 2 of WTP. Since correcting link seals haven’t had any leaks since then, shows performance issue on installation from previous contractor. Waste water treatment plant the headworks building is done. EMC did installation and had no deficiencies. Unit not performing quite right, it’s freezing up and they have been checking temp and dew point, when gets really cold have to pull the filters out to get enough air to the unit. Not solution we are looking for. Meeting next week on the 4th of February with Chevron’s new land man. Luke Allred and rep from Houston will be there, to negotiate the proposal settlement on the water issues from 2011. Introduce our proposal to not necessarily be involved in the replacement of the line but participate through an exchange of in-town rates vs out-of-town rates. Settled with M-I Drilling on the meter issue. Worked out really well. We are need of repair on another WRV unit, after been inhabited by same tenant for 10-15 years in need of carpets, bathrooms and other repairs. Phone system at Town Hall is on its last leg, some features have quit working and we are in the process of getting quotes from vendors. It has been budgeted for this year. Vince Wilczek is getting quotes together for new police cruiser. Talked about donating one or two of the old chargers to the college. Hired a new dispatcher, Andrew Bailey. He is also an EMT and tested out really well. Peter has been sending emails the last couple days on West Rangely Subdivision road and hoping to have that closed out by March 10th as long as no issues along the way.
