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Blockwatchers is a fun club with a new focus every year. Usually full, we 

currently have room for a few more! We are continuing to concentrate on our round robin class/

exchange. It is a fun way to learn interesting border techniques and get a special quilt finished by 

friends!! You will bring a center block/panel and 6 half yards of fabric that you would like used. 

We will “swap” the first night following a discussion about the rules, and our first class about 

great border options. We will repeat this process every month for four months, when you finally 

see your block again… it will be a lovely wallhanging or quilt!! This is a fun way to get a project 

completed… by someone else!!  

Class size limited to 12. Only $30 for complete 4 month series.!! Not appropriate for beginners. 

Needle and Thread Society: The peaceful stitch. That small handwork project sitting in a basket 

on the couch each night while you relax in front of the TV…. or ready to go with you in the car….          

This is an amazing club with an opportunity to receive 15 new embroidery patterns each month; 5 new 

stitches; templates; small project patterns; product samples; and everything contained in a 

3 ring notebook for years of  use.  This class is a 6 month commitment for only $20/month. 

Monthly class includes all of the above with classroom instruction and   a 

fabric/notions kit. This series we will be working on an original linen  

needlework sampler perfect for framing.  Class begins April 12 at 1pm.      

Class will be once a month but if you miss one we keep a basket for you. 

Plain and Fancy: This beautiful quilt is an 82” square (but there are border options if 

you would like a king sized project). Each month we will make a nice pieced block 

that sets within a  ribbon blossom. There are two sashing options: pieced pinwheel or 

applique. Cost is only $24/month, this includes all fabric and patterns. Prepay for all 9 

months and receive free backing and binding kit ($55 value!!). This is perfect for a 

new quilter that wants to learn more techniques and have just a 

small piece to make each month. Come in to see fabrics!! 

Merry Meets Modern is a fun Christmas quilt   

using the ultra modern “Bella Solids”. There are 10 

pieced blocks, 10 applique blocks and 10 setting 

blocks. Fabrics, pattern, instruction and finishing kit 

are all included, all for just $15/month for 10 

months!!

Fabric is pre-cut, and the quilt is done in just 4 

hours!! The skills mastered in this class are chain piecing, pressing  

and joy of quilting. Lunch, pattern and complete instruction for 

just $18.
