2013 Election - The Town of Vineyard will hold a Municipal General Election on
Tuesday, November 5, 2013 to elect the following offices:

e Mayor — 4 year term

e 2 Town Council Seats — 4 year terms
Those elected to fill the open positions will take office in January 2014.

Important Election Dates —

Primary Election Early Voting (if necessary) — July 30 to August 9
Primary Election Day(if necessary) — August 13

General Election Early Voting — October 22 to November 1
General Election — November 5

Candidates - If you are interested in filing as a candidate in the election, a
Declaration of Candidacy form must be filed in person with the Town Clerk at the
Town Hall during the following filing period:

e June 3, 2013 to June 7, 2013
e 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday
Candidates for Municipal Office must meet the following requirements:

1. Be a United States citizen at the time of filing.

2. Be at least 18 years of age at the time of filing.

3. Be aregistered voter in the municipality.

4. Be aresident of the municipality for 12 consecutive months immediately
preceding the date of the election.

Voter Registration — Have you moved to Vineyard in the past year? If so, have
you updated your voter registration? Check you voter registration at
www.vote.utah.gov If you need to make changes, visit the County Clerk’s office
at 100 E Center Street, Room 3600 in Provo, or call 801-851-8109.

Where to Vote — All polling for the 2013 Municipal Election will be conducted at
the Vineyard Town Hall, 240 East Gammon Road.

Please contact the
Town Clerk at 801-226-1929 if you are interested in serving as a Poll Worker for
the Primary and/or General Election. No experience is necessary, training will be
provided, and Poll Workers are paid for their service!
