Dark 1/8& yard or scrap
(1) 3-1/2" square
(4) 2-3/8" squares, cut once diagonally

Medium 1/& yard or scrap
(4) 2" squares

Light 1/8& yard or scrap
(1) 4-1/4" square, cut twice diagonally

Instructions

1. Stitch a Dark triangle to each side of a Light triangle to form the flying geese

unit, as shown. One point of the Dark triangle will slightly overlap the m

Light triangle (approx. 3/87). Press toward the Dark triangles. Trim
dog ears. Make (4) units.

2. Piece the center section by stitching a flying geese unit
from Step 1 to each side of the large Dark square. Press
toward the Dark square.

3. Create the top and bottom rows by stitching Medium
squares to each side of the remaining flying geese units.
Press seams toward the Medium squares. Make (2)
units.

4. Complete the block by stitching rows together. Press
seams open.
