Pattern for & finished block — All seams are 1/4”.

Dark 1/8& yard or scrap
(1) 2-1/2" square
(4) 1"x2-1/2" rectangles
(4) 1"x2" rectangles

Medium | 1/86 yard or scrap
(4) 1"x2-1/2" rectangles

Light 1/& yard or scrap
(4) 27'x2" squares
(4) 2"X2-1/2" rectangles

Instructions:

1. Stitch the top and bottom rows together using (2) Light I I
squares and (1) Light rectangle with short Dark rectan-
gles in between, as shown. Press toward the center. Make (2) units.

2. Stitch (2) inside rows together using (2) long Dark rectan-
gles and (1) Medium rectangle, as shown. Presstothe T

outside. Make (2) units.
3. Stitch the center row together using (2) Light rectan- .
gles, (2) Medium rectangles and (1) Dark square, as

shown. Press toward the center.
4. Stitch the rows together to form the block, matching seams. Press seams to
the outside.

In the Roman Catholic Bible, 1 Maccabees follows Esther.
The author of this historical book was most likely a Pales-
tinian Jew living in Jerusalem. 1 Maccabees is a plain
and straightforward historical text patterned after the
books of Kings and Chronicles.  The book includes tales
of Alexander the Great and the division of Judah.
