Heltzel, Dye motioned to approve an IRA for city employees with 3% match. Details to be determined in budget planning for January 2015 start.
Resolution #137 was presented to increase water rates to $.53/100 gallons to take effect July 1, 2014.   This is in response to the letter we received from Hanson Rural Water.  Dye moved, Roskens seconded all voted aye and the motion carried.

Nuisance properties were discussed – letters will be sent.
Direct deposit was tabled until more information.  

Central Electric lighting for the new development was discussed.  We will move forward with turning over lighting to Central Electric and paying the rental fees.  

District III renewal was presented.  Heltzel moved, Kayser seconded all voted aye and the motion carried to approve renewing membership.  

Park lighting was revisited.  The tennis courts lights need to be done.  Fix left field at small ball field.  Lights need to be replaced as well.  The city will contact Eddy Electric for completion.
Being that there was no further business, a motion was made by Heltzel, seconded by Schulz all voted aye and the motion carried, to adjourn the meeting at 8:10 pm.
