S Bankhead reminded the Council that if they try to rescind this ordinance the conditional use application will stilf stand.

R Call asked what would be the benefit of rescinding the ordinance.

D Calderwood said Planning Commission will look at the ordinance again tonight and send another recommendation to the
Council. If the Council allows this to go on private property we will be passing up monies that would go to the City.

R Liechty explained that the cell tower representative wants to put the tower on City property.
R Call said he believes we need to leave the ordinance and let the market decide.

D Astle doesn’t think you can approve a conditional use if you don’t know what their doing. You need quite a bit of

information before you approve a conditional use.
R Call thinks the City needs to move on this.
