PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Tyson Watson is concerned about the ban on fireworks. Ie believes there has been a lot of rain lately and he wouid like to
have the ban lifted.

Jeppa Jeppson also believes the ban on fireworks should be lifted.

Nisha Parry told the Council that she owns one of the fireworks stands close to Providence. The ban on fireworks has cui
their sales by 60%. She understands why they banned them over the 4 of July but she believes the ban should be lifted for
the 24™ of Tuly.

Louise Tobey loves fireworks. She would also like the ban lified.

BUSINESS ITEMS:

Item No. 1. Resolution 12-014: The Providence City Council will consider for adoption a resolution opposing emissions
testing in Cache County. :

Motion to approve: R Call, J Russell second

R Call is not aware that there has been any data that says emissions testing works. It cost a lot of money and he doesn’t think
this is a reasonable response to the air quality issues, The EPA does an over reach. Every year they cut the emissions
allowance in half. He believes that as a community we should push back instead of complying. You can’t get rid of these
mandates once there put into place. He believes this is an economy killer.

B Bagley asked if there is solid data.

R Call said this is a new tax and there’s nothing to do but pay it.

Lynn Lemon said he hates the idea of emissions testing. Most people would prefer we don’t do this. The County has decided
that they impose the regulations instead of letting the EPA. He went over the regulations that the County is looking at. The
County told the State that they would look at it in 5 years and decide if it’s still needed. Because of technology Cache
County’s air will be in compliance in 2019, If we don’t do it the EPA will take away our highway dollars which is about 2
million. That is their way of forcing you to comply, Do we give up highway dollars?

R Call said he believes that the EPA will be less aggresslve under a different administration. Why not wait another year and
see what happens.

L Lemeon said emissions testing will make a difference. We have less and less red air days.

R Cali asked what it will cost.

L Lemon said about a million and a half dolars. He understands the frustration but their doing the best they can with the
situation.

B Bagley asked why they are looking at this again in 5 years.

L Lemon said we have to comply for 3 vears. He does believe an emissions program will clean up the air,

L Lemon said based on the model we will come into compliance by 2019. If it doesn’t happen we’ll have to keep doing it.
1 Drew said he isn’t sure this will solve the problem, It will only keep the feds off our backs.
D Calderwood said if the testing proves effective that wili be the variable
J Russell wants the lines 20 thru 22 struck. He thanked the County Council for all the work they do. He would hope that if
this is passed the County Council will know that there are cities out there that oppose the emissions testing.

S Bankhead said on 300 East when the survey was done for Steve and Grace Baugh it shows a 99 foot r1ght—of~way S Baugh
would like to draw his plat with a 66 foot right-of-way. The Council will need to consider if they want to vacate the right-of-
way. Staff would probably recommend that the sidewalk be put in the right place but they have an extremely wide park strip.
R Call said the 99 foot right-of-way would push to the east.

S Bankhead said the sidewalk is in the right place. § Baugh would hke for the City to vacate down to a 66 foot right-of-way
and not require curb, gutter or sidewalk.

B Bagley said he thought we were going to move some of the monies . from Bank of Utah to Zions. -

S Bankhead said they would just like to move a clear amount. If some of our Bonds are refinanced we can save 3 or 4
thousand dollars a year.

R Call said the other option is to pay the bonds out.
