Four trucks
responded about 2:30 a.m. on August 30, There was not much wind; the fire was
contained in about 20 minutes. The cause was undetermined. ) Drew presented a
picture of pavement that has something poured on it. The City has a policy for weed
control for buildable lots, but nothing for large parcels. It appears the large parcels are
more of a hazard than buildable lots. ) Drew urged the council to address the issue.

1.1 Morris Poole explained the 502-ft refers to a 66-ft right-of-way the entire length of
his development.

1.1 the City cannot require a contractor to give the developer the same unit price.
Strike “shall require”.

Street Signs will be required at the south end of the road.

1.2 the City does not have a portion of the water improvements.

1.4 the City does not have a portion of the sewer improvement,

2.3.2 the owner of Lot 1

2.4 the developer may sell a lot.

M. Poole explained the current bond will remain in place until the bid amounts come in for the

project.

Cost estimate is based on the final construction drawings.

Mr. Poole is willing to donate the property heeded for the round-about in excess of the
80-foot right-of-way. However, he anticipates being compensated for the increase from
a 66-foot right-of-way to and 80-foot right-of-way.

D Calderwood felt when the council approved the zoning, Mr. Poole said he would
donate the amount of property necessary for the round-about.

Mr. Poole explained it was not his intent to donate the amount within the round-about
to upsize from a 66-foot right-of-way to an 80-foot right-of-way. He explained he cannot
buy the land and then dedicate it. He exptained he is dedicating on the east side as well,
The LDS Church is dedicating some, but sa is M Poole. B Bagley and R Call explained they

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did not realize M Poole was dedicating some on the east.
* G Knighton explained the width of the round-about remains the same whether the
extending right-of-way is 66-feet or 80-feet.
¢ D Calderwood suggested listening to the tape of the meeting when the rezone was
improved.
Motion to listen to the tape of the rezone meeting — D Calderwood — died for lack of second.
¢ Reimbursement for the existing sidewalk was discussed. M Poole was asking for the
sidewalk he would not normally have to replace.
¢ J Russell explained in his mind it was the entire amount. He felt the City should
reimburse for the sidewalk, but not the additional 14 feet.
* R Call would like to find middle ground. He also understood that the property for
the round-about would be dedicated.
¢ D Astle agreed to the sidewalk. He was concerned about the misunderstanding. He
felt strongly that the City cannot exact something from the developer.
e B Bagley was also surprised that M Poole was dedicating on the east side.
* R Call suggested the City pay for the east sidewalk, reimburse for the east “ear” and
the east 7-feet. M Poole will dedicate the west “ear” and west 7-feet.
