Minors will now be considered Mustangs 
Mound distance will still be 44 feet
 	Base distance will still be 60 feet
	Basic baseball rules will be RMSB rules, with the exception of pitching
2. Baseball ages 11-12
Majors will now be considered Broncos
	Mound distance will change from 46 to 48 feet
	Base distance will change from 60 to 70 feet
	Leading off and drop third strike will apply
	Basic baseball rules will be RMSB rules, with the exception of pitching
3.  Baseball ages 13-14
	Pony ages and rules will stay the same

The bonus to these ages is we will have an All-star selection and tournament. We will play a district tournament among other All-star teams in the valley from July 6th to July 10th. We can then select one team or a number of teams to send to the State tournament from July 11th to July 15th, in Kaysville, Utah.  The winner from there will move on to the World Series. The dates and locations for the World Series are as follows: 	
Mustangs: July 30th - August 2nd in Walnut, California
Broncos:  August 7th - August 10th in Los Alamitos, California
Pony:  August 7th -  August 12th in Washington, Pennsylvania
