* G Walker —This Is a good policy discussion, when it comes to a variance the only authority in the City that
can grant that is the Appeal Authority. We don’t have authority to grant it and neither does the City
Council. This has been ruled on by the Utah Supreme Court. In order to get a variance, Mr. Baugh has to
go to the Appeal Authority; that would be one avenue. The other avenue is for the City Council to change
the ordinance rather than grant an exception. At this point of time for what is in front of us now, we
should wait for the City Council to finish their discussion.

¢ The Commissioners discusses low/medium impact on neighborhoods, grandfathering in businesses that
were legally compliant before the new ordinance changes, number of people coming and going for home
businesses, and off street parking.

and screened. No more than 10 customers at a time by appointment. No limit on the number of visits per
week, Manufacturing is not allowed.
