7:00-7:30 p.m. PUBLIC HEARING to Receive Public Comment and Reopen the 2011-2012 Budget and Adoption Including Budget Transfers

7:08 p.m. Council Member Jensen made the motion to open the Public hearing to receive public comment and reopen the 2011-2012 budget and adoption including budget transfers.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion. The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Pickett and Powell.

Ann Marie Broderick stated she had received the letter the City had sent out informing the citizens of the Public Hearings to be held for the budgets which included the budget transfers, and she questioned the necessity of transferring money from the water fund to other funds.  She also wanted to how there could be a proposed rate increase if there was enough money in the water fund to transfer to other departments. Mark Henline and Richard Peterson both commented on this also.  Mayor Nay had the City’s Financial Advisor, Gary Keddington, address these issues.  Gary explained why this letter is sent out and the process of transfers between funds.  He also explained how the general fund is funded.  He addressed the effect of non-profit organizations that do not pay property tax or sales tax to the City, but still require services. 
7:30-8:00 p.m.  PUBLIC HEARING to receive public comment on Proposed Fiscal Year 2012-2013 and Proposed Adoption of Operating and Capital Budgets for Gunnison City including the 2012 Certified Tax Rate, Proposed Fee Waivers and Donations, Fee Schedule Changes and Compensation of Statutory Employees

7:27 p.m. Council Member Donaldson made the motion to open the Public Hearing to receive public comment on proposed fiscal year 2012-2013 and proposed adoption of operating and capital budgets for Gunnison City including the 2012 certified tax rate, proposed fee waivers and donations, fee schedule changes and compensation of statutory employees.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Pickett and Powell.

Mayor Nay addressed the question of the increase in the water rates brought forth by the citizens.  She explained the rates were increased in order to take care of the cost of the planned water line improvements.  

7:38 p.m. Council Member Powell made the motion to close the Public Hearing to receive public comment and reopen the 2011-2012 budget and adoption including budget transfers.  Council Member Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Pickett and Powell.
The pool budget was reviewed, and discussion ensued regarding the great subsidization of the pool by the City.  Council Member Powell encouraged those in attendance to utilize this facility.   The budget process 
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was explained to the citizens by Mayor Nay.  She also announced the sales tax for Gunnison City was 
currently up 5% with the state sales tax revenue currently up 9-10%.  She also commented the City came in $18,000 under budget for the 2011-2012 year.  
7:46 p.m. Carson DeMille and Darin Robinson arrived  

 The B&C Road fund was reviewed next informing the citizens the strict usage limitations of those funds.  Mayor Nay then summarized the airport budget which includes the full cost of a crack seal project.  The state will pay 90% of that with Salina City paying 5% of the bill, and Gunnison only being responsible for the other 5% which should total only $1,500 for the project from Gunnison City.  
Council Member Powell made the motion to close the Public Hearing to receive public comment on the Proposed Fiscal Year 2012-2013.  Council Member Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Pickett and Powell.
Proposed Approval of Resolution 2012-4 Amending 2012 Budget

Mayor Nay asked for comments from the Council regarding this Resolution.
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve Resolution 2012-4 amending the 2012 budget.  Council Member Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Pickett and Powell.

Proposed Approval of Contract Services for Streetscape Project

Mayor Nay recounted the process that had taken place so far with the bids being open the previous Friday.

Mayor Nay and Gary Keddington then reviewed the Project Funding Sources and Total Project Costs list that had been handed out to each Council Member.  This list included the Streetscape, Water and Drainage Projects.  Carson DeMille and Darin Robinson reported Gary Carlisle with Carlisle Excavating was the lowest bidder.  The bid was still over the amount allotted with the CIB package, and after working through and negotiating certain items with Gary Carlisle, his bid came in at $851,252.50.  The 3 itemized bids for the project were reviewed with the Council.  Mayor Nay announced UDOT had agreed yesterday to another $110,000 in grant to assist with the pedestrian lights.  Mayor Nay commented on her appreciation for UDOT and their partnership with these projects.  Mayor Nay stated Gary Carlisle could begin the project on July 9th if awarded the project.
8:23 p.m.  Richard Peterson and Sonia Peterson left and Kent Larsen arrived

Discussion ensued regarding bond payments, grant amounts, and possible other funding sources for the Storm Drainage Project.  It was determined a public hearing should be held in behalf of the Storm Drainage Project funding.  She expressed her concern with the drainage problems the City has faced in the past, and the possible liability issues in the future if this is not taken care of by the City.  
8:30 p.m. Robert Sorensen arrived

Mayor Nay noted how the Storm Drainage Project would help with the ice forming in the gutters during the winter as the water would be piped under the street.  Darin Robinson announced time was of the essence with this project as the laterals would affect Main Street and the UDOT project coming in September.  He also noted Gary Carlisle along with the current contractor who has his equipment here at this time would both  be willing to negotiate a price to do these laterals for the storm drainage with their projects.  Council Member Jensen questioned the priorities with the Storm Drainage Project.  It was determined it would cost each household in the City $.80-$1.00/month to pay for this project.  Mark Henline with the Gunnison Gazette voiced his support for this method of funding the project.  Tyler Donaldson commented the project would need to be done sooner or later, and it seemed the funding was available now to get this done, and 
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could cost the City much more if done in the future.  He noted if the City can afford it now, he would like to see it done.  Mayor Nay reminded those in attendance this would be a 30 year loan at 0% interest.  Darin Robinson specified the work he had done on the Storm Drainage Project by projecting costs of this project, and felt there was $160,000 in contingency at this time.  Kent Larsen commented on the concrete work he has done for the City and voiced his support for making these improvements.  He thanked the Council for the work they have done and encouraged them to continue doing what they thought was best for the citizens of the City.  Discussion ensued regarding all of  the projects.
8:55 p.m. Richard Nay arrived

Council Member Pickett made the motion to approve the bid from Carlisle Excavating for $851,252.50 for the Streetscape Project.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 3-1 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Pickett and Powell.  Voting nay was Council Member Jensen.  

9:00 p.m.  Gary Carlisle, Carson DeMille, Diana Spencer, Darin Robinson and Kent Larsen left
Consideration for and Adoption of a Bond Resolution authorizing the issuance of $350,000 in Sales Tax Revenue Bonds, Series 2012 of Gunnison, Sanpete County, Utah (Streetscape)
Mayor Nay noted the bond attorney had called today stating sections 5.04, 5.05 and 5.06 needed to be omitted from the document they had in hand.  It was recommended by Attorney Prater to omit these when passing this Bond Resolution.
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the adoption of Bond Resolution  

2012-6 authorizing the issuance of $350,000 in Sales Tax Revenue Bonds, Series 2012 of Gunnison, Sanpete County, Utah (Streetscape), omitting Sections 5.04, 5.05 and 5.06 from the current document.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 3-1 vote.   Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Pickett and Powell.   Voting nay was Council Member Jensen.

Proposed Approval of Hiring New Lifeguards at Gunnison City Pool

Pool Manager Robert Sorensen had given his recommendations for Tyler Hatch, Taylor Anderson, BrieAnn Peterson and Anna Trafny to be hired as lifeguards at the pool.  He noted they had all completed their lifeguard course and had been certified.  

Council Member Jensen made the motion to approve the names of Tyler Hatch, Taylor Anderson, BrieAnn Peterson and Anna Trafny for employment as lifeguards at the Gunnison City Pool.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Pickett and Powell.

9:02 p.m.  Cole Newman, Ann Marie Broderick Frank Pike, Debbie Pike, Janelle Overly and Cole Newman left

Proposed Approval of 4th of July Contracts – Council Member Donaldson

Council Member Donaldson reviewed the new contract he had received for the July 4th concert.  He noted the amounts would be minus the sales tax for the stage and equipment.


Council Member Donaldson made the motion to accept the contract for Backbeats-Drum & Backline as the sound, lights and staging for the Restless Hearts concert on July 3, 2012 (minus the sales tax included in on the contract) totaling $10,195.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Pickett and Powell.
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Proposed Approval City Council Meeting Minutes for Tuesday, May 29, 2012, Open and Closed Session

Council Member Jensen wanted to follow up with the proposed pressurized irrigation on the Cemetery Road.  This will be followed up at a future meeting.

Council Member Powell made the motion to accept the City Council Meeting Minutes for Tuesday, May 29, 2012, Open and Closed Session.  Council Member Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Pickett and Powell.

Future Items to be Listed on Agenda

Pressurized Irrigation:  Council Member Jensen noted the City had recently run out of irrigation water this year, and the system had to be shut off to allow time for the pond to fill back up.  He had discussed this with Allen Dyreng who has ties to the Central Utah Water Conservancy District.  They are working on putting together a public seminar on educating the citizens of the best way to water to conserve water.  He is hoping to have this literature available for those who would be unable to attend.  Mayor Nay reminded everyone of the City Ordinance in effect prohibiting any outside watering between 10 a.m. and 6 p.m.  Supervisor Childs has been handing out copies of this Ordinance to those who have been watering during these hours making them aware of this Ordinance and the possible consequences.  It was felt if the citizens would conserve water, the water should hold out for the summer.
Streets:  Council Member Jensen commented on the cement trucks he has seen washing out their trucks on the side streets causing problems for the mowers when mowing the side streets.  Mayor Nay noted there is a City Ordinance in effect to prevent this from happening.  Council Member Jensen would like to start with educating the local companies doing this.  Recorder Braithwaite will send copies of this Ordinance to those creating the problems.

Recreation:  Council Member Pickett explained the process he needed to go through to get the approval from the County to put the proposed sales tax increase on the ballot in November.  He noted the Recreation Committee would be meeting the first of next week.
4th of July:  Council Member Donaldson provided an update on the 4th of July celebration and what was taking place.  The details were discussed including advertising, vendors and parking.  Chief Halliday will have more information from the Search and Rescue following their meeting tonight regarding their availability to help.  

Library:  Council Member Powell stated Library Supervisor Childs had 2 other cities committed to partnership with the new software program for the library.  This would allow citizens the convenience of checking out books at one library while being able to return it to one of the participating libraries.  The State should be paying for this new program with the partnerships.  Council Member Powell is not sure where this will be housed at this point, but will find out and let the City’s IT tech know.  
Website:  Recorder Braithwaite reported Trevon Hansen would be leaving soon and would be unable to assist with the website after July.  Council Members Powell and Judy were working on finding a replacement for Trevon through the high school.  Recorder Braithwaite reported she had another project she would like completed for the website.
RMP Project:  Mayor Nay commented on the Rocky Mountain Power project, and was pleased with the job that had been done.  She noted Mike Barlow with Barlow Landscaping had done a great job, and also assisted with an Eagle Scout project to get the sod completed.  Mayor Nay figured this saved the City approximately $1,000 in labor.  She also thanked Project Manager Matt Reber for all of his work on this project.
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Proposed Approval Bills and Adjustments
Council Member Jensen made the motion to approve the current bills and adjustments presented to the Council.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Pickett and Powell.

Proposed Approval of Resolution 2012-5  --2013 Budget Adoption

Discussion ensued regarding the 2012-2013 budget which included the review of each department and line item.

Council Member Powell made the motion to adopt Resolution 2012-5 Operating and Capital Budgets for Gunnison City of $1,219.683 for the General Fund, $271,476  for the Pool Fund, $60,692 for the Irrigation Fund, $291,485 for the Water Fund, and $95,080 for the Sewer Fund including transfers from the Water Fund to the General Fund of $77,537, the Pool Fund of $28,676 and the Pressurized Irrigation Fund of $17,060 including the 2012 Certified Tax Rate with no adjustments, Proposed Fee Waivers and Donations, Fee Schedule Changes and Compensation of Statutory Employees, Ordinance 2012-4.
