Review, Discuss and Possible Approval of Ordinance 2012-3 an Ordinance Adopting Certain Restrictions on the use of Fireworks within Certain Areas of the Municipality
Following a lengthy discussion regarding the extremely dry conditions of the state this summer, and after reviewing the recommendation of Governor Herbert, it was determined to be in the best interest of the City to adopt an Ordinance prohibiting the use of fireworks within the City.  Chief Mulder felt confident continuing the City fireworks show on July 3rd as this is done by the Fire Department, and all of those helping with this display are licensed for this.  This will be effective upon passage and will terminate on December 31, 2012.  Chief Halliday recommended the punishment for violating this Ordinance should be a class C misdemeanor.   Chief Mulder would like to get banners posted on the fire trucks and park them around the area to help educate the citizens.  He will also post a sign at the fireworks stand, and commented the fireworks stand had voluntarily closed down for the holiday.  
Council Member Jensen made the motion to approve Ordinance 2012- as amended, an Ordinance adopting certain restrictions on the use of fireworks within certain areas of the municipality.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

The Mayor and Council Members approved and signed the bills and adjustments.
