7:00-7:30 p.m. Public Hearing to receive public Comment on the need for a Storm Drain System in Gunnison City including possible Revenue Sources

7:00 p.m. Council Member Powell made the motion to open the Public Hearing to receive Public Comment on the need for a Storm Drain System in Gunnison City including possible Revenue Sources.  Council Member Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 3-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Jensen, Judy and Powell.

Mayor Nay would like to move on to the following itemS on the agenda to allow more citizens to arrive for the public hearing for comment.  She will also allow the Public Hearing to stay open longer to accommodate for this.
Update on Community Covenants- Ryan Palmer

Bartley Johnson, CW2 was actually in attendance for Ryan Palmer representing Community Covenants.  He stated it had been about 2 years since Gunnison City signed the Community Covenants.  He also noted there are 12 citizens from Gunnison in the National Guard with most belonging to the 145th.  He reviewed the deployment history then discussed the issues that can come from these deployments and what to watch for and where the veterans can get help for these problems.  He left a pamphlet with this information for future use along with the name of Fresia Alder as the full time Family Assistance Coordinator. 
Update on 4th of July Parade – Blake Newton

Blake was over the 4th of July parade this year with the Businessmen’s Association.  He reported the parade had gone very well, and he thought he had the most entries the parade had had in recent years.  He relayed all of the positive comments he had received as well as the areas that could use improvement.  The parking on Main Street was discussed and  it was determined it had been a great asset to keep the parking off Main Street for the parade, and with the idea brought up to possibly extend the number of blocks to be included for next year.  It also seemed to be much safer for those watching the parade in this no parking area.
7:20 p.m. Mark Henline and Darin Robinson arrived.  Bartley Johnson left.
Review and Possible Approval of Connection between City and Certified Local Government Grants for Local Properties on the National Historic Register

Diana Spencer explained the grant that had been received for the Gunnison Valley Arts Council that was for the beginning of the Legacy Wall.  This check was sent to Gunnison City due to the connection between the Arts Council and Gunnison City.  These costs were paid out by the Casino Star.  They had been reimbursed $1,600 about 8 months ago, and now the rest of the grant had arrived which was $400.  This 
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amount had also come to the City, and needed to be transferred to the Casino Star.  Diana announced they had applied for a follow up grant to do more local workshops so there may be more of this in the future.  Many of these grants are offered to non-profit organizations. 

Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the connection between the City and the Casino Star Theatre Foundation, and to transfer the remaining balance of $400 received in grant to the Casino Star Theatre Foundation.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 3-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Jensen, Judy and Powell.  
Mayor Nay moved back to the Public Hearing asking Garrick Willden and Darin Robinson from Jones & DeMille to update the Council and those in attendance of the progress of the Main Street projects with an overview of the storm drain system.  Mayor Nay reminded the Council the Main Street project had been split into 3 projects:  the water project, the streetscape project and the storm drain project.  Garrick explained the storm drain project had also been broken into different projects.  This included the drainage around the new City Hall to take the drainage away from the basement to avoid the continual flooding that has occurred,  putting in a pipe from Center Street to 100 South, then 100 South to 200 South, then 200 South a block down to the river, then doing 2 blocks at 300 South to the river. This will create 2 main extensions to the river, one at 300 South and one at 200 South.  Mayor Nay announced Kevin Madsen, the architect of the City Hall, would be taking care of the drainage issues around City Hall.  He would also be taking care of the dry wells that  are currently used around City Hall.  This area would be surveyed with the design finalized for approval from all involved.  It was noted the current drainage laterals and boxes were damaged and/or full of mud according to Kim Manwill with UDOT, and it had been decided to replace these laterals.  Discussion ensued regarding placement of the new lines with the pros and cons reviewed. The cost difference was also reviewed between replacing sidewalk or asphalt.   It was unanimously agreed  the best and most cost efficient place to install the new line from Center to 100 South would be under the sidewalk along with an addition of an irrigation line while it is under construction, for future use.  
7:45 p.m. Jeremy Pickett arrived
Mayor Nay noted there was $111,000 left in contingency, and with the current design it looked as if the CIB loan would need to be for $225,000 over 30 years.  This would be $7,500/year beginning in 2014.  With 687 water connections in the City this would be 10.92/yr. or .91 cents/month/connection.  Mayor Nay discussed the option of billing each connection a little extra each month giving the City an extra $2,500-$5,000 per year to have as restricted reserved  money to continue working on capital improvements for storm drainage.  This was reviewed on the Storm Drainage Source Worksheet that was handed to each Council Member.  Council Member Powell would like to bill as little as possible at this time due to the recent water rate increase.  Council Member Jensen doesn’t want to add any further cost  increases to the citizens, but expressed his concern of the cost of the litigation problems that could occur in the future verses the benefit of the cost to get this done now. Mayor Nay would like to get comments from the citizens by possibly going door to door to get their opinions on the cost increase.  Mayor Nay would like this item on the next agenda to allow for $1.00 per household in 2013, 12 months prior to the first payment due date.
8:00 p.m.  Council Member Jensen made the motion to close the Public Hearing to receive Public Comment on the need for a Storm Drain System in Gunnison City including Possible Revenue Sources.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

8:00 p.m. Jaron Jensen arrived, Diana Spencer left

Mayor Nay explained why the attorneys had written the Parameter Resolution to include up to $300,000 which was more than what was needed.  This would allow for any extra coverage that may be needed with any unexpected increased expense avoiding any further meetings or Public Hearings that would be required to add any additional amounts otherwise.
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Council Member Jensen questioned the whether the drainage on 200 South and 300 South would be on the north or south side.  Garrick Willden stated this was still to be determined acknowledging the south side would allow for a lot less problems with citizens driveways along with a problem, however there are sewer manholes on the north side to deal with.  Keeping up with the grade required may be the deciding factor on this.
Council Member Powell made the motion to adopt the parameter Resolution authorizing the issuance of not to exceed $300,000 in Wastewater and Storm Drainage Revenue Bonds of Gunnison City, Sanpete County, Utah and the calling of a Public Hearing to Receive input with Respect to the Issuance of such Bonds and any Potential Impact to the Private Sector from the Construction of the Project.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.  The Public Hearing will be scheduled for August 15, 2012 with the exact amount billed to the citizens to be determined at a future meeting.
Mayor Nay stated logistically, to make this happen, the laterals must be done prior to the September 1, 2012 deadline.  Garrick stated a contract would need to be written up with UDOT to allow for their money to be spent first with the City money following.  Council Member Jensen questioned whether  the current easement on 300 South could be used or if a new easement would need to be acquired.  This is on the north side of the road.  The extreme runoff was noted behind Five Star running through the personal property. 

Garrick stated an amendment would need to be made to their engineering contract for design and construction of the storm drainage system.  It was determined to go ahead with good faith and get this done on a future agenda.  

Update on Gunnison City Water Project – Garrick Willden, Jones & DeMille Engineering

Garrick stated the culinary water project was going well and almost completed.  He stated the contractor, Terry Brotherson, had done a great job, and should be done connecting the services by the end of this week with the clean up being completed next week.  Garrick noted the storm drainage on Main Street had been included in with Gary Carlisle’s bid for Main Street from Center to 100 South.  Garrick had a time line for the Streetscape Project that was handed out.  The rest of the storm drainage system would need to be negotiated with the contractor hopefully giving the same unit cost he had bid everything else along with fitting in the window to fall within UDOT’s deadline, and if not, would need to be discussed with Terry Brotherson.  Garrick also had a change order that needed to be signed.  The details along with the pay requests were reviewed.
Review and Approval of Agreement with Sanpete County regarding proposed NRCS Emergency Watershed Protection projects along the San Pitch River
Garrick stated he was trying to finish up the 2011 flood project which was all done and complete.  The new project from NRCS for 2012 was a new grant but at the same funding at a 75% grant with a 25% match.  Materials on site are allowed to be used as the match so there will be no cost to the City for construction.  As far as engineering cost, they basically set aside 10%  of the construction costs to put towards engineering.  Typically the engineering is approximately 10% for the construction funds and 10% for the design totaling 20%.  With the NRCS projects, they have been able to come close to the 10%.  To date Gunnison City’s portion of this to pay will be $3,000 for all of the work that has been done to the total of $150,000.  For the 2012 project, there is still some sediment in the river channel from 200 East to 200 West, and they would like to get this cleaned out.  They would also like to work on the area by the sewer lagoons where the river runs straight, right into the lagoons then turns and goes underneath Farmer’s Freeway.  Garrick felt the eroded area needed to be rip rapped to protect the sewer lagoons from future floods.  This rip rap would be taken from the pit and would count as the City’s match.  This is sponsored by the County, however, any shortfalls will need to be picked up by each City where the work has been done.  Garrick also has an agreement that will need to be signed by the Mayor and notarized before the County can give the go ahead to finalize and assign the bid for the project.  
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Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the agreement with Sanpete County regarding proposed NRCS Emergency Watershed Protection projects along the San Pitch River for 2012.  Council Member Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

8:25 p.m. Garrick Willden and Darin Robinson left

Discuss and Proposed Approval of Amendment to Gunnison City Personnel Policy, Chapter 2.2 Small Purchases and Chapter 2.3 Large purchases – Purchasing Policy-Council Member Brian Jensen and Council Member Trevor Powell

Council Member Powell noted the few changes that had been made to this proposed document.  Discussion ensued regarding the details and what would work for Gunnison City.  Mayor Nay would like to be sure the policy passed will follow the State code (10-6-158).  Mayor Nay stressed the importance of communication in the purchasing policy to insure proper approval  is acquired .   It was determined to continue working on this policy and table this for a future meeting.  
8:45 p.m. Trevor Powell left
Discuss and Proposed Approval that Opinion Question-“Shall Gunnison City, Utah, be authorized to impose a .1% sales and use tax for the improvement of Gunnison Valley Recreation?” be submitted to the residents of the City by vote

Council Member Pickett explained the Parks and Recreation (RAP or PAR) tax to those in attendance.  The Recreation Committee has spent a lot of time and effort trying to get a Recreation Department built up for Gunnison Valley this past year and a half.  This would include an interlocal agreement between the surrounding towns and cities involved which would be formed following the vote to see which entities will be involved.  He explained the approval would need to be given by the City to allow the question to be put on the ballot in November.  Once the approval is given by all of the local entities, it will be brought before the County Commissioners to get their approval to add this to the ballot in November.  Jaron Jensen gave his support for this PAR tax to help develop a Recreation Department for the Valley.  Discussion ensued regarding the possible activities that could be brought back or to a higher level throughout the Valley.  The process would be to first get it approved to be put on the ballot, then get an agreement between the involved entities upon passage, and then form a 7 member Valley Recreation Board who could be paid a minimal amount to be on the board.  Then, hopefully depending upon the participating entities, the 0.1% funding could put approximately $35,000 towards the Recreation Department.  Discussion ensued.  Those involved with the Recreation Board have been Jaron Jensen, Council Member Jeremy Pickett, Jason Hansen, Mayor Tom Sorensen, Bruce Blackham and Dr. Richard Nay.  Council Member Pickett would like a Council Member from each entity involved to be a member of the Board with an additional Board member from both Centerfield and Gunnison.  He will work on getting a written Resolution from the County stating they will allow this.
Council Member Pickett made the motion to approve the opinion question, “Shall Gunnison City, Utah, be authorized to impose a .1% sales and use tax for the improvement of Gunnison Valley Recreation?” authorizing the submission to the residents of the City by vote.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
9:05 p.m. Jaron Jensen, Mark Henline and Ann Marie Broderick left

Review and Proposed Approval – The City Council will review a Proposed Agreement between Gunnison City and Fieldstone Academy related to the dedication of water shares.  The Council may approve the Agreement and Authorize the Mayor to sign the Agreement on behalf of the City once the Agreement is in Final Form and signed by a Representative of the Fieldstone Academy
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Council Member Jensen informed the Council he and a group had met with Marv Forsythe from Fieldstone Academy regarding the water shares needing to be turned into the City.  Bruce Parker from Planning and Development Services had also attended the meeting and had written a water share agreement between Gunnison City and Fieldstone Academy in hopes of insuring the completion of the transfer of water shares to Gunnison City.  It states the water shares will be turned to the City by October 17, 2012, and had been signed by the owner of Fieldstone, Marv Forsythe.  Mayor Nay would like the approval of the Council for her to sign the agreement in behalf of the City.  Discussion ensued regarding conditions of the approval of the conditional use permit given to Fieldstone Academy.   The Council unanimously approved.
Discussion of Upcoming Construction Projects

Mayor Nay stated there was only a benefit of $866 from the Top Stop salvage.  The Rocky Mountain Power project revenue matched the expenditures so this did not cost the City.  Mayor Nay explained the new service projects involved with Rocky Mountain Power.  These involve running the power underground on the GIC sales lot creating the need for a new service pole and a new electric meter installation at 20 East Center (Top Stop).  

Proposed Approval Bills and Adjustments

The Mayor and Council Members approved and signed the bills and adjustments presented.

Mayor Nay invited the Council to attend the Utah League of Cities and Towns this fall.  This will be held September 12-14, 2012 in Salt Lake.  She also noted the City had just been approved for a grant from the Division of Drinking Water for $38,000.  She was currently working out the details of the work release with Sunrise prior to signing the agreement involved with this grant and the studies involved.
Recorder Braithwaite reported Chief Halliday was planning on starting interviews for the School Resource Officer on August 16, 2012.
Mayor Nay stated the Streetscape Project would begin tearing up the sidewalks on the 16th, and  there would be construction meetings held every Tuesday morning at 9:00 a.m. for those who would like to attend.

Future Items to be Listed on Agenda

July 4th:  Council Member Pickett commented he had heard from many of the citizens how nice it would be to keep everything in one location-just to note for future years.  Discussion ensued regarding concert ideas for the future.

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Council Member Pickett made the motion to move out of Open Session into Closed Session pursuant to the Provisions of Section 52-4-5(1)(a) of the Open Meeting Law for the purpose of (i) discussion of the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual; and (c) strategy sessions to discuss pending or reasonably imminent litigation.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 3-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Jensen, Judy and Pickett.
