7:00-7:30 p.m. Public Hearing to receive Public Comment regarding the issuance of $264,000 in Wastewater and Storm Drainage Revenue Bonds
7:10 p.m. Council Member Powell made the motion to Open the Public Hearing to receive Public Comment regarding the issuance of $264,000 in wastewater and storm drainage revenue bonds.  Council Member Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Pickett and Powell.

Update on Veteran’s Memorial Plans at Gunnison City Park-Jed Bartholomew

Commander Jed Bartholomew, Auxiliary President Mandi Bartholomew and Mark Pickett were in attendance to make the Council aware they had finalized their plans for the Veteran’s Memorial at the Gunnison Park, and to get their approval.  Commander Bartholomew stated the original plans had been downsized to be more cost efficient, but felt they had come up with a plan that would be a great tribute to the Veteran’s in the valley.  He noted the gun and pine trees will remain, there will be an 18’ polished black granite wall on top of the gray granite along with 2 black granite walls to the side with all the names on with white lettering.  He also informed them he was working with the City maintenance crew to reroute some of the sprinklers.  They are moving forward with construction, and need to get approval for  the down payment needed for the monument.  The Mayor and Council Members unanimously gave their approval for them to proceed.
Garrick Willden addressed the Mayor and Council Members.  Mayor Nay stated she had met with Garrick this morning to review the budget for the projects going on.  She noted things are going well and staying within the $100,000 contingency. 
7:20 p.m. Jed Bartholomew, Mandi Bartholomew and Mark Pickett left and Eric Probasco arrived

 Garrick gave an update on the schedule, and what was taking place at this time.  He was still working out the conflict with UDOT and the micro seal project.  He and the Mayor will be attending a meeting on the 22nd in Richfield with UDOT.  He stated the loan for the storm water was tentatively scheduled to close on September 17, 2012 pending passage of the bond resolution.  He also commented he would get an updated construction schedule to the City as well as the businesses affected.   Discussion ensued regarding the process of the Streetscape Project.  Garrick presented a spreadsheet he had prepared for all of the projects and where the funding will be coming from as well as the expenditures going. Mayor Nay would like to schedule a meeting for the Council to review the storm drainage plans along with the spreadsheet for the funding.  The discussion that followed included the bid for the trees along with placement of the trees.

7:40 p.m. Council Member Powell made the motion to close the Public Hearing.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
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Consideration for and Adoption of a Bond Resolution authorizing the Issuance of $264,000 in Wastewater and Storm Drainage Revenue Bond, Series 2012, of Gunnison City, Sanpete County, Utah, Resolution 2012-8

Mayor Nay reminded the Council this bond payment would be paid by a fee on the monthly utility bill.  This fee will be instituted in July of 2013, with the amount of the increase dependant  upon the cost of the project and the amount needed to borrow.
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the adoption of a bond resolution authorizing the issuance of $264,000 in Wastewater and Storm Drainage Revenue Bond, Series 2012, of Gunnison City, Sanpete County, Utah, Resolution 2012-8.  Council Member Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

7:45 p.m. Garrick Willden left

Proposed approval of Equipment Purchases-Police Department-Chief Halliday

Chief Halliday presented the proposed graphics for his police truck.  The design and colors were discussed and approved unanimously by the Council.  He then reviewed the bid from DELL computers for 3 new laptops for the Police Department.  He felt the bid was a little high and would like to work on getting a lower bid before making a decision.  He reminded the Council the alcohol money received from the State would be used to purchase the laptops.  The Council unanimously agreed the department needed to order the 3 laptops, but would like to be updated on the costs prior to purchasing.
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the purchase of 3 laptops the Police Department per Chief Halliday reviewing the prices on the solid state versus the regular hard drive or whatever the specs may be.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

The Council also gave Chief Halliday their unanimous approval to purchase the graphics decided upon from Seth Hendrickson.  Chief Halliday reported the cost should be approximately $80/side.

Discuss and Proposed Approval of Swimming Pool Upgrades – Council Member Judy

Council Member Judy addressed the progress that had been made with the planning process of the swimming pool landscape.  Council Member Judy gave her recommendations   for the landscape design Mayor Nay had received from Barlow Landscaping.  She also proposed the project be postponed until the spring of 2013 with the flower beds being cleaned out this year as well as an estimate obtained on the cost of the concrete planned.  This will allow time to see how the budget works out on the pool for the current year.  The Council concurred with these recommendations.
Review of Storm Drainage Plans and Proposed Approval of Engineering Contract Amendments-Garrick Willden, Jones & DeMille Engineering

Mayor Nay reviewed the amendments to the Engineering Contract between Gunnison City and Jones & DeMille Engineering, pointing out the changes made to better suit the City.

Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the proposed Engineering Contract Amendments with Jones & DeMille Engineering for the Storm Drainage Plans.  Council Member Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
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Review and Possible Approval of Insertion of Probation Letter in Personnel Policy

Mayor Nay reminded the Council the Gunnison City Personnel Policy states new employees would sign a probationary letter, however there was no letter included in the current policy.  This letter would amend the current Personnel Policy in Sections 3.1.160 and 3.3.110 replacing and adding to both of these sections.   The Council would like these sections to state City Administrator/Mayor where they currently state City Administrator.  These changes will be made.
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the Insertion of the Administrative and Personnel Policies and Procedures Receipt Certification-Probationary Status amending sections 3.1.160(e)(f)(g)(h) and 3.3.110(h)(i)(j)(k).   Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
Proposed Approval of Christmas Decoration Purchase- Council Member Jensen

Council Member Jensen announced he had been researching new Christmas decorations for the City.  He wanted to get the opinion of the other Council Members.   Discussion ensued  regarding LED lights vs. regular lights, types and sizes of decorations, the costs, and what would work best for Gunnison’s Main Street.  Mayor Nay noted there will be 40 cobras to hang the decorations on.   Council Member Jensen will obtain more information on these and get them ordered as these have already been approved and budgeted for.
Discuss Current Planning & Zoning Issues – Council Member Jensen

Council Member Jensen stated this would need to be discussed in closed session as this would be pending litigation.

Review and Possible Approval of Sidewalk and Street Bids for 2012 Class C Road Budget – Council Member Powell

Council Member Powell addressed the budget for the 2012 Class C Road Budget.  He noted the carryover from last year, and reviewed the proposed areas to be done this year.  These areas had already been put out to bid, and the priority areas needed to be determined.  The bids had already been received, and he would like to get as much done as possible while staying within budget.  The first option looked at would be 100 North to the Hospital on the north side.  On the south side this would continue the City sidewalk into the lot of the insurance company sidewalk.  The north side would include the sidewalk from the Home Health building to Marcia Kjar’s property curb and gutter with the asphalt to carry it in.  The second option would be coming south on the west side down Main Street, with the north side still being looked at for a sidewalk from the corner of Charlie Lund’s building on Main Street to the City Hall.  It was noted this is definitely a drainage issue area.  On the south side there will be a bulb out at the bank, but it would be an option to carry the sidewalk basically to the drive strip and the alley.  The grade would need to be brought up behind the old Peterson’s building.  He noted they did have bids to asphalt the parking lot behind the businesses on the west side of Main Street, however that area will not be able to be funded at this time.  He questioned the possibility of partnering with the businesses to finish the parking lots behind them as well as complete the drainage.   The third option would be Center Street, however the cost would be so much, it might be better to get a bid on a slurry seal when they are doing Main Street.  The next option would include coming off the plaza with a curb and gutter that would carry on the west side of the east alley.  This would be a curb to keep water out of the businesses.  There would also be drive strips into their parking lots.  This would be done from the drive strip of Elkridge and carry a curb and gutter from that.  This would all be engineered for drainage making sure the slopes were at the level required for drainage.  The next option would include a storm drainage issue on 300 South on the east at Lee Bartholomew’s.  The area by the power pole on the east side would need to be rotomilled to Main Street and tilted back to the north with a curb and gutter installed with a drainage put in on the north side of the corner.  Council Member Jensen recommended the sidewalk be torn out on 200 South and leveled up.  Council Member Powell noted this was on the sidewalk
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 priority list.  He also voiced his concern regarding the safety issue coming up out of the Riverwalkway on 200 East on the east side.  He had received a bid to widen the west side of the approach 2-3 feet.  This would allow for more space for automobiles.  This bid would also allow for the paving of the corner down  to the approach into the Riverwalkway.  This would allow a greater buffer zone for walking.  It was discussed to place a white line for pedestrians along this asphalt.  Council Member Jensen wanted to be sure the water lines were up to date where the improvements were planned.  
Update on Water Engineering Study

Council Member Donaldson commented he had spoken with John Iverson from Sunrise Engineering.  John had informed him he was working on the reports, had acquired all of the information he needed and would be putting this all together.  Council Member Donaldson would follow up on this to make sure this process stays on schedule.  

Review City Projects and Upcoming Community Events

Council Member Donaldson stated he was still waiting for all of the information from CKR Engineering for the Riverwalk Bridge Project.  He also mentioned he had a commitment from the Lion’s for a $12,000 donation for this project.
Review Rural Summit Conference and Development of Economic Plan

Mayor Nay reported how excellent the Rural Summit Conference was she had just attended.  She summarized the conference detailing some of the leadership qualities that were important, and the importance of entrepreneurs in a small community.  She informed the Council that Allen Christensen from the Small Business Development Center at Snow College would be meeting with the high school counselor, Andy Peterson, along with Mayor Nay, Council Member Judy and teacher Yori Ludvigson to discuss a business plan and develop a pilot program for an entrepreneur program in our high school.  
Mayor Nay reminded the Council of the Gunnison City Employee Summer Party scheduled for Wednesday, August 29, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. at the Gunnison City Park.

Review of Main Street Progress and Proposed Approval of Estimates for Corrective Alternates

Mayor Nay told the Council there was really nothing new at this time.  The curb and gutter should be started on Monday.  

Future items to be Listed on Agenda
Recreation:  Council Member Pickett explained the County was considering using the proposed recreation par-tax for county purposes rather than allowing the municipalities to use it.  He would like the Council Members to contact the County Commissioners to relay the importance of allowing the municipalities usage of this tax.  He reminded the Council that the County would need to give their approval for this to be on the ballot in November, however if the County Commissioners do not give their approval, they must have it on the next ballot within the year for themselves.
Economic Development:  Council Member Judy will be working on a marketing pamphlet for Gunnison City, and will be going to all of the businesses.

Business Association:  Mayor Nay reported the Businessmen’s Association would be holding a summer social on September 6th, and were also planning on hosting the spook alley again this October.
Pressurized Irrigation:  Council Member announced the Gunnison Irrigation Company will be cutting the irrigation flow 50% on Monday.  This will last 10 days then the water will be turned off.  Discussion ensued on a delivery schedule for the citizens of the City.  It was determined to allow the East side to water 
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on Mondays and Thursdays, and the West side Tuesdays and Fridays.  Ordinance 2003-3 will continue with no watering allowed from 10:00 a.m.-6:00 p.m.  This will be advertised in the local newspaper, on the local radio station and posted in the City Hall, bank and post office with the Bishops announcing this in church Sunday also. 
White’s Sanitation:  Recorder Braithwaite reported the fee charged to the City by White’s Sanitation would be going down .25 cents with the decrease in gas prices.
ULCT:  Recorder Braithwaite reminded the Council Members of the fall Utah League in Salt Lake, September 12-14.  She would like to know as soon as possible who will be able to attend.
