Administration of Oath of Office to New School Resource Officer, Carl Wimmer

Recorder Braithwaite administered the Oath of Office to Carl Wimmer who had been approved as the new Gunnison Valley High School Resource Officer.  Officer Wimmer then reported things were going well at the school, while discussing his classes at the school and their objectives. He welcomed feedback, comments and suggestions.   
Limitation on Use of Fires within City Limits- Fire Chief, Boyce Mulder

Fire Chief Boyce Mulder stated he had consulted with Tom Peterson, the County Fire Warden, regarding lifting the ban on open fire pit burning within the city limits.  Both Chief Mulder and Warden Peterson agreed it was time to lift the ban on fire pit burning within the city limits as long as the pit was no larger than 3 feet in diameter.  The restriction would be continued on all other open burning as things were still very dry.  He also noted the open burning season would not begin until November 1st.   The Mayor then gave an update on the process of  trying to get some help from the State for the Fire Department’s budget.
Council Member Jensen made the motion based on Fire Chief Mulder’s advice that the recreational fire pit burning be opened back up with an allowable size limitation on the fire pit being put at 3 feet or less.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion. The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy and Powell.

Chief Halliday agreed with this decision.  It was also noted that burn barrels are illegal for use.

7:30 p.m. Boyce Mulder left
Review of Main Street Progress and Proposed Approval of Estimates for Corrective Alternates including Storm Drain at City Hall-Garrick Willden, Jones & DeMille Engineering

Garrick Willden with Jones & DeMille Engineering announced the bid opening date for the storm drainage system was set for Monday, September 17, 2012 at 1:00 p.m. at City Hall.  He noted the alignment of the storm water line being looked at currently would be  the north side of 200 South, looking at going 
100-200 feet then crossing over to the south side of the road.  This would be due to utility conflicts as you would go west, so they are currently looking at going on the south side of the road from there down to 200 West, down 200 South to 200 West and then through Gary Childs’s  property to the river.  Garrick stated he has an easement for Gary Childs to look at.  This should be the only property owner affected in that specific area.  This will be 100-200 feet from the intersection.  He noted when the contractor was out potholing the telephone line and sewer line, that is when the point will be defined of where to cross.  The issue going down that road on the south side is due to the sewer connections coming from the north side of the road.  Public Works Supervisor Childs had mentioned to Garrick he remembered some of these connections going in pretty shallow so it would be best to stick close to the main sewer line in case they run into a lateral that it can be lowered and still hit the flow line of the sewer.  On 300 South this will follow the ditch line that is
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 close on the north side of the road, then gothrough Rod Taylor’s property.  Garrick also pointed out the 350 West drainage would be connected to the 300 South connection at the sidewalk in front of the Rocky Mountain Power property. He mentioned some of the new grass would need to be taken out.  The pipe will come into a box at 300 South.  After speaking with Rod Taylor, Garrick commented they had determined the best area to put the pipe through his property to allow the water to run to the river.  Garrick then explained a concrete sump box could be put in next to the pipe in the low spot so the water that ran into the existing ditch would run into the box with a pipe being put in on the outlet side of the box that would be buried in the embankment and into the river.  This box could have a slide gate so when the river is flooding the slide gate could be shut to avoid any water coming back into the pipe from the river.  This would allow the slide gate to be left open during the summer months.  The worst case scenario would be if the river was flooding, the slide gate was shut and a big thunderstorm occurred, the sump box would need to be pumped to the river.  Garrick felt this sump box would benefit Rod’s property.  
7:30 p.m. Nedra Peterson arrived and Jade Wimmer left
Council Member Jensen questioned if a lateral would be put in coming back north on the west side of 100 West.  Garrick stated he would like to put a catch basin at the end of the concrete waterway then pipe it straight across east into the existing piping catching that pipe in a junction box.  He then stated the water would also be caught up on 200 South.  He informed the Mayor and Council the blueprints were not completed yet.  He noted they would not pothole until the bids were out, and the contractor would have a bid item for exploratory excavation.  He explained that is the contractor’s job to find the utilities ahead of time.  Supervisor Childs had previously stated there were utilities going down both sides of 200 South.  Garrick then explained the contractor would be required to clean the gravel off from the driveways to put the pipe in then put the gravel back in place.  
7:34 p.m. Jeremy Pickett arrived

Mayor Nay brought up the City Hall portion of the storm drainage problem.  She informed the Council she had met with the architect of City Hall, Kevin Madson,  regarding the water problems in the basement and who was culpable for these problems.  She stated they were going to go ahead and connect with Main Street at this time while acquiring a bid.  Mr. Madson stated he wanted to wait until the bids came into see if they were reasonable and he would work from there to help solve this problem.  This will be done as an alternate bid and looked at specifically. Garrick stated he was hoping to catch the catch basin north of the bank for the City Hall drainage to make the grades work.  Mayor Nay would like Garrick to talk with Kevin Madson for details of fiberoptics, etc. around City Hall before finalizing any plans.  

Garrick then reviewed the change order items.  These included one for Gary Carlisle lowering the waterline running down 100 South at a cost of $3,597.20.  This was done on an hourly basis and materials.  There were also some catch basins that had a little room to play, and rather than reroute the water lines to keep the grade, they were able to saw cut the box at a cost of $675.  There was also an open inlet catch basin in front of Action Video, and rather than catching the water there and going over into the pipe and having another box in the middle of the sidewalk, a storm drain T was put in rather than a manhole at a cost of $1,468.98.  The catch basin would have been a cost of $2,300.  He then addressed the problem with the grade that had occurred at 100 South.  The fiber optic line runs on 100 South, and there was a concern of the conflict with this line.  Concrete pipe (that is a squash pipe) had been ordered to get over the top of the fiber optic line, then as more information was gathered, it was determined this could be taken care of without the cost of the concrete pipe by moving the box a little bit and make the existing storm drain pipe work.  The cost of the concrete pipe installed would’ve been approximately $8,000, however since the regular storm drain pipe was able to be utilized, the concrete pipe could be returned.  The fee for returning the concrete pipe was $2,343.  Mayor Nay recommended this cost be split between Jones & DeMille Engineering and Gunnison City to further a shared professionalism.  Discussion ensued regarding this specific change order.  Garrick will take this back to Jones & DeMille and let the city know.  
Council Member Donaldson addressed the proposed bridge on the west side of the Riverwalk, and noted the structural engineer had provided the drawings.  Discussion ensued regarding placement of the bridge,
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 concrete placements and grades.  Council Member Donaldson will get with Garrick to gather more information for determination of the best placement.  
Mayor Nay noted the Main Street project is about right on schedule reviewing some of the details. Mayor Nay is currently working out an agreement with the bank to figure out a partnership for the concrete on the back north side.  Garrick mentioned he was just waiting for approval from UDOT before finalizing the storm water study.

Proposed Approval of Street and Sidewalk Bids

The bids received for the street and sidewalk improvements were reviewed.  Dale and Nedra Peterson questioned proposed improvements for the alleyway behind their business on Main Street as well as the proposed drainage system for this area.  The Mayor and Council Member Powell had a lengthy discussion with the Peterson’s explaining the 4 foot waterway on the south rear side of their building  diagonally leading to a curb and gutter on the west end that will run all the way to 100 South.  This will be a 16-20 foot alleyway throughout that specific alley.  The Main Street improvements in front of their building were also reviewed with the Peterson’s including a discussion regarding the placement of trees on Main Street.
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the bid from Staker Parson for the street and sidewalk improvements.  Council Member Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
8:25 p.m.  Dale Peterson and Nedra Peterson left
Proposed Approval of Main Street Improvements, Trees and Sprinkler System

Mayor Nay Council Member Jensen noted he had a conflict of interest voting on this item as it involves property he has part ownership of, however he stated he would still vote on this.  Mayor Nay stated the trees were planned to be placed on the property line with the trunk being on the concrete in a square with a box behind it on the property owner’s property.  Mayor Nay stated there are 26 of the cobra lights that would need to be painted, and 4 that were just replaced by UDOT that would not need to be painted or replaced.  She noted the Town of Marysvale had just had their lights painted by the inmates at the Sevier County Jail, and was looking into that option for these lights.  She had contacted Sheriff Brian Nielson to see if the Sanpete County Jail inmates would be able to do something like this in which he stated they would not.  The cost for this painting project could be anywhere from $2,000 to $5,400 which includes the $60 fee per day for the Sevier County inmates.  Council Member Judy and Mayor Nay will continue this project.  The Mayor and Council Members reviewed the map showing placement of the proposed trees. The Mayor reminded the Council the bid was for both the east and west sides of the Main Street.  As discussion ensued on the placement of trees and sprinkler system from 100 South to 200 South it was determined this item required further review and would be tabled to a future meeting.
Council Member Donaldson stated he had met with Richard Jensen and Mayor Nay at the park today, and presented the new design for the Veteran’s Memorial.  The new design was reviewed as well as the funding.  This should be started in two weeks.  The Council gave their unanimous vote of approval for the design.  Discussion ensued regarding what to do with the information booth at the park.  Council Members Donaldson and Jensen will look at the building tomorrow to see if it would be possible to sell.  Council Member Donaldson reminded the Council the information booth is where the power supply is currently located, and they would need to be sure the power was properly moved. 
Proposed Approval of Personnel Policy Amendments

Recorder Braithwaite reviewed the proposed amendments to be made to the Personnel Policy, explaining the reason for each amendment.
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Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the amendments to the Personnel Policy as stated.  These amendments include  2.5.090 Time of Payment to read “All employees shall receive their paychecks no later than 12:00 p.m. every other Friday according to the biweekly pay schedule, Section 3.1.120 (i)(4) to read “an employee can begin using accumulated annual leave following completion of his or her initial probationary period”, and 3.1.120 Vacation Rotation Schedule Beginning January 1, 2003 to read “Beginning July 1, 2012, new employees would earn prorated vacation, personal and sick leave in the year they were hired, however these benefits may not be used until his or her initial probationary period has been completed.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion. The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
Discuss and Possible Approval of Action, Intersection of 106 North 300 West – Council Member Jensen

Council Member Jensen explained the problem that had occurred on this location concerning the right of way and ownership of the property.  He reported he and Zoning Administrator Taylor had taken this to the County as well as hiring Central Utah Title to research the deeds.  Their findings regarding the 99 foot property east of Dennis Hill were as follows:  the right of way property in question has actually been in the deeds of the properties since 1899, with the owner of those properties actually paying property tax on that piece of ground since 1910.  It was Council Member Jensen’s recommendation a copy of the cover letter from Central Utah Title be sent back to the State who has initiated the mediation/arbitration request.   Council Member Jensen summarized this as it was never a road and was a mistake on the part of the County that they actually drew this on the plat map.
Future Items to be Listed on Agenda

Streets:  Chief Halliday mentioned Larry Childs would like to try out his new equipment, and donate his painting services by the Riverwalk coming down the hill by the house with the horses.  He would like to paint a double yellow line for approximately 300 feet for those who tend to cut the corners endangering those pedestrians, etc., and would like to get this done on Saturday.  The Council unanimously agreed with this proposal.
Chief Halliday also mentioned they would like to do some parking lanes in front of the elementary school on the east and west as well as a double yellow lane down the middle.  Discussion ensued regarding parking in front of the elementary school.  It was determined to gravel the east side of the road to help ease the street/parking problems.  This should help get the cars parked in the gravel rather than in the road.  Council Member Powell will get bids for this.  Council Member Jensen noted the sidewalk also needed to be repaired in front of Blane Jensen’s home as there was an 18” area that had sunk, and was a great liability to the city.
Recreation:  Council Member Pickett updated the Council on the process of the RAP tax.  He stated the four surrounding towns/cities had all approved for the proposition to be put on the November ballot.  Council Member Pickett was currently working on trimming the proposition to less than 100 words (as required by Utah law) at this time with the Mayor’s help.  The information will need to be advertised on a trifold paper and distributed to the citizens prior to the election.  

Engineering:  Council Member Donaldson will have Sunrise Engineering to the next Council Meeting to give a report on the water study they have been doing.
Garbage:  Recorder Braithwaite noted the fee charged to the city by White’s Sanitation would be increasing .50 cents the first of the month due to the increase in fuel prices.
Sewer Connection:  Recorder Braithwaite reported Dale and Nedra Peterson were putting a new sewer line to their building on Main Street, however they would be abandoning the old line they had previously paid impact fees for so they had been told there would be no charge by the city.
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City Hall:  Recorder Braithwaite mentioned Markell Coates would be holding a dance class in the basement temporarily until the Peterson building was completed on Main Street, as they had all approved of this.  She also stated the fee agreed upon would be $10.00 per day as this would only be temporary.  The Council agreed upon this temporary fee.

ULCT:  Mayor Nay would be attending the full conference next week in Salt Lake with Council Member Donaldson and Council Member Judy attending on Thursday.

Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday, August 15, 2012, Open and Closed Sessions.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
Businessmen’s Association:  Mayor Nay reported the Businessmen’s Association would be holding a business social tomorrow evening at the Gunnison City Park at 6:30 p.m.  She also informed the Council they would be doing the haunted tamarack walk again this year on October 18,19, 20, 22, 26, 27 and 29th.  The light parade would be held the Saturday after Thanksgiving.  
Main Street:  Mayor Nay reported the sidewalks will be started on September 12-14 or thereabouts.  The planter boxes will be started this week.  

Summer Party:  Mayor Nay reminded the Council the summer employee party would be Monday, September 24, 2012 at 6:00 p.m. at the Gunnison City Park.  Food assignments have been given.
