Possible Approval of Bid for Storm Water Drainage Project - Garrick Willden, Jones & DeMille Engineering
Garrick Willden with Jones & DeMille Engineering presented the bids for the Storm Drain Project.  The bid opening was held  today at 1:00 p.m. with the lowest bidders being Gary Carlisle for Schedule 1 which includes 200 South and 300 South, the storm drain down there and the extension from Main Street to the River.  Carlisle's bid was $225,300.  Schedule 2 includes the City Hall work in which David Madsen came in as the lowest bidder at $44,780.  There was some discussion after of extending Schedule 2 from just collecting the parking lot to extending it north to catch the other drainage basin.  This would cost an additional $10,000-$15,000 in order to catch the north side.  Mayor Nay would like to test this first, and Garrick mentioned they could get the grades done now in case this needs to be done in the future.  Garrick noted the bids came in under budget.  He then reviewed the budget spread sheet that was handed to each Council Member itemizing the revenues and expenditures for each project going on at this time.  Contingencies were also discussed. Garrick also noted both contractors would have their bonding in place for these projects.

He also noted Carlisle Excavating could possibly begin with the Schedule 1 project in mid-October, and he would check with David Madsen to find out when he would be available to begin Schedule 2.  

Council Member Powell made the motion to approve Carlisle Excavating's bid for Schedule 1  of $225,300 and David Madsen's bid for Schedule 2 of $44,780 for the Storm Water Drainage Project.  Council Member Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 3-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Judy and Powell.

Mayor Nay reminded the Council of the construction meeting held every Thursday morning at 9:00 a.m. for those wanting more information on the Main Street project, and invited all to attend.
Council Member Donaldson reviewed the progress on the bridge. He reviewed the abutment cross section drawing he had received and noted Valley Builders had given a cost estimate of $750 for the abutment on each side of the bridge.

Department of Environmental Quality-Update Status Report

Phil Bondurant introduced himself as the recently appointed Director of Health for the Central Utah Health Department in Richfield, Utah.  He stated he would be directing environmental health matters from Richfield working with the area inspectors in the matters affecting Gunnison City.  Morgan Atkinson reported the DEQ was currently in phase 3 which is the final phase of the sampling that Wasatch Environmental is conducting for Wind River.  The first phase was the Top Stop property so they could
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issue the no further action letter for that property so the development work could continue.  The second phase was the site wide sampling trying to narrow things down to find if there was any residual contamination with the third phase even narrowing it down further, hitting any properties that haven't yet been sampled or met the number of required sample locations to get basically the same type of letter the City received if any property owners wanted to refinance or sell their homes.  He stated 100 South was probably getting to the point the no further action letters could be issued for specific properties if they wanted them.  He reported they are to the point they have enough sample locations assuming the next round of sampling all comes back good they are pretty much done south of 100 South with the initial sampling.  Other than the ongoing  monitoring of the ground water monitoring network that is in place, they will continue sampling wells twice a year that will continue until the site is closed out.  He noted there were a couple locations that did not meet the requirements behind the theatre in the alley on 100 South.  He stated this is really the residual ground water plume and does not feel like it is fed by the soil contamination.  This area will be focused on for information for the final Corrective Action Plan due in November.  Mayor Nay would like to recommend the restoration issue be enforced.  Morgan stated they were banking on the fact  the State had the authority to require Wind River to restore the property to the conditions they were in before the release.  He stated anything that was done as far as construction work or installing systems would have to be removed prior to the no further action letter and it is also something that has to be removed because it was done as emergency abatement prior to the Corrective Action Plan being approved.  Due to the settlement agreement Wind River would probably bank on, he really didn't know how this was all going to come out.  He stated Director Brent Everett was going to push for all restoration.  Morgan reported the testing on the soil is done at an 18 foot deep level with some testing done at 15 feet due to refusal of things such as hitting cobble or the hard pan. This is done beyond the ground water table so multiple soil samples as well as ground water samples,  Morgan is expecting to see some suggestions in the final Corrective Action Plan to accelerate the clean up of the area behind the theatre such as injecting oxygen or using  more nitrates or enzymes.  Mayor Nay stated they would be doing more borings next week to see just how far this area extends.  Morgan stated the test holes around Taylor's property have tested clean.  He also noted the SVE in the west alley as well as the west Main SVE are still running.  He recommended anyone call him with questions.  He stated those citizens receiving any boring on their property had received an access agreement notifying them  of the boring as well as inviting them to the open house tonight to discuss any questions or problems with them.

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8:00 p.m. Progress Report from Sunrise Engineers on Culinary Water Study and Assessment - John Iverson

John Iverson from Sunrise Engineering addressed the Mayor and Council Members.  He wanted to bring the Council up to date in the Water Master Plan.  He then reported the current findings of the needs of the city to replace the old cast iron water lines, replace approximately 65 hydrants as well as add hydrants, and replace meters.  He also discussed taking care of the underground leakage along with replacing Peacock Springs by finding a new water source even though it was a reliable source it would cost more to make it palatable than to find a new source.  He also recommended a new water storage tank for culinary water.  He is also waiting for the results on samples from the springs.  He reminded the Council of the help available from the Division of Drinking Water and Rural Development where the loans and grants would be available.  He reported the full Water Master Plan should be completed within the next couple of weeks and would like to be on the next agenda for a work meeting to report their final findings.  Sunrise Engineering will also help with the financing process.  He also reviewed a  Five Point Analysis showing the growth of Gunnison City as well as projecting future growth of Gunnison City including capacity and distribution. He will review this all in more detail at the next meeting.

Main Street:  Mayor Nay would like to hold a party the last week of October or first part of November to celebrate Main Street.  Council Member Judy recommended it be held in conjunction with the light parade.  Mayor Nay stated KSL promised to come down. She commented the trees and perennials would be planted this fall.

Library:  Council Member Powell mentioned Sarah Donaldson had been approved by the Library Board for the part time position that had been posted recently. Josie Sorensen had also been approved  by the Library Board for the position as an on call position to work in the library.

Recreation:  Recorder Braithwaite reported Council Member Pickett had gotten a donation approved for $500 for the Little League Football program, however the budget had been changed for the field maintenance where the donation was going to come from so the amount was not there at this time.  Mayor Nay stated this will be looked at in the Council budget.
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Proposed Approval Bills and Adjustments

The Mayor and Council Members approved and signed the bills and adjustments presented.  
Mayor Nay wanted to be sure the mediation/arbitration request regarding the property on approximately 106 North 300 West had been followed up on.  Recorder Braithwaite stated she would send a copy of the cover letter from Central Utah Title as well as a copy of the approved minutes tonight to the state.
