A lengthy presentation and discussion ensued regarding water rights, source, storage, treatment and distribution identifying the needs and recommending improvements.

7:20 p.m. Mayor Nay would like to be sure to add Public Comment to each agenda as was planned in the Rules of Procedure and Order passed earlier in the year.  Zoning Administrator explained the Sign Ordinance and the reasons it was put into place.  Mayor Nay would like to work on educating the business owners of the Ordinance.   Administrator Taylor explained the process that would need to take place to change the Ordinance.  It was also determined  this will be discussed at the next Council meeting after the Council has time to study the Sign Ordinance.
Council Member Judy voiced her concern with the Main Street Project, and wanted to be sure the businesses were given adequate notice when work was being done that affected their business. She had received some feedback from a few of the businesses relating their problems to her when they did not have enough notice when the sidewalks were being poured.   Discussion ensued regarding the project.  Mayor Nay will bring this up at the weekly construction meeting in the morning.
Discuss Proposed RAP Tax - Council Member Pickett

Council Member Pickett reported the pamphlets had been put together to inform the citizens of 

Proposition 5, and would be mailed individually to each household.  He noted they would also like to put a power point together to further educate the public.  Discussion ensued on the best way and time to get this information out to the public. He reported the posters had been donated by Coca Cola, but Council Member Pickett was still concerned with the costs of getting this information out.  It was recommended to be proactive scheduling with various groups, taking them the information, and  that would help defer some of the costs.
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Update on Swimming Pool Activities with Proposed Approval of Equipment Purchase - Council Member Judy

Council Member Judy noted the chemical computers were having problems at the swimming pool.  Supervisor Sorensen had reported to her the computers would need to be replaced soon.  Council Member Judy reviewed the bids that had  been received.  The solar mats would also need to be replaced.  It was determined the computers would be put at a higher priority to replace with the mats being looked at next spring for replacing.  It still needed to be determined whether to get two computers with single controllers or one computer with a dual control.  
Council Member Judy also addressed the increased usage of the school at the pool.  Supervisor Sorensen was pleased with the increased usage, but wanted to make sure the pool was covering its costs.  Council Member Powell said the school would be willing to do what they needed to do.

Council Member Judy explained Tiffany Ludvigson would be helping with marketing at the pool, and would be receiving an increase in pay as determined by the Pool Committee.  The Council concurred with this.

Review Progress of Current and Upcoming Projects

Council Member Donaldson stated he had spoken with Lyle Young yesterday who said he would have the bridge completed by the end of the month.  The Lion's Club had met with Garrick Willden from Jones and DeMille, and decided where it was going to be put and how it was going to sit.  Garrick would be furnishing one more drawing prior to the completion.  The cement would be done when the drawing was completed with the Lion's Club and Council Member Donaldson getting the cement poured.  The actual cost of the planking would be a little more as it needed to be a commercial grade, and would be purchased from Valley Builders.  Lyle would also weld a 2"x1/4" wide plate across the whole thing so they would have something solid to drill into.  Lyle recommended this bridge be kept the rust color with a lacquer applied a year later to seal it.  Mayor Nay commented it would be good to involve the JayCees on this project.  Council Member Donaldson will work on this.
Future Items to be Listed on Agenda

Pool:  Council Member Judy announced the pool wanted to sponsor a City "Trunk or Treat" at the pool with cars around the park with booths on the west side of the pool.  This would be followed by a swim from 6:00-8:00 p.m. at the pool.  Discussion ensued.  The elementary carnival would be Friday, November 2, 2012.

Youth City Council:  Council Member Judy announced she would be sending out applications for City Youth Council at the high school, and wanted to get this done with the elections in November.  Council Members Powell and Judy reported the Sophomore students would be doing a service project next Wednesday for the City and Haunted Walkway.  Council Member Judy reported the other three grades would also be completing service projects if anyone had ideas of projects that needed to be done.

Economic Development: Council Member Judy informed the Mayor and Council Members she would be attending the Economic Gardening Training next Tuesday in Juab.

Streetscape Project:  Council Member Donaldson reported he had been in touch with Steve at the Gunnison Bank who stated  the concrete work on the north side of the Bank was in the process of being completed.  Mayor Nay announced after discussing the painting project with Lynn Pickett and hearing his concerns, she had been in contact with Tony McDonald who was recommended by Lynn Pickett.  Tony had painted Cobra lights for other Cities, and had done a great job.  He would be able to paint the Cobra lights for Gunnison for $265 per light or $330 per light for the taller lights.  The Council gave their unanimous approval to pursue this with Tony.  This will be put on the next agenda for an official approval.  Discussion
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ensued regarding what signage really needed to be put back up. Mayor Nay stated the new sidewalk would be sealed to help keep the salt from ruining the new concrete.
Mediation/Arbitration Request:  Council Member Jensen wanted to be sure all of the information had been sent regarding this issue.  Recorder Braithwaite reported all of the documentation had been sent, but no response so far.

Council Members Jensen made the motion to approve the City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday, August 1, 2012 as an agenda only due to the dysfunctional audio of this meeting.  Council Member Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 3-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen and Pickett.  Council Members Judy and Powell abstained as they were not in attendance at that meeting.
Council Member Powell made the motion to move out of open session and move into closed session pursuant to the Provisions of Section 52-4-5(1)(a) of the Open Meeting Law for the purpose of (i) discussion of the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual; and (c) strategy sessions to discuss pending or reasonably imminent litigation.  Council Member Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
