Public Comment
Mayor Nay invited the scouts in attendance to speak.  Joseph Parsons  informed the Mayor and Council they were working on their Citizenship in the Community merit badge which required them to attend a City Council meeting.  
White's Sanitation Contract Review and Proposed Approval - Max White

Chet White introduced himself as representing White's Sanitation.  He reported the last signed 5 year contract would end in January 2013.  He handed each Council Member a copy of their new proposed 5 year contract.  The new contract included a 50 cent raise per can per week. The current rate White's bills the City is $8.50 per can per week.  The new rate would be $9.00 per can per week.  He noted this was not only due fuel prices, but the overall increasing prices of replacing tires and equipment.  He commented White's still offers the 5 dumps to the City throughout the spring and fall that can be used for clean ups, etc. at no additional cost, otherwise the additional dumps are at the same cost of $150 for a 6th, 7th or 8th container.  They also give $1.00 discount to the widows on the City's bill upon approval as well as offering the walk up service for those who are unable to wheel their garbage out.  He also noted they are very good at picking up anything that is put out.    The new contract will take effect January 1, 2013 and run for 5 years.  The new contract will continue with the fluctuation of fees according to fuel prices on a schedule just as the current contract.  Mayor Nay would like this item on the next agenda to increase the fees by 50 cents per can per week.
Council Member Judy made the motion to approve the proposed contract with White's Sanitation effective January 1, 2013 for a 5 year contract.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell
Council Member Donaldson stated his concern that the timing of the garbage pickup around the new elementary school is occurring during a very busy time.  Chet will be sure to check this out and make sure it is taken care of.  Chet also mentioned the garbage pickup for Christmas and New Years weeks will be Wednesdays for those two weeks of the year.

Discuss and Proposed Approval of Impact Fees for New Building at Approximately 360 North 400 East

Council Member Jensen would like to table this to a future meeting.

Discuss and Proposed Approval of New P&Z Commission Member - Council Member Jensen

Council Member Jensen proposed the name of Burke Larsen for approval as a new P&Z Commission member.  Burke would replace Elise Bown who had left the commission earlier in the year.

Council Member Jensen made the motion to approve Burke Larsen as a member of the P&Z Commission.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell. 

He will contact Burke to let him know to let him know he is officially approved.

Review and Proposed Approval of Amendment to Personnel Policy 3.1.120(h)

Recorder Braithwaite reported Utah Retirement Systems just finished their audit of Gunnison City.  They recommended Gunnison City pass an amendment to their personnel policy stating all Tier II elected officials are considered part time and considered ineligible for retirement benefits.  This will stop some problems that could occur in future audits due to new legislation passed by the legislature.

Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the amendment to section 3.1.120(h) of the Gunnison City Personnel Policy.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

Christmas Decorations - Council Member Jensen

Council Member Jensen reported the new Christmas decorations had come in.  He is hoping the new Cobra lights arrive soon to hang them on.  Mayor Nay commented the new lights were supposed to arrive Thursday.  She also remarked the electrician is doing some circuitry so there will be 3 circuits to each pole.  The lights on the trees will actually be turned on with a photo cell/timer and the pedestrian lights could possibly be put on a timer to conserve on electricity.  Discussion ensued on a reasonable time to have the pedestrian lights turn off during the night.  Mayor Nay stated the new Christmas lights on the new cobras would be on all night as there is no photo cell to turn them off during the month of December while they were up.
Council Member Judy wanted to be sure the 4th of July banners get taken down.  Chief Halliday remarked there were 2 lights by 600 South that were out.  Mayor Nay was glad the light by Doreen Anderson's had finally been replaced.  

Mayor Nay stated the Christmas lights had been put on the trees on the corners and looked nice.  Council Member Powell and Council Member Judy reported there would be a group of students helping with the Christmas lights at the park next Tuesday.
Discuss Action from the Voting Results of Proposition 5

Mayor Nay congratulated Council Member Pickett for the passage of Proposition 5 yesterday in the elections and thanked him for all of his hard work in this effort.  Council Member Pickett stated it had been passed by Gunnison, Centerfield and Mayfield.  The next step will be for the Commissioners to canvass the election then each City Council will need to accept the vote.  A 7 member Board will need to be put together with 3 members from Gunnison, 2 from Centerfield, 1 from Mayfield with the 1 from Fayette in question at this time as it did not pass in Fayette.   He also noted this tax will start January 1, 2013, but the money would not be available until 90 days after the start of the first quarter which would be April 1, 2013.  An interlocal agreement would also need to be written up between all of the entities involved. 

Review City's Certified Local Government Status with Utah State History Department, Discuss and Approve Grant Opportunities and Awards for Local Properties Listed on the National Historic Register

Mayor Nay reviewed the certified local government status and what it takes to acquire that status.  This also gives access to the historical department of the state history board along with access to certain grants and 
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other benefits.  The grants are available every other year.  The Casino Star Theatre has applied for the grants historically as it is the only building on the National Historic Register in Gunnison City.  She 
reported they had recently received a grant for $8,000 for one of their project, however the check comes to the City and will need to be passed on to the Casino Star Theatre.   She explained further the requirements to qualify for the National Historic Register.  Mark Henline reported the buildings he was aware of in the valley that would be involved with this Register.
Council Member Powell made the motion to continue the City Certified Local Government status with the Utah State Historic Department for the opportunity of grants and awards for local properties through the National Historic Register for the future.  Council Member Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
Update on Main Street Project

Mayor Nay reported there had been several volunteers planting 1500 tulip bulbs today in the new planter boxes.  Gunnison Valley Hospital donated the bulbs.  There will also be groups of volunteers helping tomorrow to try to finish it up.  These bulbs will stay in throughout the year with the annuals being planted on top.  Walmart had donated $1000 which will be used to plant the annuals next year.

Mayor Nay also disclosed the deadline on the Main Street project had been extended 10 days due to the struggles and problems run into while trying to work on the storm drainage project at the same time.  There will be a meeting tomorrow morning at 10:00 a.m.  regarding this.  Mayor Nay would like Council Member Powell to attend.
Discussion ensued regarding the original bid for the Main Street project and what was included with the Plaza.  Mayor Nay stated all of the base work, electrical, irrigation and the  box for the clock including the conduit.  She also reported she had 2 bids back for the clock base, one being a $10,000 bid from Gary and Ralph and a $7,000 bid from Dale Cox.  Dale's did not include the 8" of concrete at the top.  After reviewing this with the structural engineer of the base for the clock, it was determined it would be fine to keep the area open and complete the footings in the summer when all of the funding has been acquired.  It would require  a little more hand work, however the footings would only need to be 2 1/2 feet rather than the deep footings as originally thought.  Mayor Nay is waiting to hear on the grants to complete this.  Council Members Powell and Judy voiced their concern of the tiles that had been chipped in the entry way to the Telephone Company.  Mayor Nay stated Gary Carlisle should be getting this repaired.  The Council Members thought it would be a good PR gesture to be sure this gets repaired even if the City needs to get it done.  Benches were discussed next determining the specifics for them.
The new bridge was brought up as it has been delivered to the site waiting to be installed. It was recommended it be allowed sit for a year and allow to rust then apply  the lacquer finish at that time.

While reviewing the bills and adjustments Mayor Nay specified the funding to pay for the painting of the Cobras would come from the B&C  Road fund.  Council Member Powell stated the alleyways and some of the sidewalks that were planned to be done would also be coming from the same fund.

The ribbon cutting ceremony was reviewed next.  Mayor Nay wanted to hold off on scheduling a date until after the meeting in the morning to insure the project was completed.  Council Member Powell would like to hold it the day of the Light Parade.
Mayor Nay reported there would be a matinee held at 3:00 p.m. the day of the Light Parade scheduled for Saturday, November 24th.  The Light Parade will be at 6:00 p.m. with Blake Newton at Subway being over the parade.   The route for the parade was discussed.  The ribbon cutting ceremony could be held at 
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5:00 p.m. pending completion of the project.  Council Member Pickett stated he had received many compliments on Main Street.  Council Member Judy reported she had  received many compliments also.  

Mayor Nay reported Staker Parsons were working on the streets, and were currently on 500 South and the Riverwalk bend.  They would also be working on 300 South.

Council Member Judy questioned the ownership of property at the Rocky Mountain Power property.  Mayor Nay would like to review the RMP contract to verify.

Council Member Donaldson reported the Lion's Club had given Lyle Young $5,000 to put towards the bridge.  There should be 2 cement bills coming in he would like to watch for to be sure they don't get paid twice, by the Lion's and by the City.

Council Member Judy would like to be sure there were line items put in the Pool budget itemizing the pool parties, particularly revenues and expenditures.  Recorder Braithwaite will make sure this gets done.

Future Items to be Listed on Agenda

Streets:  Mayor Nay would like to verify the procedure for crack sealing and chip sealing.  She will talk with Layne from Staker Parsons when he comes this week.

Bridge:  Council Member Donaldson stated the bridge had been set on the cement with the next step to be to set it in place.  He also noted it had been engineered for movement, expansion, etc.

Recreation:   Council Member Pickett thanked all the citizens who voted for Proposition 5, and will continue working on putting this all together.
Pool:  Council Member Judy reported there would be a high school pool party on November 15th from 
8-11 p.m.  She needed a portable projector .  Chief Halliday stated she could borrow the one the Police Dept. owns.
Proposed Approval City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday, October 17, 2012, Open and Closed Sessions and Wednesday, October 24, 2012, Open and Closed Sessions
Council Member Jensen and Mayor Nay would like the minutes for the work meeting on October 17, 2012 more detailed rather than "discussion ensued" prior to passage.  Recorder Braithwaite will get those completed.
Council Member Pickett made the motion to approve the minutes for the City Council Meeting held on Wednesday, October 24, 2012, Open and Closed Sessions.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

Proposed Approval Bills and Adjustments

The Mayor and Council Members approved and signed the proposed bills and adjustments.

Police:  Chief Halliday reported the list of happenings in the Police Dept. that was requested by Mayor Nay.  This included 403 incidents calendar year to date.  Of those, 80%  have been cleared.  Citations calendar year to date total 68 with 43 arrests totaling 111 arrests and citations for the year.
8:25 p.m. Sherriff Brian Nielsen arrived
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For the last month there have been 13 citations, 16 arrests and 42 total cases with 82% being cleared.  Mayor Nay would like to work on getting UDOT approval to decrease the speed limit further south possibly to Rasmussen's.  She reported a representative from UDOT should be coming the next couple of days to review that.  Mayor Nay commented on the number of complaints she has received regarding the 
speed of the traffic on Main Street.  The parking situation in front of the Gunnison Inn was also discussed.  Mayor Nay would like to review the numbers again in January from Chief Halliday.  Chief Halliday addressed the calls to assist in Centerfield stating there were 6 in the last month with them covering a couple for Gunnison City.  The total for the year was 40-48 with Gunnison assisting in Centerfield.  He also commented he appreciated the help from Centerfield when needed and felt it was working well at this time between the two cities.  Mayor Nay stated she had checked into the ability of a CDBG grant covering a new police car, and found out they would not cover a police car.  Council Member Donaldson reported he will be attending the CDBG meeting tomorrow morning in Richfield.  Sherriff Nielsen reported the coverage between Gunnison and Centerfield helped the County out immensely.  He also questioned the Council on any needs  the Sherriff's Department could help them with.  Sherriff Nielsen reported they had spent a lot of time on Hwy 28, and Council Member Powell thanked Sherriff Nielson for their time spent there and the importance of having their presence there.
Tree City, USA:  Mayor Nay stated she had been filling out the applications for Tree City, USA, and asked Council Member Judy if she would be involved in that.  She explained what this involves and how the City got certified, and had been certified since 2008.

DEQ:  Mayor Nay reported she had just attended an open house sponsored by the Department of Environmental Quality.  They reported Gunnison City is 80-90% cleaned up with a couple of hot spots lingering with the contaminants being more contained underground with not as many volatile gases which is the part that affects human life.  The serious hot spots are behind the theatre, behind Tami Hansen's house and one by Jill White's house.

Pheasant Run Outfitters:  Recorder Braithwaite reported she had a phone call from Mark Gilman who was requesting a list of those in the valley that would be interested in using their new convention building.  Mark would like to host a dinner for this group to show their facilities and what they had to offer.  Recorder Braithwaite would like the Council to let her know of any recommendations to add to this list.

Utility Bills:  Recorder Braithwaite reported the online bill pay the City uses on their website is currently offering to accept credit cards at no cost to the City, but needed the approval of the Council  The Council unanimously agreed this would be a good step to take.

Signs:  Recorder Braithwaite informed the Council the City had just received a certified letter from Reagan Signs requesting any new or proposed changes in the Sign Ordinance.  Council Member Jensen recommended she send them a copy of the current Sign Ordinance.
Donations:  The girls basketball team had recently sent their renewal forms around to keep the sign in the gym for Gunnison City.  The Council unanimously agreed this be renewed at a cost of $50.

PI:  Recorder Braithwaite reported the Gunnison Irrigation Co. had just billed the City for their assessments on the water shares.  They included the water shares Fieldstone Academy had turned to the City, however they were a year behind on paying their assessment to the Irrigation Company so this was added to Gunnison City's bill.  Council Member Jensen will gather more information on this before this is pursued any differently.  The Council determined they will need to review the water situation each year prior to authorizing the lease of any of the City shares.

The school bus routes were discussed due to the recent accident on Main Street.
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RAP Tax:  Council Member Pickett will take the bills incurred advertising the recent RAP tax proposal to Mayor Sorensen in Centerfield to see if they would like to pay a portion of these bills.
Wellness Council:  Recorder Braithwaite reminded the Mayor and Council of the Kick-Off Party next Tuesday for the Wellness Council.  
Council Member Powell made the motion to move out of Open Session into Closed Session pursuant to the Provisions of Section 52-4-5(1)(a) of the Open Meeting Law for the purpose of (i) discussion of the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual; and (c) strategy sessions to discuss pending or reasonably imminent litigation.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
