Work Meeting 
Present:   Mayor Lori Nay, City Council Members:  Blake Donaldson, Brian Jensen, Melissa Judy and Jeremy Pickett, Recorder Janell Braithwaite, Parks/Cemetery Supervisor Matt Reber, Public Works Supervisor Donald Childs, Officer Tyler Donaldson, Luis Cejudo, Manager Robert Sorensen, Police Chief Trent Halliday School Resource Officer Carl Wimmer, Court Clerk Pam Barrus and Police Secretary/Library Supervisor Carolyn Childs
7:00 p.m.  
Mayor Nay invited each employee in attendance to give a quick status of their department to including their top three priorities.  
Library:  Carolyn stated there were 17,000 books that were in the process of  getting new bar codes.  This will enable the City to be synced with the libraries in Richfield and Salina.  This should be completed by mid-April.  The State has given a $3,000 grant to help pay for the work that needs to be done.  The timesheets will be sent to Richfield then the State  will pay the people directly.  Carolyn is excited to hold summer reading in the basement of the City Hall, and discussed the details she had planned.  Her goal is to finish the bar coding of the books.
Police:  Chief Halliday reported he has been applying for grants to meet the equipment needs of the department.  He reported he is looking at the possibility of purchasing an SUV for the department when it is time to replace the next vehicle.  The moving of speed limit signs by UDOT were reviewed.  He will also start giving the Council a report each month giving the number of incidences that have been handled by the department.  He noted the speed trailer batteries tend to freeze up in the winter months,  and may look into solar panels for the batteries.  Mayor Nay reported the pseudo crosswalks would be painted as soon as possible and questioned the need to paint a pseudo crosswalk on 200 North by the park.  Chief Halliday announced the department would be teaching DARE to fifth grade at the elementary school, and  Fayette will help donate to this program. 

7:30 p.m. Jennifer Stewart and Cole Stewart arrived

Chief Halliday expressed his concerns and talked of the departments efforts at trying to slow down the traffic on Main Street.
Court:  Pam stated court is on Thursdays at 4:00 p.m.  She is looking forward to getting the proper security barrier installed in her room to bring her office into compliance.  She reported Mark McIff comes once a month and comes according to his schedule.  Her goals are to work on combining courts with Centerfield City and to get her new laptop.
Pool:  Robert has been working with Council Member Judy on increasing the revenues for the pool.  They have planned one swim party per month.  They also have a party club for those people or businesses that wish to donate $100 and sponsor a party.  He announced Tiffany Ludvigsen is doing a great job with the economic development of the pool.  The party sponsors were discussed further.  Robert has been looking into adding slides to the pools as well as looking into the air system at the pool trying to find some cost savings.  Robert proceeded to explain what would need to be done to install diving units for the swim team and swim competitions.

Public Works:  Donald reported he is just trying to keep everything going.  The storm drain project is pretty much completed, the test well has been drilled, they are pumping today and will be testing the water Tuesday.  He voiced his concern with the semi's parking on the side streets, and it was determined a notice should be put in the newspaper to help prevent this.  Donald remarked David Madsen would be starting the storm drain project by City Hall the end of April.

8:00 p.m. Kaleb Prisbrey and Stephanie Spencer arrived

Donald reported Kevin Rasmussen would be in the City next week to get the crack sealing done on the streets.

Police:  Carl briefly explained the benefits of employees exempting from Social Security and recommended the City research this option and make it available to the employees. 
Parks/Cemetery:  Matt reported he will be trimming the trees and getting ready for Memorial Day.  He reviewed the projects he had planned at the cemetery.  Matt would also like to put a new mower in the upcoming budget in July.

Recorder:  Janell reported her goals were to organize the filing system, better communications and to earn her certification.  

Mayor Nay would like to get a rough draft of the budget in March.  The Council recommended the department heads meet with Gary in March to work on their budgets then meet with the Council again in April or May.

Public Comment
There were no public comments at this time.
Gunnison Valley Hospital Update - Shawn Crane

Shawn Crane and Sara Donaldson, representatives from the Gunnison Hospital Board,  proceeded to give an updated hospital report to the Council.  They reported the medical expenses and revenues are both up, and the hospital is doing better this year.  Many of the departments were reviewed as well as their satellite clinic in Monroe.  Shawn mentioned they are still up in the air with the new Obamacare as this will have such an effect on everyone.   The hospital is doing better with their accounts receivable this year, and are receiving their payments at a faster rate than they have been.  They stated most of the physicians had signed up with Central Utah Clinic this year  rather than being under the hospital.  Mayor Nay would like a small packet or pamphlet put together to give to the new citizens to the area explaining the services offered at the hospital.  They will look into this.  They also reported all of  the indicators are showing the hospital is doing well.  Mayor Nay would also like to get a sign on the corner of Hwy 89 and Hwy 28 to visit historic
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 downtown, hospital, etc., and would like to partner with the hospital to get this in place.  Shawn reported the board is working on board education  while taking a more active role.  He stated their clinics and people are all about efficiency.

8:45 p.m. Jennifer Stewart and Cole Stewart left

Shawn and Sara explained the oncology services have been missed, and they are hoping to get them back in a clinic by June.   Shawn announced a group from the hospital had recently attended a day at the State Legislature to keep up on the legislation involving hospitals and medical care.  Mayor Nay reported on the planned airport expansion that could work to the advantage of the hospital with the longer runway and availability of allowing larger fixed wing planes.  Sara reported the Gunnison Hospital is the only Special Service District hospital in the state that has always been self supporting.

Review Appeal for Home Occupation - KBP Detailing, with Proposed Approval - Council Member Jensen

Council Member Jensen noted Kaleb Prisbrey had met with the P&Z to apply for his home occupation business license for an auto detailing business.  After the P&Z reviewed Section 1702 in the Gunnison City Land Use Ordinance, their recommendation was that the business probably did not fit into the home occupation criteria and denied the application.  Kaleb is now appealing to the City Council which is the process according to the Land Use Ordinance.  Kaleb explained the work of cleaning and waxing would be performed in a separate detached accessory building from the home.  The concern of the Council was the wastewater from washing the cars on his property.  Council Member Jensen explained the application would fit the criteria if Kaleb would like to make this a mobile business.  Kaleb stated he could turn this into a mobile business after making enough money to be able to purchase his own trailer and equipment to haul from site to site.  The Council will need to  interprete the City Code given.  The liabilities were reviewed as well as the possibility of allowing for this variance.  Discussion ensued regarding the details of the washing and cleaning.  This will be tabled for two more weeks to allow the Council more time to study the City Code and information given.

Review Christmas Lighting and Proposed Approval - Council Member Jensen

Council Member Jensen reported he is working on having a scout project redo the Christmas candy cane decorations for Main Street.  He also stated he would like to get the Christmas lights removed from the new trees on Main Street before the trees bud out.  Discussion ensued regarding Christmas decorations as well as when to have the lighting on the trees.  Council Member Judy brought up the details of purchasing new banners for Main Street.  Council Member Judy noted the high school would be putting flags on the posts going East and West, and it would be nice to be able to coordinate the projects.  The discussion also included having a two or three year plan for the purchase of the flags, banners, and etc.  The cobra lights were reviewed noting there are currently 37 flags for the cobras with 13 walking lights.  Discussion ensued.  This plan will be presented at the next Council meeting.
Review bids and Proposed Approval of Court Expenditure for Renovation in Court Clerk's Office-Council Member Donaldson

Council Member Donaldson stated he has been receiving bids for a security wall and door in the Court Clerk's office.  The construction details of the proposed wall and door were reviewed as well as the safety concerns.  This includes plans for a seven foot wall to install a glass door with a bronze/aluminum frame.  He also noted a security door would need to be installed to come into compliance.  Council Member Donaldson also reported he been in contact with the Mayor of Centerfield regarding discussions of combining the two courts.  A lengthy discussion ensued.
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Future Items to be Listed on Agenda
Pressurized Irrigation:  Council Member Jensen would like to sell a couple of shares of City water to Rory Ward as he has never had pressurized water at his home.  These shares would actually just be attached to the property.  Rory would have to buy into the system, purchase the shares and tie into the system.  Supervisor Childs voiced his concerns of allowing these shares to go into the farm system.  Council Member Jensen will discuss this with Rory to find a solution.  The park irrigation system was brought up next.  This was to be switched to pressurized, but had not been done when the irrigation pond ran empty last summer.  This would require a cut down 300 North to bring the line in.  Water rights were then discussed in regards to the new well being drilled and the allowed usage of water.  
Banking:  Council Member Jensen would like to look at opening accounts at other FDIC insured banks due to the Dodd-Frank Act that expired December 31, 2012.  The banks are now only able to insure up to $250,000 whether in an interest bearing or non-interest bearing account.  The Mayor will meet with Gary Keddington and Recorder Braithwaite to work on this.  
Recreation:  Council Member Pickett will have the names ready for approval for the Recreation Board on the next agenda.

Youth City Council:  Council Member Judy had sent a copy of the Youth City Council schedule to each Council Member noting the trip they had to the State Capital last week and their schedule for the year. 

Pool:  Council Member Judy had met with Gary Keddington and Robert Sorensen regarding the pool.  They had put a financial spread sheet together, and she would like the other Council Members to review it when they receive, and give any suggestions they may have.
Recreation:  Council Member Pickett would like to get Gary Keddington together with the other City Recorders involved with the RAP tax when Gary comes in March.

Economic Development:  Council Member Judy will bring a plan for the banners and flags to the next meeting.

Seniors:  Council Member Donaldson reported he had read a copy of the agreement between the City and the Senior Citizens.  Discussion ensued regarding the agreement and usage of space for an interview room for the Police Department.  Council Member Powell would like to set up a five year plan to work on those items needing to be finished to allow for usage of the basement.
Emergency Management:  Council Member Powell reported he and Chief Halliday should have a draft of the  Emergency Operation Plan ready for the next Council meeting.  He also reported the Vulnerability Assessment had been completed and sent to the Department of Homeland Security.  
Court:  Recorder Braithwaite informed the Mayor and Council the City website was now able to accept Court payments online.  
DFCM:  Mayor Nay reported she had spoken with Greg Buxton at the Governor's office regarding the expansion of the correctional facility.  She noted they are looking at putting another 192 beds into service at the prison.  They are looking for funding from the legislature for this in their budget. This should be completed  this year or next.  They are then looking at 288 beds in the next three to five years.  This would put the total prisoners to 2,021.  Mayor Nay indicated the Draper prison is most likely to be relocated with Grass Valley or Tooele looking like the best site at this time.  The Governor's office would like to know if Gunnison City has the water supply to allow for the expansion of the facility in Gunnison.  The City needs to be talking to the representatives now if the City is interested in being put on the list of possibilities.  Council Member Donaldson stated this would help financially with the new water project.  The Council  discussed the affects  of growth upon the City reviewing the pros and cons.   The economic development of the City was discussed.  Mayor Nay and the Council agreed to put Gunnison City's name in the pot, with a public hearing and continued discussions on this down the road.
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Economic Development:  Mayor Nay has a meeting set up Monday with Ephraim City.  This will be to work with them  to learn some of their patterns to help with EDC and in promoting the City.  Council Member Pickett will be attending this meeting with Mayor Nay.
Proposed Approval Bills and Adjustments

The Mayor and Council Member approved and signed the presented bills and adjustments.
Council Member Jensen made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
