Discuss Pool, Economic Development~Council Member Judy

Council Member Judy reviewed the Gunnison Valley Swimming Pool tri-fold pamphlet that had been prepared as well as a full detailed pool document.  She explained the information was preliminary information that had been put together by her, Supervisor Sorensen, Tiffany Ludvigsen and Gary Keddington.  This detailed the year of construction, cost to run, funding, revenues and expenditures.  She explained the pool receives the 6% utility tax and the 4% telecommunications tax the City receives to help fund the pool.  These are added in with the patron fees totaling an estimated yearly pool revenue of $280,000.  Supervisor Sorensen reported this averaged to a cost of $770 per day to run the pool with the revenues of patrons totaling $75 per day.   The estimated yearly expenditures total $281,000 which includes the loan payment.  From 2005-2012 Gunnison City has subsidized the pool above and beyond regular expenses a total of $72,000.   

7:25 p.m.  Suzanne Dean arrived
Centerfield City's contributions were reviewed next along with the number of patrons, Gunnison City residents vs. non-residents.  A lengthy discussion ensued regarding proposed methods and plans of increasing revenues.  This included discussions on family pass prices, letters to the local entities for donations, and various marketing ideas.  Suzanne Dean with the Sanpete Messenger reported she may be able to put an ad or article in their special newspaper that will be sent on April 17, 2013.   The pamphlet could be displayed at the store, and the utility statements could  have a pool message on next month as well as sending a pamphlet to each household in the valley.  The pool will be holding their spring party on Saturday, April 20, 2013.  Mayor Nay commented this would be a good item to send on a mass text when the City gets that set up.  Council Member Judy will proceed to move forward on this.

The bonds for the pool were reviewed along with the payment schedule.

Discuss and Proposed Approval of Part-Time Summer Employee Position

Council Members Jensen and Donaldson noted they had met with Supervisors Childs and Reber regarding their needs for summer help.  It was reported they would like part time help for approximately 30 hours per week as well as someone to water the flowers and sweep the sidewalks for approximately 2 hours per day.  Council Members Jensen and Donaldson will have more information for approval at the next Council Meeting.
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Review Funding of Clock Tower~Council Member Jensen

Council Member Jensen wanted to review the Eccles grant received for the planned clock on Market Square.  He reported this would be helpful when answering questions from the citizens.   Mayor Nay handed a copy of the approval letter from the Eccles Foundation to each Council Member.  The details were reviewed including the contribution amount as well as the deadline of June 1, 2013 for the contributions.  Mayor Nay reported she had a committee put together to get this organized.  She stated this was a "last dollar grant" while explaining what a last dollar grant is.  Mayor Nay reported the new clock is currently planned to be 35' high with the face being 4-5' in diameter.  Mayor Nay described the plaque she would like to put in place to identify and memorialize the clock. If this could all be put together and ordered by June 1st, then it could take 90 to 120 days to receive the clock.  
Update on Bridge~Council Member Donaldson

Council Member Donaldson reported the Lion's Club got the tread put down on the bridge and the concrete had been poured within the past week also.   He noted David Madsen had donated all of the river rock, and Supervisor Reber had a scout troop place the rock.   It is basically finished except for one more coating on the steel which another scout troop will complete.  He mentioned the Lion's Club had put in a lot of time installing the decking.  Mayor Nay wanted to be sure everyone who donated and volunteered their time was thanked for their efforts.  Council Member Donaldson was very pleased with the results.
Report on Gunnison Businessmen's Association ~Buy Local First ~Mayor Nay/Council Member Pickett

Mayor Nay updated the Council  on the recent Gunnison Businessmen's Association meeting.  She reported there were two representatives from Buy Local First located in Salt Lake City.  They are a non-profit organization dedicated to educate the public on what it means to buy local first.  If everyone would purchase 10% of their needs locally, this would add $526,000 to the local economy.  There were eight or nine local businesses that signed up with Buy Local First.  They will have their pictures taken to start the campaign to buy locally.  She also reported the businessmen started their own chapter the day of their meeting.

Individual Council Management Report

Mayor Nay would like a monthly report from each Council Member on their management areas.

Council Member Jensen:  1.  PI-he reported the system is fully charged, with several leaks being repaired here and there.  The citizens have been asked to wait a couple weeks to actually use the system.  The easements will soon be acquired to enable the City to re-install the irrigation water line just east of City Hall to those houses affected by the damaged line.  2.  P&Z-the sign ordinance will be worked on at a Public Hearing on April 10, 2013.  3.   Airport-Mayor Nay reported the bid had come in lower than expected for the airport project.  4.  Christmas Lights-there is still an Eagle Scout project that will be working on these.
Council Member Judy:  1.  Youth City Council-she has them working on some marketing items and will be assisting with the barbeque scheduled at the end of the month for the City cleanup.  They will also be taking a tour of the City facilities on the 17th.  2.  Beautification- Council Member Judy questioned Council Member Jensen regarding the Public Nuisance Ordinance referring to the unruly lots in the City and what can be done to get them cleaned up.  Council Member Jensen will do some research on the Nuisance Ordinance.  Council Member Donaldson will look at the plat map of the City to verify ownership of the lots prior to sending letters to the owners for cleanup.  3.  Cemetery-she reported there had been some problems incurred with the recent cleanup at the cemetery.  Several citizens had complained their new decorations had been discarded.  It was planned to get new signage at the cemetery to inform the citizens when the cemetery will be cleared to prepare for specific holidays to prevent problems in the future.  It will also be noticed in the local newspaper to allow the citizens time to gather their decorations
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prior to the cleaning.  4.  Beautification-Mayor Nay reported the Bloom Masters have been ordered for the pots on Main Street.  Council Member Judy noted the flowers had been ordered at Skyview Nursery.  Mayor Nay reported any loss of soil in the planter boxes on Main Street will be guaranteed by the contractor.  The flowers will be planted the Monday and Tuesday after Mother's Day.  
Council Member Donaldson:  1.  Water-the water system is plugging away, and making process on the project with the financing being worked out.  2.  City Hall-House of Glass should be in to get the court security wall/door completed as soon as the hardware gets in.  They should have the interview room in the Police Dept. completed.  Recorder Braithwaite reported the House of Glass recommended the wall have more insulation installed to help reduce the noise.  He also called Peterson Refrigeration to check out the gas smell in the kitchen Monday morning.  Peterson's replaced some of the orifices in the gas stove that were plugged and probably leaking.  Mayor Nay reported the quilt cabinet had been completed in the hallway for the Seniors.  Richard Petersen, at the school, had made this and had done a great job.  Discussion ensued regarding whose responsibility it was to pay for the cabinet.  The MOU with the Seniors was reviewed.  Mayor Nay and Council Member Donaldson will talk with Jay Childs regarding the bill.

3.  Horse Arena-Supervisor Reber had built a drag and gone around the arena cleaning up all of the weeds.  It was noted the Endurance Run would be held Memorial weekend.
Council Member Powell:   1.  Sidewalks-Mayor Nay reported the bid from Parks had been received for 100 South  This was for $4,000.  He will arrange to get this completed in this budget year.  2.  Roads-he stated the prioritizing will still need to be done on the chip sealing.  This will be done in the fall.  There was an area that had sunk by the round house behind Gunnison Market.  He will have Supervisor Childs look at the area affected.  3.  4th of July-Steve Embley is in charge from the stake, and the dinner will go on as usual.  The fireworks and concert will also be held at the park.  The fireworks will need to be held at least 700' from any home.  The dinner and concert will be by donation, and the committee will determine who gets the 4th of July auction this year.  Mayor Nay noted the concert will be performed by Charlie Jenkins with Poll Sound providing the equipment.  This could run around $6,500.  4.  Streets-Mayor Nay would like to have the streets cleaned, and will review the budget for this on Monday with Recorder Braithwaite.  Mayor Nay reported the cross walks will also need to be painted in, and she will get the bids on this.  It may need to wait until July to fit in the new budget year.  Council Member Judy questioned a levy for semi's running through town.  Recorder Braithwaite will look into this.  Mayor Nay reported there are 1600 semi's per day running though town.  

ULCT:  Recorder Braithwaite reminded the Mayor and Council of Utah League, and will need to know who will be attending by tomorrow.    
Mayor Nay:  1.  Annual Six Co. Leadership Summit-this was held today, and was excellent.  She was able to talk with all of the legislative representatives today regarding the problems Gunnison City is facing trying to get representation from rural areas on the board for the relocation of the prison.  She noted 47% of prisoners are in rural areas.  The funding approved was not for the 192 bed expansion in Gunnison.  DFCM was not considering rural Utah or the County jail system at this time feeling they could build a cheaper prison and operate it more cheaply  with new technology.  Mayor Nay reported the numbers would have to be proven to believe this.   She was informed today, the County jails will need to be filled before they start building something new.  The most difficult prisoners will still need to stay on the Wasatch Front, close to the court systems.  Spencer Cox had nominated Mayor Nay's name for the committee, and Spencer had been nominated from the legislature.  Mayor Nay recommended the Council Members write a letter to the Governor stating we need rural representation on the board.  Mayor Nay will e-mail the details to the Council Members.  Mayor Nay discussed the current City water situation with the representatives, and felt the City had their support.  Senator Okerlund had reported education was a big winner raising 2%  in all of their wpu's.  Kay McIff had been very instrumental in making a big difference in small schools.  In the last 5 years they have been able to raise 26% in small school budgets.  Senator Okerlund noted they hear the small cities and are working for better road funding.  They are also spending money on the evasive species -cheat grass, trying to prevent the fires that have occurred in the past.  There was also a big battle won with the roads being owned by the towns, cities and state.  She also reported Colt is relocating, and Mayor Nay would like to look into getting them to Gunnison.   Mayor Nay would like work on the approach for rural -
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economic development.  This was discussed at the meeting today.  It would be good to have the money to purchase more land and complete a road in the industrial park to entice businesses to the area.   2.  Utah Arts Council-the Arts Council is honoring Gunnison City for leadership in the arts.  This is the Governor's award.  It will be a big event with the Arts Council on May 2, 2013 at 12 noon.  Mayor Nay would like to purchase a table for $750 for the banquet and would like all of the Council Members to attend.  This will be put on the next agenda for possible approval.   Those attending will receive a free packet to attend the conference.   3.  Best of State Mayor-Mayor Nay reported she had been awarded the Best of State Mayor from the Governor's office.  
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday March 20, 2012, Open and Closed Sessions with the change of the word "Vervin" changed to "Verdin" on page 2.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy and Powell.  
Proposed Approval Bills and Adjustments

Council Member Powell made the motion to approve and sign the presented bills and adjustments with the question being answered on the Youth City Council bill.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy and Powell.
Industrial Park:  Council Member Jensen would like to actively pursue the promotion of the industrial park.  Mayor Nay would like to put a plan together with Les Praul from the State to pursue this promotion.  Mayor Nay reported there is a $1,500/annual fee to join the EDC to help promote growth and economic development.  Council Member Jensen also reported with the big push on "Buy Locally", it seemed odd the UDOT employees that had come in his business said they could no longer do any purchasing from his business as they have to honor the new State contract with Lowe's to do their purchasing there.  Mayor Nay will check on this.

9:47 p.m.  Richard Nay and Jeremy Pickett arrived
Airport:  Richard Nay, the airport director, reported the project approved for the airport by the State included crack sealing and a slurry coat on the runway.  The project was approved for $90,000, but the bids had come in at $53,736.  This would allow for other projects to be completed.  The State does not cover asphalt on taxiways.  The crack sealing will be completed this week with the slurry coat  and paint being completed the first week in May.
