Report on Employee Staff Meeting ~Council Member Judy

Council Member Judy had attended the Employee Staff Meeting yesterday, and reported on the discussion and training that took place.  The employees are currently working on emergency preparedness.  It was determined it would be a good idea to list Council directives on the agenda for the staff meetings to give the Council Member attending time to list any directives that may be coming from the Council to the employees at that time.  The Council would like to see an emergency preparedness team put together involving a member of the local churches, hospital, schools, police, city and CUCF.  Council Member Powell noted all three of the local schools were installing radios on their own bands, and there are also three handheld radios they will have to use.  The Council would like to invite a member from each city along with the other representatives mentioned to meet for coordination efforts on emergency planning.

Monthly Individual Department Review

Council Member Jensen:  1.  PI- the system is all pressurized.  the Easement has been sent to the Kennady's.  When it is received back, then Supervisor Childs will be able to repair the PI line east of the City Hall.  The 108 shares will not be rented out this year the way things are looking.  2.  Storm Drainage- when the ground settles, the repair and finishing work will be completed.  David Madsen will begin the storm drainage project at City Hall when he is done with another project he is currently working on.

Council Member Powell:  1.  Streets- the bid came in to asphalt Center Street at $174,850.  The project will need to be prioritized and see when it can be worked into the budget or possibly take care of the worst part and patch, feathering the asphalt.

Council Member Jensen:  3.  Airport-the project is for cracksealing and is being worked on.  4. Summer Maintenance Help- the job will be opened up and posted for summer seasonal part time maintenance help.  This will be for 30 hours per week.  Mayor Nay addressed the fire hydrants that still needed to be changed out on Center Street that could be completed with extra help.
Council Member Pickett:  1.  Recreation Board-the Board's next meeting will be next Wednesday.  Richard Nay is the new Chairman with Desirae Christiansen being the Vice-Chairman.  It was noted the Council Member representing each City will lose their spot on the Board if they go off the Council.  The Board is currently finalizing the job description to post May 1, 2013.  They would like to end the posting on May 22, 2013 and have the new Rec Director begin on July 1, 2013.  Council Member Powell would 
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like to be sure they have representation in all activities and sports.  Council Member Pickett reported it had been discussed to have the Rec Director be the Secretary for the Board.  He also reported he had received a lot of help from John Bradley from Nephi in putting all of this together and thanked him for his help
2.  Sewer- it had been discussed to increase the fee for sewer connections, and would like to discuss this in the future.   There will be a cost increase from Twin D to clean the lines within the next year.  

 3.  Economic Development- Buy Local First will be to Gunnison in May to meet with the Gunnison Businessmen.

Mayor Nay:  1.  CLG History Conference-will be held May 8-9, 2013 in Salt Lake, and wondered who could attend.  She will forward this information to Council Member Pickett to see if he can attend.

Council Member Judy:  1.  Dairy Days-the students at the school have been gathering histories from the older generation and will hopefully be presenting them in a booth at Dairy Days.  There are a group who would like to see these histories carry over into the July 4th celebration.  Council Member Powell made note of this.  2.  Economic Development- it would be good to update the signage into the industrial park and coordinate it with the signage coming into Gunnison.

Council Member Donaldson:  1.  Water- there will be a meeting with the Department of Corrections at 10:00 p.m. Friday.

There will also be a meeting on May 7, 2013 with Rural Development regarding the proposed water project.  2.  Court- the security wall and door have been completed.  3.  Seniors- have talked with Jay Childs regarding the bill on the quilt cabinet, the agreement with the Seniors was reviewed.  Council Member Donaldson has not heard back from Jay regarding responsibility of the bill, he will follow up on this.

There were no citizens in attendance wishing to make public comments.

Review River Walk Agreements~ Hal Pickett

Mayor Nay  referred to the Memorandum of Understanding agreement written in December 2005 between Hal and RaeDene Pickett and Gunnison City.  She noted there had been things agreed upon that had  not been completed, and that is the reason the Pickett's would like to meet tonight.  Hal questioned what the City had done for Rod Taylor at that time.  It was noted the City had helped pay for the materials for Rod's Fence.  Hal stated that would be fine with him if the City did the same thing for him.  The 369' of fencing agreed upon in the MOU includes fencing around the bend on the dog leg (behind Freedom Ford and Bonnie Nay's where it makes the corner)  then approximately 150' along 200 West below Hal's house right where the bridge is, the piece of ground north of the bridge where the sprinkle wheel lines are below Brian 
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Jensen's house. The fence would be put across the west end of 200 South, along the west end of the Riverwalk.   The cost estimate on the agreement was based on 369' of fence line.  The details of the MOU were reviewed which states the City plans to install a livestock fence on the northeast side of the encumbered property and the west side of the property on 200 West and 200 South with the landowner given the option to build the fence.  Hal will look into the pricing for the materials.  He stated he is willing to put the fence up.  He would like to follow the curvature of the walkway while keeping an equal distance meeting up with Rod's fence.  Hal will get back with the Council once he has the pricing.  The agreement states the area, the height requirements, and maintenance responsibility as well as agreed upon costs and reimbursements for the fencing.
Mayor Nay addressed the properties affected by the river, and questioned if Hal had any property he would like to deed to the City.  He stated he was fine with his the way it was.
Hal then reminded the Mayor and Council he also had a water connection coming from the City as part of the MOU agreement.  Since the time limits were up on his end and the City's end, he would like to have the option open to allow a two year time extension for him to use the connection owed.  He stated he should have it used within six months, but would like the extra time in case something comes up.  The Council unanimously agreed to grant the extension until July 1, 2015. 

Hal voiced his concerns regarding the condition of the road at 500 South and the dip in the road at 200 West 300 South.  Council Member Powell answered Hal stating these were on the list to take care of when the companies start making asphalt this spring. He will also get Supervisor Childs out with the grader to take care of the dip at 200 West 300 South.
Mayor Nay reviewed the points agreed upon with the Pickett's tonight.  The fence on 200 West will be the nice fence like Rod Taylor's and the fence on the inner or turning section will be barbed wire with cedar posts to match the existing fence.

Review Plans for Scheduled City Clean Up~ Council Member Judy

Council Member Judy indicated the City Clean-Up would be from Monday, April 22 through Monday, April 29, 2013.  Supervisor Childs has Worth Recycling coming to clean out the steel from the City yard.  The two dumpsters will be placed by White's Sanitation, and there will be a barbeque at the park Saturday, April 27th at 7:00 p.m. to celebrate the clean-up.  The table wear and drinks will be provided for all those who can attend.
Mayor Nay addressed Arbor Day, explaining that in order to stay a member of Tree City, USA, the City needs to have an Arbor Day celebration with the Mayor proclaiming the date as well as purchasing and planting  trees.  She announced the City received their 5-year Growth Award yesterday from Tree City, USA, at a luncheon hosted at the Red Butte Gardens.  The City also received gift certificates/vouchers totaling $250 to be used towards trees at any nursery.  Mayor Nay reviewed the qualifications to be a member of Tree City, USA.  
Future Items to be Listed on Agenda

4th of July:  Council Member Powell noted the 4th of July Committee had held its first meeting, with the next meeting scheduled for Tuesday, May 7th.  He would like to be sure to invite Supervisor Reber to the next meeting as this all involves the park.  He reported the recommendations Marshall Sorensen had given 
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the committee for the dinner, as well as the items the market was willing to help with.  Mayor Nay reported the auction would be given to the high school this year.  Council Member Powell reviewed some of the details of the committee meeting.  Mayor Nay would like to meet with the American Legion representatives to offer  help from Gunnison City to help them get their monument project completed.    Council Member Judy will contact Jed Bartholomew to see if he can attend the second Council Meeting in May.  Discussion ensued regarding placement of the stage for the concert at the park as well as location of the fireworks.   
Mayor Nay will help obtain sponsors for the event.  Council Member Judy has three Youth City Council members that would like to help with the celebration.  Council Member Powell will contact them.

Swimming Pool:  Council Member Judy reported she has been working with Suzanne Dean at the Messenger for pool advertisement.  Suzanne explained the post-its that would be attached to every paper throughout the area, and reported she would do these for cost which will total $300.   She would also need 11,000 copies of the single page ad  the City would like inserted in each paper by next Tuesday.   Suzanne will get pictures of the pool, and Mayor Nay will e-mail some pool pictures to her as well as having Tiffany Ludvigson sending Suzanne some pictures of the pool parties she has.  Suzanne explained this will go out in the Salina Sun as well as all of Sanpete County.  Suzanne will have the ad designed.  It was determined to turn the Pay Pal back on for the City website to enable citizens to purchase the advertised family pool passes online with a credit card.  Recorder Braithwaite will get that taken care of.  The discussion on advertising and methods of payment as well as methods of copying the 11,000 copies ensued.  Council Member Judy noted the Gazette would also be running an article for the pool and there will be tri-fold pamphlets set in major establishments throughout the area including Salina and Manti.  The deadline for the Swim Pass Sale has been set for June 15, 2013.  

Parks/Cemetery:  Council Member Judy commented the swing set would need to be moved due to liability issues.  She also reported they needed to determine what trees to plant at the cemetery.  Mayor Nay mentioned she had heard of a new fast growing ash tree that was doing well, and she had also been impressed with the cimarron ash trees.  Council Member Judy mentioned she had discussed the option of putting slats in the fence with Supervisor Reber who noted the importance of proper engineering to be able to do this.  It was reported the berm is now gone at the cemetery.  Council Member Judy would like to get signs for the swimming pool on the streets.  She will talk with Boyce Mulder at UDOT about getting some signs placed for directions to the pool.  

Mayor Nay addressed the process of how things are done in the City.  She believed if a project was for a change in public space or considered a capital improvement it should have input from the community as it is their space, such as the cemetery.  Everyone on the staff should understand their projects need to go through their liaisons on the Council and if it rises to the level it needs to be brought before the Council then the Council Member should bring the conversation to the Council.  This may be determined more by being a 5-year asset on the books or not that seems to trigger this need for discussion rather than the cost of the project.  It was discussed that the last time the perpetual care fee was discussed was in 2009 when the Ordinance was last redone. 
Food Bank:  Recorder Braithwaite reported a representative from the Sanpete County Food Bank had called today to follow up on Gunnison City's desire to help with the food bank.  Council Member Judy stated the food bank would be coming down next Wednesday at 11:15 a.m. to meet with the Youth City Council and complete a training on going to the different businesses in town to get sponsorships for the food bank.  

Social Media:  Prior to advertising anything on social media, Recorder Braithwaite would like to have a policy in place first to govern all social media within the entity of the City.  Discussion ensued regarding types of social media and to what extent the City may want to go.

Discuss and Proposed Approval of Expenditure for Utah Arts Council Awards Banquet

Mayor Nay reminded the Council of the Utah Arts Council Awards Banquet on Thursday, May 2, 2013 at 12:00 p.m. at the Kearns Cultural Center.   Most of the Council Members stated they would be unable to attend.  Council Member Pickett will plan on attending with Mayor Nay.  
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Mayor's Report of Utah League of Cities and Towns Convention

Mayor Nay reviewed the classes she had attended at the recent ULCT Convention.  She gave a handout from one of the trainings, and commented how well worth while the conference had been. 

Tentative Budget:  Mayor Nay reminded the Council a tentative budget would need to be passed at the next Council Meeting.   Discussion ensued regarding passing the upcoming budget.
EDC:  Mayor Nay reported she had called Les Praul with the State of Utah  and was working on pursuing involvement with the EDC on community development.
Proposed Approval City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday, April 3, 2013 Open Session
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday, April 3, 2013, Open Session.  Council Member Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
Police Dept:  Chief Halliday presented a proposal for a Youth Mentoring Program that Officer Wimmer would like to start for some "at risk" youth.  This would include some life-training, community service and activities to give the students life skills and tools they may not get at home.  The costs that could be associated with this would come from the Youth Court account.  Chief Halliday believed using the funding for preventative measures would be a great investment for the money.   The details of the program were reviewed with a unanimous approval of the Council for the program.  Council Member Powell commented on the effort Officer Wimmer has made to make a presence at all three schools each day.

Chief Halliday also reported there were some citizens who were interested in starting a community watch program.  He would be willing to get some signs made at $40/piece and pay for them out of the police budget.  He would also like to get some signs posted for ATV speed limit signs along Farmer's Freeway as well as some other areas.  He will look into his budget for these also.  The Council unanimously agreed with both of these ideas.  He will work on getting some training done for the community watch program, and had already presented to one group of citizens.
Mayor Nay referred back to the handout from the ULCT Convention reviewing more items on the document.

Mayor Nay reported the Clock Tower Committee had been meeting and were awesome.  The next meeting will be Wednesday, April 10, 2013 at 7:30.  The design is close to being completed.  Mayor Nay reviewed some of the details the committee had decided upon as well as donations for the clock tower.
Proposed Approval Bills and Adjustments

Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the bills and adjustments as presented.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
