Public Comment
There were no comments at this time.

Discuss and Proposed Approval of Land Lease ~ Richard Dyreng

Richard Dyreng addressed the Council stating he was looking at putting a pivot in north of their barn, and reported he would like to rent a piece of ground Gunnison City owns by the City sewer ponds.  Richard had an aerial photo of the area reviewing the ground he would like to rent and where he would like to put the pivot.  He acknowledged he was aware of the fact he would have to move off the property if the City were to expand the City sewer ponds.  He reported land rents for approximately $100 per acre with $80 of that being water, he would like to rent the property for $10 per acre per year.  Council Member Jensen would like to see the agreement between Centerfield City and Gunnison City for the land at the sewer ponds.  The Mayor and Council reviewed the plat maps of the land where the sewer ponds are located.  Richard noted he would also need to contact other land owners in that area due to the land the pivot would affect.  He reported the sewer line runs east of the canal.  Mayor Nay informed Richard the City would be willing to work with him on this, but would like to look over the interlocal agreement first.  Richard will also talk with Centerfield City then get back with Gunnison City for a decision on the matter.

Possible Approval of Road Closure 200 North-Main to 100 West-South of City Park from 6:30 to 9:00 p.m., May 4 for Chalk painting in the Street at Cinco de Mayo Celebration

Mayor Nay addressed the Cinco de Mayo celebration that would be held Saturday, May 4, 2013 at the Gunnison City Park.  The organizers of the celebration would like to have chalk painting in the road, and are willing to wait until GIC closes for the day if the City will approve the closure of the street to allow for the activity.  Discussion involved the timing of the closure, and what would be best to prevent parking in the chalk painting areas.

Council Member Judy made the motion the City close the streets of 200 North to Main to 100 West-South of the City Park from   3:30 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.  Council Member Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy and Pickett.  
Mayor Nay encouraged the Council Members to help with the Cinco de Mayo celebration.

Possible Approval to Release a Portion not to exceed $10,000 of Perpetual Care Funds for Capital Improvements at Gunnison City Cemetery

Mayor Nay specified the need to approve the transfer of funds from the Cemetery Perpetual Care Fund to allow for the planned capital improvement projects at the cemetery.  Council Member Judy read the list of planned improvements along with the costs she had received from Supervisor Reber.  These totaled $6,700.  
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Mayor Nay would also like to see a vinyl fence installed on the west side of the cemetery to act as a barrier 
from the Correctional Facility.   It was noted there is already a chain link fence located along the west side of the cemetery, and  Supervisor Reber had reported the length of the proposed area would be 700-800 feet.  Council Member Judy reported she had talked with Julie at Skyview Nursery regarding the type of trees that would work well for planting along the west side of the cemetery.  Julie had recommended the Sensation Box Elder tree.  


12:35 p.m.  Matt Reber arrived

These specific trees would grow to 35 feet.  Discussion ensued regarding the safety issues of having tall trees next to the Correctional Facility fence.  Mayor Nay informed Supervisor Reber she would like to have a vinyl fence installed on the west side.  Supervisor Reber recommended the existing chain link fence have a curb poured along the bottom of it to strengthen it then install the slats for more of a barrier.  Council Member Donaldson would like to have this brought before the Warden to see if the State would be interested in helping the City with the costs of a new vinyl fence.  Mayor Nay will bring this up with the Warden.  Discussion continued regarding the type of tree that would be best to plant at the cemetery.

Council Member Judy made the motion to Release a Portion not to exceed $10,000 of Perpetual Care Funds for Capital Improvements at the Gunnison City Cemetery.  Council Member Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy and Pickett.  

Supervisor Reber summarized the horse race he is would like to organize for the equestrian park.  He explained it would be a match race where 20 horses come in with a planned minimum of 10 races.  He would like to have a Mexican band and a bounce house for entertainment and stated those that run the taco stand were willing to come in and set up for food.  He reported the proceeds would be a fund raiser and would stay in the rodeo arena budget.  This is still in the planning stages with no date determined at this time.
Discuss Miss Gunnison Pageant

Mayor Nay stated it was time to donate the $400 previously approved for the Miss Gunnison Pageant.  She reported the pageant is under new direction and leadership and believed it was heading in the right direction.  She reported Ashton Leake and Adrie Ashton would be taking over the pageant this year, and were planning to hold the pageant on June 29, 2013.  Mayor Nay informed the Council the float is currently being stored in a shed at the Anderson property, and was in good shape.

Proposed Approval of Tentative Budget 2013-2014, Resolution 2013-1

Supervisor Reber advised the amount set for the dragon be moved into the Riverwalk budget rather than the park budget.   Mayor Nay agreed upon this, and reported Gary Keddington would be to the Council Meeting on Wednesday, May 15th to continue working on the final budget numbers.  Council Member Jensen voiced his concern over the increased budget planned for Gary Keddington.  Mayor Nay explained the reasoning of the increase.  

12:50 p.m.  Trevor Powell arrived

Recorder Braithwaite also explained some of the new GASB regulations recently mandated by the State of Utah.  Council Member Judy questioned the professional and technical services under the Council budget.  Mayor Nay explained what expenditures fell under this line item such as the City attorneys and IT services.  The economic development line item was also discussed with the amount in question to join the EDC.  Council Member Jensen questioned the airport budget including money for new signage.  He will discuss this with Richard Nay.  He then questioned the wages and benefits assigned to the pressurized irrigation budget, and believed they were excessive to the actual time put into the system.  He reminded the Mayor and Council part of the principal and interest payment were supposed to come out of the water fund, but 
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could not see it set up in the tentative budget.  This is the amount owed to the pressurized from the water fund when the bonds were combined.  He noted the rate increase of $3.30 per month per bill was passed two years ago (June 2011), and couldn't see the need for another rate increase to make the bond payments if the correct amount were transferred from the water fund that was owed to the irrigation.  Discussion ensued regarding the amount that would need to be charged for the storm drain system.  There would need to be a fee to cover the bond payment as well as the bond reserve the City needs to have in a reserve account.  Mayor Nay would like to have the storm drainage fee on the next agenda.  
Council Member Jensen reported David Madsen would be starting the storm drainage project at City Hall around the 15th of the month, and Carlisle's would be in town to complete their finish work the first of the week.  

Chief Halliday reported he would be attending a training in Montana on May 12-May 18 and wanted to be sure it was approved for him to stop at the Republican Convention  for a few hours on his way home in the police truck.  The Council unanimously approved of this stating it would not be a problem.

Council Member Judy questioned the RAP tax amount and what it would cover.  Council Member Pickett explained it would cover the maintenance as well as the salary for a Rec Director.  Recorder Braithwaite reported she had put the information on the City website for the Rec Director opening.  This position will close on May 17, 2013.  
Proposed Approval Work Meeting Minutes and City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday, 

April 17, 2013 Open Session
Council Member Jensen noted he would like more detail added to the minutes regarding the fence details in the discussion with Hal Pickett.  This should include the fence up behind Freedom Ford and Bonnie Nay's where it makes the corner.  

Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the Work Meeting and City Council Meeting Minutes for Wednesday April 17, 2013, Open and Closed Sessions with the amended addition of the fencing details by Freedom Ford and the back of Bonnie Nay's on the corner.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.  
Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the Tentative Budget 2013-2014, Resolution 2013-1.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  the motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

Recreation:  Council Member Pickett questioned the liability coverage for the recreation department especially for softball and those activities in the fields.  Council Member Powell noted the property belongs to the school.  The actual agreement was in question, and Council Member Powell recommended Council Member Pickett talk with Paul Gottfredson at the School District Office to clear up any questions on the coverage and use time for the field as far as liability coverage.

Veteran's Memorial:  Council Member Donaldson reported he had met with Richard Jensen to determine what funding was still needed to finish the Veteran's Memorial Monument.  Richard had given him a list of  total items and costs for the monument.  Council Member Donaldson noted the amount needed to complete the memorial was $5,800 which was much better than the $20,000 he had been told prior.  Council Member Donaldson then reviewed the power that would need to be run for the lighting at the monument, and the placement of the power lines.  Supervisor Reber reported he had met with Jed Bartholomew the day before, and had been told the light would be installed on the back of the light pole that would shine on the whole monument.  Council Member Judy reminded the Council she was to follow up on the monument and invite a representative from the Veteran's Memorial Monument to attend the next Council Meeting.  Mayor Nay 
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didn't know if that would still be necessary at this point with the progress that had been made on the monument.   Mayor Nay explained the ideas that had been brought up for the fund raising to complete the amount needed to finish the monument.  

Water Project:  Mayor Nay reviewed the most recent census report stating Gunnison City is the poorest population in the State of Utah, and noted Rural Development had come up with different figures. Council Member Donaldson reminded there was a meeting  set up Tuesday with Rural Development for discussion on this.   
Proposed Approval Bills and Adjustments

The Mayor and Council Members approved and signed the presented bills and adjustments.
Council Member Powell made the motion to move out of Open Session into Closed Session pursuant to the Provisions of Section 52-4-5(1)(a) of the Open Meeting Law for the purpose of (i) discussion of the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual; and (c) strategy sessions to discuss pending or reasonably imminent litigation.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  the motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
