Polling Places:
Primary Election (if required): The location of polling places for all voting precincts for the city primary elections will be in the council/court room of the City Office located at 2191 E. 6550 S.
General Election:  The location of polling places for all voting precincts for the city November elections will be in the council/court room of the City Office located at 2191 E. 6550 S.

Absentee Voting also known as Early Voting:

Early voting will be conducted the 2 preceding weeks before each election.  Early voting shall begin on the date that is 14 days before the date of the election.  The election officer will determine the early voting schedule for their municipality according to the guidelines set forth by Utah Code.

Note:  Early voting for the primary and general election will take place at the city office.

1. In Person (same as early voting)
2. Hospitalized Persons

A person who is hospitalized or otherwise confined in a medical or long-term institution after the filing deadline may vote an absentee ballot on Election Day.
