MINUTES
JULY 18, 2013

A regular meeting of the Town Board was held on July 18, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Hall Auditorium.
Item 1 – Roll call.  Those present and answering roll call: Trustees; Daniels, Heaton, Moos, Rohn, Ross and Truax and Mayor Moser.  Attorney Anson was also present.
Item 2 - Review of the Minutes of the June 20th meeting.  Trustee Ross moved to approve the June 20th minutes as written, seconded by Trustee Daniels.  Motion carried 6-0.
Item 3 – Eaton Days – Rebecca Proctor.  Rebecca Proctor, chairman of the Eaton Days Committee, appeared before the board with a report regarding the Eaton Days activities.  Rebecca stated they served 1,400 people at the barbeque and approximately 1,000 people at the Street Dance, which ended earlier due to rain.  Family Fun Night was canceled due to rain.  The fireworks were shot off later with a rain delay.  The Vintage Baseball game was well attended.  Attendance numbers were up from previous years.  Rebecca appreciated all help given by the town employees.  Rebecca introduced some of the committee members involved with the festivities.    
Item 4 – Lori Carlson – 515 Third Street – Requesting a handicapped designated parking space at this address.    Ms. Carlson has been taking care of her disabled mother the last four years, who is confined to a wheel chair and would like to have a handicapped sign placed in front of her address to make transport of her mother easier.  Currently she is experiencing difficulties with people parking in front of her house making it difficult to get her mother to the vehicle for transport.  Concluding discussion and questions Trustee Ross moved to grant the request, seconded by Trustee Heaton.  Motion carried 6–0.   
Item 5 – Resume discussion of allowing chickens in town.  Concluding the first reading of Ordinance No. 553, which allows keeping of chicken hens, the board requested some modifications be made.  After discussion and reading, Trustee Daniels moved to approve the ordinance with the recommended changes, seconded by Trustee Truax.  Roll call; Heaton–aye, Moos-nay, Rohn-nay, Ross-aye, Truax-aye and Daniels-aye.  Motion carried 4–2. 
Item 6 – Resolution 2013-07 – Transferring the Cable TV Franchise.  Attorney Anson explained the need for this resolution.  Attorney Anson has reviewed the documentation provided and found everything to be in order.  Trustee Truax moved to approve Resolution No. 2013-07, seconded by Trustee Ross.  Motion carried 6-0. 
Item 7 – Maplewood Estates, 6th Replat.  Gary explained the request for the replat in Maplewood Estates, which is located directly south of Bank of Colorado (55 S. Elm Avenue).  Bank of Colorado is purchasing Lot 2 from Agfinity to create employee parking and an atm.  Concluding questions and discussion Trustee Rohn moved to approve the Maplewood Estates, 6th Replat, seconded by Trustee Moos.  Motion carried 6-0.
Item 8 – Citizen Comments/Questions. None.
