MINUTES
mAY 17, 2012

A regular meeting of the Town Board was held on May 17, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. in the Town Hall Auditorium.
Item 1 – Roll call.  Those present and answering roll call: Trustees; Daniels, Moos, Rohn, Ross and Truax and Mayor Moser.  Absent: Trustee Heaton and Attorney Anson.
Item 2 - Review of the Minutes of the April 19th meeting.  Trustee Truax moved to approve the April 19th minutes as written, seconded by Trustee Ross.  Motion carried 5-0.  
Item 3 – Pat Kelly – Colorado Cougars pro basketball team.  Mr. Kelly appeared before the board to present more information and background about the Colorado Cougars pro basketball team, in hopes of relocating the team to Eaton.  Mr. Kelly is speaking to the Eaton School District to procure a place for the team to play and be able to accommodate seating for the public.  Mr. Kelly is hoping things go well and he is able to raise funds to build a new facility in town. 
Item 4 – Rebecca Proctor – Eaton Days chairperson.  Rebecca appeared before the board to present an update of the scheduled events taking place for the Eaton Days Celebration taking place on July 13, 14 and 15.  As part of the celebration of Eaton’s incorporation 120 years ago, Mrs. Proctor invited the board, mayor and town staff to ride in the parade as honored guests to show appreciation for everyone’s dedication to the town.  The board, mayor and staff will let Mrs. Proctor know whether or not they will be able to participate.
Item 5 – Alan Holmberg, Anderson & Whitney – Review of 2011 financials.  Alan Holmberg provided the board with a review and presentation of the audit for 2011.  Concluding questions and review Trustee Ross moved to accept the financial reports as presented for the Town of Eaton and the Eaton Housing Authority, seconded by Trustee Daniels.  Motion carried 5 – 0.   
Item 6 – Special Events liquor permit.  The board received a request from the Eaton Sertoma Club to have a Special Events Permit for Eaton Days during the Street Dance on July 13th to serve beer and wine.  Chief Jacobson had no objections for approval of the requests and all paperwork appears to be in order.  Concluding discussion Trustee Ross moved to grant approval of the permit, seconded by Trustee Daniels.  Motion carried 5 – 0.
Item 7 – Citizen comments/questions.  None.
Item 8 - Reports. Gary provided the board with an update and information on the NISP project.  Gary recommended the board and mayor participates on the tour and work session of the project being held on July 16, 2012.
Gary stated he and Scott had met with the Library Board regarding ideas of expansion with the possible purchase of the property south of them, 124 Maple Avenue.
Gary reported this year new storm drains will be placed at Cottonwood Avenue and Collins Street and Cheyenne Avenue and Collins Street.  The block on Collins Street between Park Avenue and Cheyenne Avenue will be milled down about 9 inches and replacing curb and gutter and repaving to prevent flooding.
A new water station is being built in an 8ft. by 10 ft. building on Factory Road to accommodate the companies purchasing water from the Town for oil and gas work.
There is no word yet on the East Eaton Grant.
The Town Square drainage design is now completed and the construction drawings will be done later this month for the sidewalk along Elm Avenue with construction being done this summer.
Gary gave an update on the proposed storage units for Poulsen’s Hardware. 
The USDA is looking at purchasing land in the Maplewood Estates Subdivision.
