One of the new events is a Midnight Mystery. The first one is scheduled for Jan 17.  The class filled in less than a week, so we will probably do three more this year. Your fabric must be precut when you arrive for class at noon. Sewing instructions will be handed out during the day. The staff will press, unsew, true up and feed you dinner. Hopefully most of your quilt will be done by midnight. I'm hoping our first midnight mystery will be a big success. You will want to check your emails for the next Mystery date and signup soon.

We also have two "Sew Baby Sew” nights scheduled. These are a UFO time of sewing.  We start sewing at 2pm on Saturday till 11 pm Sat. night. We sew Sunday from 9 am to 2pm. Dinner will be provided on Saturday night. The cost is $30.

We have several clubs that will be starting after the first of the year.  Longarmers club will be meeting the second Tuesday of every month from 10am - 12pm.  This is a time to network about any longarm successes or problems.  We always learn something at these meetings.

Embroidery club starts back up the second Monday evening of each month starting in February on the 10th at 5:30pm. Anyone is welcome in this club.

Our 2014 Block of the Month starts in March on the first Saturday of the month. We meet at 9:00am in the classroom. There are still a few spots remaining in this club.  The last club that we are offering will start in March also, on the second Saturday of the month at 9:00 am.  Tula Pink's 100 Modern Quilt Blocks will be the book that we are using. We have the quilt on display for this club. A few staff members will be making these blocks with you. This quilt is made with scraps in a rainbow of colors, or colors that provide you with a color wash. We ask that you purchase your book from us and any additional fabric you might need, otherwise the club has a one-time charge of $25.
