B) RESOLUTION NO. 2009-8 1

A RESOLUTION  (1) SUBMITTING BALLOT ISSUES TO THE ELIGIBLE ELECTORS OF THE TOWN OF  HOT SULPHUR SPRINGS, COLORADO,  AT THE COORDINATED GENERAL ELECTION TO BE HELD TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 3, 2009, AUTHORIZING THE TOWN TO (A)  INCREASE TOWN AD VALOREM PROPERTY TAXES  BY AN ADDITIONAL AMOUNT OF APPROXIMATELY $30,240 FOR THE FIRST YEAR AND ANNUALLY THEREAFTER IN SUCH AMOUNTS AS ARE RECEIVED EACH YEAR BY THE IMPOSITION OF AN ADDITIONAL MILL LEVY NOT TO EXCEED THREE (3) MILLS, COMMENCING WITH TAX COLLECTION YEAR 2010, AND CONTINUING THEREAFTER, WHICH INCREASED MILL LEVY WILL BE USED FOR OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE EXPENSES OF THE TOWN’S WATER AND SANITARY SEWER TREATMENT PLANT AND SYSTEM AND TOWN STREETS AND ROADS, SUCH REVENUE TO BE COLLECTED, RETAINED AND SPENT AS A VOTER APPROVED REVENUE CHANGE AND EXCEPTION TO THE LIMITS UNDER ARTICLE X, SECTION 20 OF THE COLORADO CONSTITUTION; (2) SETTING THE TITLES FOR THE BALLOT ISSUES; (3) designating the town clerk As the designated election offcial; AND (4) APPROVING AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT WITH THE GRAND COUNTY, COLORADO, CLERK AND RECORDER FOR THE CONDUCTING OF THE COORDINATED ELECTION.
