
Chemo Quilt Instructions 
 

These are whole cloth quilts.  
Finished width: 41” – 50” (Width of Fabric) 
Finished length: 68” – 70” 
 

 Fabric:  must be of a good quality quilters cotton or flannel.   
- The fabric theme needs to be for adults and cheerful. 
- Avoid solid red, dark blue and black colors. No metallics.  

 Batting: your choice; wool batting not recommended due to hot 
water laundering after every use. 

 Machine Quilting: at a minimum of 3” between lines of quilting. 
Cross hatch, meandering, stippling, pantograph, or walking foot 
stitching recommended. No hand tied quilts. 

 Binding: by machine only. 
 

 

Supplies: 

 4 yards fabric (2 yards for front and 2 yards for back) 

 Batting & thread 

 Binding fabric 
 
Instructions: 

 Cut two pieces of fabric WOF x 68” – 70” 

 Make a quilt sandwich – fabric, batting, fabric 

 Quilt as outlined above 

 Put on binding completely by machine
