Proposed Approval of Mayor Pro-Tem

Council Member Powell made the motion to approve Council Member Pickett as Mayor Pro-Tem for the April 4, 2012 Council meeting.  Council Member Jensen seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.
Planning & Zoning Recognition – Council Member Brian Jensen

Council Member Jensen recognized Elise Bown for her 12 years of service on the Planning & Zoning Commission thanking her for her time and efforts put into the position for all of those years.  She was given a family swim pass to the Gunnison City Pool as a token of thanks from the City.

Swimming Pool – Possible Approval of Advertisement
Council Member Judy noted the local paper has always run ads in the paper for the swimming pool, in which the pool has traded the cost of the ads for a pool pass.  Manager Sorensen relayed to Council Member Judy his concern in making sure this was still approved by the Council to continue in this manner.

The Council unanimously approved to continue with this after researching the cost of the ads vs. the cost of a family pass at the pool for a year.

White’s Sanitation – Update on Gas Increase

Recorder Braithwaite reported White’s Sanitation would be increasing the cost of picking up the garbage by .25 cents/month to the City.  The Council felt the cost would not need to be increased to the citizens at this time, but would need to watch for any future increases then look at the possibility of increasing fees.  The cost increase from White’s was due to the increase in fuel prices which is built into the contract.
Review Culinary Water Service for New Homes Outside of City Limits

Recorder Braithwaite reported she had a phone call from Rege Roberts who owned 80 acres north of Gunnison City by the Gunnison City well.  He reported he was interested in doing a subdivision.  This property came with 1 water connection from Gunnison City when it was purchased originally.  He had already met with the Planning & Zoning for Sanpete County, and was questioning the possibility of getting water from Gunnison City to supply this subdivision.

If the City would not supply the water, Mr. Roberts stated he would be looking into drilling a well. He also informed Recorder Braithwaite he owns 101 shares from the Fayette irrigation system.  Discussion ensued regarding the usage of the well, chlorination and maintenance of the line.  Council Member Donaldson will call David Church with ULCT to get more information and options for this situation where it is out of city limits.  Supervisor Childs recommended this be discussed with Mr. Forbush at the Water Resource Division in Richfield especially concerning the safety zone around the Gunnison City well.  This will be tabled until more information is gathered along with the water study.
Review Maintenance Contract for Baseball Fields

Council Member Pickett would like to have the Recreation Committee review the current contract, and award the bid at the next Council meeting after it has been posted for 2 weeks.  The current contract will need to be revised and updated to meet current needs.  Council Member Powell reminded the Council the baseball fields are owned by the School District, but the agreement states the school maintains it during the school year with the City maintaining it through the summer months.  This is for the whole complex including the softball fields.  He also announced the softball fields will be getting new cinderblock dugouts along with a new scoreboard.   
Discuss Utah League of Cities & Towns Convention, April 11-13, 2012, St. George and ULCT Road School, April 25-27, 2012, St. George

It was determined none of the Council would be available to attend the ULCT Convention this spring along with the concerns of trying to stay within the budget.  Supervisor Childs will be attending the ULCT Road School April 25-27th in St. George.  Council Member Powell reminded those in attendance to let him know of any training attended.  He is forming a spread sheet to keep records of all of the trainings up to date.

Council Member Powell made the motion to approve the minutes from the Friday, March 23, 2012 Council Meeting, Open Session.  Council Member Judy seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell.

Council Member Donaldson voiced his concerns regarding the sidewalk and traffic on 500 South.  Council Member Powell noted the 3rd Stop sign had been put up.  Chief Halliday reported they had also painted white lines on the road by the Stop signs.  Council Member Judy informed the Council of  the concerns she had heard at the Community Council meeting held at the elementary yesterday regarding the hill north of the bridge and the creek.  The parents had voiced their concern of the safety of the children walking on this route.  Supervisor Childs will get a bid for costs of a 430’ sidewalk on 500 South.  This would need to be widened from the subdivision east.   Council Member Powell specified the bus routes he is allowed to run.  Council Member Judy reported Principal Hansen is doing some educational training for his elementary students. 
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Council Member Jensen made the motion to approve the minutes from the Wednesday, March 21, 2012 Council Meeting, Open Session.  Council Member Powell seconded the motion.  The motion 
passes with a 4-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy and Powell.   Council Member Pickett abstained as he was absent from that meeting.  
Recreation:  Council Member Pickett noted he may have a Recreation meeting next Wednesday and will let Recorder Braithwaite know so it could be posted.

Riverwalk Bridge:  Council Member Donaldson stated Jones & DeMille had turned the structural engineering over to CKR of the bridge.  Jones & DeMille will do the on sight engineering.

July 4th:  Council Member Donaldson was still trying to solidify a deal for the July 4th contract, and would keep the Council informed.
