Proposed Approval of Seasonal part-Time Employees for Summer 2012

Mayor Nay and Public Works Supervisor Donald Childs had held interviews Monday, April 30, 2012 for the part-time seasonal employee for the summer of 2012.  It was determined there had been some good qualified candidates apply, and discussion ensued regarding the decision made.

Council Member Jensen made the motion to approve Jace Anderson for Gunnison City part-time, seasonal help for the summer of 2012 at $8.50/hour.  Council Member Donaldson seconded the motion.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell. 

Proposed Approval of Ordinance 2012-2, FEMA-Flood Damage Prevention

Mayor Nay reviewed the discussion held with FEMA earlier in the day, specifically John Crofts, NFIP Coordinator with the State of Utah and Barbara Fitzpatrick, CFM, Senior Natural Hazards Specialist Mitigation Division with FEMA.  Congressman Jason Chaffetz also had two representatives from his office attending the meeting with FEMA.  It was explained the City would be in a better position to help the citizens of the City in the long run if the Ordinance was passed than to have no control over the situation if the Ordinance were not passed.   The Council Members unanimously determined they did not agree with this process and felt they would have to pass the Ordinance under protest to the rules set forth by FEMA.  The flood map was incorrect, but would be put in place by FEMA anyway which posed many problems for the citizens of Gunnison City.  Gunnison City would be responsible to hire engineers to get the map corrected which could take 4-6 months while in the meanwhile the mortgage companies could impose unnecessary flood insurance fees upon those homes currently included in the incorrectly labeled flood zone.  Council Member Jensen had voiced his concern to the representatives from Congressman Chaffetz office, Dell Smith and Wade Garrett, of the inaccuracy of the flood map to be put in place, and questioned why FEMA could pass a map that was wrong while placing the burden of correcting the map upon the Cities.  Congressman Chaffetz’ representatives stated they would do what they could to help ease the burden financially trying to get the fee waived to apply for a change.  They will work with Ms. Fitzpatrick to get this done.  
Council Member Jensen made the motion to approve Ordinance 2012-2, Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance.  He noted this motion was made under protest.  Council Member Pickett seconded the motion.  He also noted this second was made under protest.  The motion passes with a 5-0 vote.  Those voting aye were Council Members Donaldson, Jensen, Judy, Pickett and Powell with all noting their disapproval of the way this had to be passed.
Citizens Ashley and Chasity Edwards questioned the Ordinance and flood control measures.  The Mayor and Council explained the Ordinance, its purposes and the flood insurance that would be imposed upon them and surrounding citizens.  It was explained an application would be submitted to FEMA to change the flood zone.  Mayor Nay explained much of the information had already been gathered by Jones & DeMille Engineering while working on the storm drain study for the City.  Garrick Willden with Jones & DeMille will be working to get the application completed.
