Fabric needed for one block & Cutting instructions

Dark 1/8& yard or scrap
(1) 4-1/4" square , cut twice diagonally
(1) 1-1/2"%x31/2" rectangle

Medium | 1/8 yard or scrap
(2) 3-7/8" squares , cut once diagonally

Light 1/8& yard or scrap
(2) 1-1/2"x3" rectangles

Instructions: E

1. Begin this block by constructing the central bar unit using (2) Light rectangles
and (1) Dark rectangle. Press toward the Dark rectangle.

2. Stitch Dark triangles to opposite ends of the unit from Step 1
as shown. The corners will slightly overlap (approx. 3/67) the
block. Press toward the Dark triangles.

3. Stitch (2) Dark triangles to the remaining sides of the block.
Press toward the Dark triangles.

4. Inthe same fashion, stitch (2) Medium triangles to opposite
sides of the unit from Step 3. Again, the corners will slightly
overlap. Press toward the Medium triangles. Stitch (2) Medi-
um triangles to the remaining sides of the block. Press toward
the Medium triangles.
