Quilting on the Beach® – Summer Camp – July 2017
Update #1 (Logistics)

Aloha Quilting on the Beach® Participants,

Quilting on the Beach is almost here!  Here are a few important last minute updates: 
First, and foremost, we certainly want EVERYONE to have a wonderful time during Quilting on the Beach® - Summer Camp – July, 2017 – our 4th annual Summer Quilt retreat.  We want to thank you, in advance, for keeping that positive attitude for which quilters are famous.  We will do our very best to accommodate each individual’s specific needs.

When you arrive at Quilting on the Beach®, you will receive a “welcome packet” which will include a name badge that should be worn at all times during the retreat.  The welcome packet will be ready for pickup anytime after Wednesday, July 12th, whenever you can stop by the store.  With the exception of the “Indigo (fabric) Dyeing” classes, all classes will be held in the “Paddler’s Room” at the hotel for Quilting on the Beach®.  For those who may not have received their confirmation letter (by mail) – they will be available with your welcome packet.
Supply lists:  Hopefully everyone has found the links, posted on our website (www.quiltpassions.net), which contain the supply lists as well as pre-class preparations if applicable.  Here are a few other unique situations relating to a few of the classes:

1.  Tuffets (Sunday 7/16):  We have a beautiful sample in the store.  For those who may still want to take this class – remember that we can have the bulky hardware kit sent directly to your mainland home for final assembly.  We’ve secured better pricing on the Hardware kit such that if we have it drop-shipped the kit to your home on the mainland, the cost (including shipping) is only $75 (not $120 as shown on the brochure.)  For those living in Hawaii or Alaska, the hardware kit (including shipping to your home or to Quilt Passions) is $100.  For those in the class – we will be providing a partial refund of the $120 already paid.
2.  Beyond Basic Aloha Shirt (Tuesday, 7/18) – Please note that there is both a supply list, as well as a “PREP” list of things needing to be prepared before class.  Please come to Quilt Passions to select your fabric before class.  As with all class supply lists, these links are available on our website for viewing or printing.

3.  Indigo Dyeing (Tuesday 7/18 – and Wednesday 7/19).  For clarification – there is NO sewing machine required for this class.  This class will be held at the home of the instructor.  Again, this class may get a little messy, so dress appropriately.  Also be sure to bring your own lunch and drinks for the day.  We will have maps to Donna’s home available at Quilt Passions for those who have their own transportation.  We will also be coordinating transportation for those in need – please let us know at Quilt Passions (808) 329-7475.
4.  Hawaiian Applique (Wednesday 7/19):  This class starts at Quilt Passions in the King Kamehameha Mall – just above the hotel.

5.  On Tuesday evening, we’ll relax with a tournament style game of “no-limit Texas Hold’em” (poker).  Complete novices at poker are welcome – we’ll teach you the basics quickly and easily.  This event will take place in the Paddler’s Room at the hotel.  We currently have a nice group of about 6, but we welcome anyone else (including “significant others”) who would like to join us.  Poker dealers also welcome!
6.  Show and Tell Dinner:  This is a wonderful social opportunity during the week of classes.  We’d encourage those who haven’t already registered for this event to consider joining us (cost is $30.)  It’s good food, socializing with new quilting friends, fun and games, as well as a chance to share a quilting project that’s special to you.  You are welcome to bring any quilting / creative sewing project that you have completed in the past year for the show and tell portion of the evening – we love seeing each other’s work! This year the dinner will be held at the Kona Vistas homeowner’s association pavilion at the corner of Lako and “The Highway” (Queen Kaahumanu Highway route 11), directly behind the Shell gas station located about 3 miles south of town.  For those who need rides to the “Show and Tell Dinner”, please let us know as we’ll begin coordinating ride-sharing and a shuttle system.  We’d hope that most of those attending Quilting on the Beach (currently about 84) will join us for this wonderful and relaxing evening.  A complimentary “Quilting on the Beach” engraved glass tumbler will be provided for those who attend which you may keep as a souvenir from the retreat.  
7.  For those who aren’t able to attend the Show and Tell Dinner, we have a few extra engraved tumblers available in the store for purchase for $6.00 (only 1 per person, please.)
8.  Tropical Inspirations Quilt Show:  The quilt show has been expanded to 2-days and will be presented in the hallway of the hotel on Saturday July 22 and on Sunday July 23 – 9am – 5pm!  There’s no charge for this event.  We encourage everyone to come and see the show and vote for their favorite “Quilt Challenge” quilt.
Validated Parking:
For those parking at the hotel, there will be a special discounted $5.00 validation stamp at the desk in the Paddler’s Room.  Be sure to bring your parking ticket and feel free to stamp your parking ticket (either side will do).  New this year:  the automated machine (upon exit) only accepts credit card or debit card.  Cash is no longer accepted!
Now, there are some logistical situations that we need to share with you.  Virtually all of the classes and events offered this year will take place in the “Paddler’s Room”.  Below is a brief explanation of the terminology and locations of each significant event:
· Old Airport Pavilion:  (Site for the Opening Campfire) This is an outdoor, sandy, covered area just a little north (1 & ½ miles) of Quilt Passions.  For those with their own transportation, simply proceed north on Kuakini Hwy (the street in front of the store) until it appears to dead-end.  The road then swerves to the left, then the right, and proceeds such that you will be driving on the former runway of the old airport.  Watch for a covered pavilion on the left side with a “Quilting on the Beach” banner.  Some picnic benches are available, but if you have a favorite beach chair to bring – that would be great.  For those needing transportation, please meet at the front entrance to the King Kamehameha Hotel at 5:30, or at Quilt Passions at about 5:45pm – where transportation will be provided.  This event is complimentary for QOTB participants!  All are welcome to attend, just wear your name badge.  If you haven’t picked up your welcome packet prior to the reception, you can pick yours up at the campfire.

· “Paddler’s Room”:  This is a room (approx. 1,800 sq ft) used as an overflow for the hotel’s restaurant “Honu”.  It’s a spacious room which can handle 60 – 70 people comfortably.  It is located just across the walkway from the pool and poolside bar.

· “Donna’s House” – Please stop by the store for a map if you will be driving to the “Indigo Dyeing” class on Tuesday or Wednesday.

·  Kona Vistas Homeowner’s Association Pavilion: (Site for Show and Tell Dinner – Wednesday July 19th …6:30pm – 8:00pm) – located about 3 miles south of the hotel, details provided at #6 above.  Please join us!
For those staying at the hotel who may have difficulty walking to Quilt Passions – we will offer shuttle service (probably me, in our navy-blue Ford Expedition) to/from the lobby of the hotel to the Quilt Passions’ mall.  Although it isn’t far (1/2 block), it is up a bit of a hill – and temperatures can be warm, especially in July.  The car is clearly labeled with a large “Quilt Passions” sign on the side of the vehicle and will be available, on request, at peak times (morning, lunch, and end of class each day).  You may also call the store at (808) 329-7475 if we’ve somehow missed picking you up.
Most classes will start at 9am until 12noon; then break for a 1 & 1/2-hour lunch period; then classes resume at 1:30pm until 4:30pm.  Other special classes, meals, events, and presentations will also be held during the evenings and on Saturdays as indicated on the brochure.  Once again, a daily schedule for all class and events, as well as their locations, is included in your welcome packet.
Sewing Machine Usage:

“Sewing Machine Usage” is the right to use any available sewing machine at any time.  Sewing machines will be available in the Paddler’s Room.  Sewing machines should NOT be taken from their assigned room at any time.

For those who might wish to use a rental sewing machine during the “Open Sew” period in the evening, but did not otherwise purchase sewing machine usage, the cost is $5 per evening.  Once again, a Quilt Passions staff member will be glad to process your open-sew rental machine pass.

We are asking that you use only feet and bobbins provided with the rental sewing machines that you are using.  Not all bobbins and feet are interchangeable.  In the past, we’ve had many problems with rental sewing machines that turned out to be caused by a student introducing a bobbin or foot not compatible with the machine they were using.  We ask your assistance and cooperation in this matter so as to avoid frustrations for everyone.

Those who have registered to rent a sewing machine should attend the “Get to Know your Rental Machine – in the Paddler’s Room at 7:45am on Sunday, 7/16.

Class Room Temperature

For classes in the Paddler’s Room, let me mention that the A/C is either “ON” or “OFF” and is not temperature controlled.  We do our best to keep the temperature appropriate, but we would suggest that you bring a light sweater or light jacket just in case it becomes too cold.  If we request the hotel to turn off the A/C – and it becomes too hot, it will take some time for the A/C to be turned back on.  We don’t have direct access to the A/C controls.

Needs during Class

Basic supplies (such as cutting mats and rotary cutters, irons, etc.) will be available to share in each class.  You may wish to bring some of your own favorite supplies (sewing scissors, seam ripper, etc.) but we have whatever you might need for purchase in the store.  We will have a small “honor” system supply store in the Paddler’s Room during the retreat for your convenience as well.  For those who would like extra patterns, supplies, etc. – please take an “honor” slip and note the items (and prices) that you have selected.  At the conclusion of class each day, please bring your “honor” slip to the desk in the Paddler’s Room and we will settle your “tab.” – either cash or credit card can be accepted at the desk in the Paddler’s Room.  This reduces distractions during class.
Row by Row Tour – Saturday July 15th   (we do have room for just a few more to register)
Regarding lunch, we will be stopping at Lava Rock Café in Volcano village.  A lunch is provided with the tour.  We’re offering a sub sandwich with chips and juice  – please - ASAP email or call the store if you would prefer: a) Ham and Cheddar; or b) Turkey and Provolone.  This is a very small café, so they would prefer that we provide them your pre-order so that the sandwiches will be ready when we arrive.  We will be eating lunch while traveling in the van toward Hilo – to help make our “round-the-island” tour as efficient as possible.  Your assistance in keeping the van clean is greatly appreciate.

Therefore, (by Wednesday 7/12) we need your lunch preferences (by phone or email) for the following:

a. Ham and Cheddar

b. Turkey and Provolone
